The Powers Murder—More Arrests.

HovrvisTeR, October 26th.—Detectives A.
B. Lawson and Jerome Deasy, of Harry
Morse's agency, who have been in the
southern portion of the county for several
days, working up the Powers assassination,
returned here at 3 o'clock this morning,
having in custody A. M. Thompson and
Fred Fowles, charged with complicity in
the crime. Justice Hoffman held them to
answer, wifhout bail, setting the prelim-
inary examination for Tuesday, November
3d, the prosecution stating that important
witnesses were hundreds of miles away,
and it was impossible for them to get here.
Fowles and Thompson retained the same
attorneys as Prewett and Irwin, previously
held to answer for the same crime, A
writ of habeas corpus was sworn out to ad-
mit them to bail, and will be heard by Su-
perior Judge Breen to-morrow at 10 o’clock.
Dick Alexander, also arrested, is in charge
of a Deputy Sheriff of San Benito, and
will be brought in to-morrow. In-inter-
view, detective Lawson says that he and
his associate have been compelled to work
under great disadvantages, as most all of
the people of the locality of the murder
are either related to the parties supposed to
be concerned, or, through fear, are in-
fluenced to silence. Every obstacle was
thrown in their way, and it was with the
greatest difficulty that anything could be
accomplisled. He says they are in pesses-
sion of a complete chain of evidence, which
can hardly fail to result in the conviction of
all implicated, and although handicapped
by good citizens of the Bear valley section,
who stand in fear of their property and
lives, they feel confident of getting at the
bottom facts, and are instructed and deter-
mined to prosecute the investigation to the
fullest extent. Alexander's father was in-
clined to resist the arrest of his son, and
followed the officers with a rifle; but a
rather strong intimation that an attempt to
use it would result disastrously caused a
change of mind. Iowles was arrested at 1
o'clock in the morning, first refusing to
come, but submitted to the persuasive elo-
quence of a six-shooter. The detectives
left this afternoon, intimating strongly to
vour reporter that other important arrests
will follow. Thompson showed the officers
an invitation he had received to be present
at the meeting at Irwin’s house on the day
when it is believed Powers' assassination
was agreed on. He says he was not at the
meeting. The writing on the invitation is
the same as on the vigilants’ card attached
to Powers’ dead body. The detectives are
of the opinion that Powers was shot from
his horse about 5:30 p. ».; that the hanging
took place about 10 r. »., and was an after-
thought to disarm suspicion of murder
and prevent an restigation, it being
thought that the killing was presumably
the work of a moband not beinquired into.
Towles is a son of C. A. Towles, who mur-
dered his wife and committed suicide two
weeks ago. Before her death he spoke of
hismother, using the most infamous name,
and saying she should be killed. He had
her buried 1n the pauper’s corner, but pub-
lic indignation compelled the removal of
her remains to the side of her husband and
children. At the time threats of lynching
him were made. He testified on the pre-
liminary examination of Prewett and Irwin
that he was at Irwin’s house on the day the
alleged meeting was held ; that he went on
private business with Prewett; that he did
not know of or take part in any meeting.
He has been one of the suspected parties
all along. Although seemingly apathetic,
the citizens are quietly doing much to-
wards securing the conviction of all con-
nected with the murder. The best detect-
ives and lawyers have been retained. It is
thought that a number of prominent and
heretofore highly respected citizens sre im-
plicated, if not in the act, in the proceed-
ings prior to it and the subsequent shield-
ing of the murderers. A State reward

OUR RIVERS AND BAYS.

An Appeal to the Attorney-General of !

the United States.

Yesterday, immediately after the ad-
journment of the Board of Trustees, Mayor
Brown said there was one important mat-
ter that had escaped his attention, and that
was the submission to the Board of an ap-
peal that had been drawn up by parties in-
terested in the preservation of the rivers
and bays from destruction by slickens. It
was addressed to the Attorney-General of
the United States, and it was proposed to
have it printed in circular form, and a copy
sent to the various county Boards of Super-
visors, City Boards of Trustees, Boards of
Trade and Chambers of Commerce in the
large section of California affected by the
flowing of debris. The document was in-
dorsed by Trustees Jones and Nielsen, and
the clerk authorized to have the desired
number of circulars printed. It is as fol-
lows:

To the Attorney-General of the United States,
“ashington, D. ("—SIE: Your attention is re-
'tfully requested torthe following facts :
That the Sacramento and the San Joaquin are
great navigable rivers of California, whose flow
empties through the Suisun and San Pablo bays
into the bay and harbor of San Francisco.

That for the improvement of these navigable
rivers and their navigable tributaries, and also
of the Oakland harbor, whose only outlet is
through the bay of San Francisco, the Federal
Government has, at various times, expended
and is still expending large sums of money.

That the navigation of these rivers and har-
bors is of priceless value to the commerce of the
nation.

That the Federal Government maintains at
Mare Island, in the bay of San Pablo, a naval
station of great importance, supplied with works
of a costly character, and also 51“\ constructed
and maintains numerous forts and other public
property in the bay and harbor of San Fran-
cisco, and that the value and usefulness of all
this property depends upon the maintenanee of
navigation in the bays of San Francisco and San
Pablo.

That the navigation of the fan Joaquin river
has peen seriously impaired. and of the Sacra-
mento river well nigh destroyed, by the dis-
charge of debris from hydranlic mines into the
tributaries of said rivers; that the discharge has
been going on for a score of years and more,
and that when the hydraulic mines are in full
operation it amounts to some 50,000,000 cubic
yvards per annum; that in consequ« : of such
discharge the channels of the Sacramento river
and its tributaries have been filled to such an
extent as to cause apprehension of the aban-
donment of their present bed; that Federal sur-
veys show enormous deposits of such debris in
the mouths of the Sacramentoand San Joaguin,
and in the bays of Suisun and San Pablo, and
that the bay of San Francisco has materially
shoaled, and the bar at its entrance greatly
widened, by reason of the onward flow of like
material from the hydraulic mines.

That, unless further discharge of hydraulic
mining de into these waters be speédily
stopped, their navigation will inevitably be de-
ved; that the injury is of a cumulative
er, and, by reason of the t deposits of
e detritus in the river channels, must
continue to avgment in the lower bays and har-
bors for many years after the discharge from
the hydraulic mines shall have cease

That several tributaries of the ramento
river are so filled by hj ilic mining debris
that their beds in the valley have risen to a
hight greater than that of the original banks,
and their waters are, at great cost, restrained by
means of levees from flowing over the land;
that, notwithstanding, vast quantities of debris
have escaped from these streams in times of
high water, and have buried and rendered
worthless at le 50,000 acres of fertile land;
that in consequence of these and many other
injuries, including obstruction to navigation,
the people of the Sacramento valley have ex-
pended iarge sums in litigation to prevent the
further discharge of debris from hydraulic mines
into the said tributaries: that the State and
Federal Courts have declared such discharge a
*-nhli(- nuisance, but that a considerabie num-
ser of the hydraulic mining corporations. and
also individual owners of mines, continu
run great quantities of debris into the ri i
defiance of law and regardless of the injury in-
flicted; and that the evil is so great, and the
obduracy of the evildoers so determined, that
there is need of aid from the Federal Départ-
ment of Justice.

It is further respectfully submitted that while
the extent of the injury to individuals caused
by hydraunlic mining has been herein but
faintly inc it is well understood that
such injuries cannot form a basis for oflicis
tion by the Attorney-General of the
States.

BUCKLEY IN COURT.

Questionable Conduct of Supreme Court
Clerk McCarthy.

The San Francisco papers of last evening ,
furnish the following in regard to the neto- |

rious Buckley-Bonnet case :

The case of C. A. Buckley, the prominent
politician of this city, charged with having
accepted $500 for offering to advance a case
on the Supreme Court calendar, was up be-
fore the Supreme Court this morning.
Buckley filed an affidavit denying all the
charges. The prosecution called F. H.
Lamb, Assistant Superintendent of the
Western Union Telegraph Company, to
show that Buckley was made aware of the
decision of the Supreme Court on the morn-
ing of May 10, 1834, at a time when he
should not have known anything about it.
Mr. Lamb produced the dispatch, which
was read as follows, showing where Mr.
Buckley derived his information of the ac-
tions of the Supreme Court:

SACRAMENTO, California.

Received in San Francisco, at 10:43 A. M., on
May 10th: To Chris. Buckley, Bush street, San
Francisco: Parker & Bonnet vs. City and County
of San Francisco—Judgment and order affirmed.

J. W. McCarTHY, Clerk.

The dispatch was delivered at 10:48 A. M.,
and receipted for by T. X. Doran at Buck-
ley’s saloon.

Bonnet testified to drawing up a note for
$500 and delivering it to Buckley.

Buckley testified that what Bonnet and
Taylor said to him was: “If yvou will in-
terest yourself in the case we will give you
$500.” The Supreme Court was never men-
tioned. Buckley sald he did not know
why MecCarthy should have sent him such
a dispatch. He testified that he had never
received it, nor heard it read, until now;:
and denied having said, or promised, that
he could get any case advanced on the cal-
endar.

Taylor was called and corroborated Buck-
ley's statement that nothing was said about
the Supreme Court, nor was the name of
any Supreme Judge mentioned.

Arguments were made on both sides as
to what properly constituted contempt of
Court.

Justice Thornton said there was no statu-
tory definition of contempt, but that it
was anything calculated to bring a Court
into disrepute.

Mr. Preston, of counsel for defense, said
he proposed showing that the Supreme
Court cannot try an indictable crime by
calling it contempt. Chief Justice Morri-
son said he would be permitted to argune
the case in his own way.

The Court adjourned until to-morrow.

VAaLvasrLe Discoviery. — The
Independent of October 24th says :

While testing some ores submitted to him
yesterday, from a vein in the vicinity of
this town (Sonora), Louis Blanding discov-
ered the presence of petzite, one of the
forms of telluride of gold, and that it ex-
isted throughout the ores of the mine in
paying quantities—even the snow-white
quartz, though showing not a single ind-
cation of mineral or free gold under a
powerful glass, yielding the telluride in
small quantity, and many of the samples a
very considerable percentage. The telluride
was concentrated, but not closely, and
gave, by three sepurate tests made for ver-
ification, the extraordinary large result of
$60,000 per ton in gold—the silver in the
ore not being estimated. The ore yields
readily to treatment. This and other forms
of telluride of gold have been found in
Shasta, Sierra, Amador and Calaveras
counties, and now Tuolumne county must
be added to the list. This ore is the most
valuable form of gold ore known to exisl.

NEw Horvses ox OLp Sites.—There are,
no doubt, many {:ersnns now living in
Rome who have beneath them the resi-
dence of some gentleman of the Middle
Ages, under which, perhaps, is the home
of a Roman family of the time of the Cw-
sars; and this may have been built upon
the foundations of another Roman house,
which was considered a good place to live
in some 500 or 600 vears before. It must
be a very satisfactory thing, when one is
going to build a house, to find beneath the
ground some good substantial walls which
will make excellent foundations. It very
often happens that these remains of ancient
buildings are built of larger stones, and are
firmer and more solid than the houses
which are erected upon them. There is an-
other side, however, to this matter, and the
remains of old buildings are frequently
very much in the way of those who wish
to erect new houses; for it does not always
occur that the ancient walls are in the right
places, or of a suitable kind, to serve as
tfoundations for the modern building. Then
they have to be dug up and taken out,
which is a great labor. There is a handsome
American church in Rome. When this was
built, the work was made very expensive
by the difficulty of getting rid of portions of
walls, arches, rooms and vaults which these
tomans had left behind them, never think-
ing that in the course of ages there might
be such people as Americans who wonld
wish to buillj a church here.—[Frank R.
