DOMESTIC NEWS.

Signal Service Men Court-Martialcd.
Wakbibgtoh, October 28th.—About half

the class of .Signal Service men undergoing
a course of instructions at Fort Myer. to be
completed in January, are being tried by
Court-martial, on a charge of insubordina-
tion. The meo feltthat they were being
unjustly and harshly treated* by their in-
structor. Lieutenant Frank Green, of the
Signal Service, and when he added to this
gross profanity, indiscriminately calling
them names not to be repeated." they re-
solved to make an effort fur relief. A
meeting of the class was held, which re-
sulted in a petition to the Chief Signal
Service Officer, setting forth their griev-
ances, and appealing for relief. The peti-
tion was answered by an order for the
Court-martialing of all the men who had
signed the petition, on the ground of in-
subordination. General Hazen said to-
night thai the men were being Court-mar-
tialed, not for expressing their grievances,
but for holding a meeting and combining
for that purpose, which, he said, was al-
most eqttal to mutiny. Lieutenant Green
has been reprimanded by General Hasen
for his conduct. The class isbeing defended
by Congressman Bntterworth and Henry
Wise Garnett It is expected that the
c..iirt willbe over to-morrow, and the find-
ings willbe submitted to General Hazen.
The subject willnot come before the War
Department unless it should be a sentence
of dismissal, whichis hardly thought prob-
able under the circumstances.
Tlie President 1* Difficulty in Reorganiz-

ing the CivilService Commission.
Washington, iOctober 28th.

—Anintimate
persona] friend ofthe President who talked
with him on the subject to-day, says he !a
experiencing much difficulty in his effort
tn reorganize the < i. ilService Commission
He is aiming to secure for thai service
three men who aie well-known to the
country, and whose names Jwould be
received as an earnest oi his purpose to
give such character to the Commission as
in give confidence to the friends of the
movement that he regards reform in the
civilservice as one of the most important
features of Uis administration. At the same
time the President is seeking men whose
appointment will satisfy the people,
whether friendly to the movement or not,
that itis inthe hands of practical, reason-
ing men. who are not doctnuaries, and who
will consider and suggest Deeded modifica-
tions tnpopularize the reform in the execu-
tion ofthe law without impairing it-^ bene-
fits. The salary of the position is only
$3,500 per year, and few men of promi-
nence, who possess the qualifications
named, are willing to make the sacrifice.
The reason wby >o many persons, whose
names suggest themselves to the public in
o nnection with the place are not ap-
pointed, is because they have already de-
clined. No appointment has yet been
determined upon. Among those whohave
declined an appointment on the Commis-
sion are L.Saltonstall and Charles Codman,
of Massachusetts, and Judge Schoonmaker
and CO. Graves are among those whose
names are under consideration.

Office Department will,to-morrow, issuea
new series of regulations in regard to the
special delivery system, the principal feat-
ures 'if which are that only mail matter
of the firsl class, which comprehends let-
ters, postal cards and sealed packages, is
contemplated for special delivery by the
law, and that mail matter of other classes
cannot be specially delivered, even though
they may bear the special delivery stamp ;
ami that special delivery on Sunday, isat
ihe option of the Postmaster.

Shocking Disaster.

East Sagixaw (Mich.), October 28th.

Tins evening a lire broke out on the tug
MJ Donald, a; the dork, about 100 feet south
ofthe (ienessee-avenue bridge, upon which
a large number of people congregated.
Suddenly a piece of the sidewalk on the
bridge, live feet wide and forty-live feet
long, gave way with a crash, precipitating
sixty people into the river,fifteen to eight-
een feet deep, with a strong enrrent. The
night was cloudy and dark, but miracu-
lously the greater number were saved,
though many were badly bruised. The
riveris now luing dragged, and the body
ofSidney Fallon, aged s. has been brought
up. It is thought several perished, as
twelve or thirteen are missing. James
Twaits was rescued, but is badly hurt. John
Rotuenburg was injured about the legs.
Geo. A. Irvinwas slightly injured. B. D.
Cowles, managing editor of the ( burter, was
standing on the extreme further point of
the bridge wiien it went down. He could
in.t swim a stroke, and was dragged by the
struggling people to the bottom of the river
twice, but got clear, and drifting down.

Two Sisters Shot Down in the Streets or

Chicago.
Chicago, October 28th.—Five thousand

people blockaded Monroe street, from La
Salle to Clark, at 6 o'clock this afternoon
and but for the dexterity of a couple of
policemen, would have hanged A. J. Burns
to a lamp-post Shortly before the em-
ployes of the offices and printing estab-lishments of the neighborhood were re-
teaaed from their day's labor, ayoung, well-dressed man entered the hallway of thebuildingin which the offices of R. <;. Dun
& Co. are located, and leaned against the
wall as though waiting for some one. He
closely watched the employes streaming
down stairs, until, catching sight of two
young women walking arm-in-arm, he
sprang forward, drew a revolver, flred t\v,>
shots inquick succession, and dashed out.
The street was crowded withpeople going
home from business. An officer promptly
seized him and walked back to the
scene. The two women lar insensible on
the sidewalk. At sight of the would-
be slayer the people became furious, and
attempted to take him from his captors,
and somebody cried "Lynch him." The
officers hustled the prisoner through an
alley to the station, the crowd attempting
t'> follow, but jammed itself fast in the
narrow passage way. The wounded women
were taken to the hospital, where it was
thought the wounds were fatal. The shoot-
ing, fi i-; alleged, was'a cowardly revenge,
taken by a former (ellow-employe in R.G,
1iun'> office, on the two women, who
claimed that be bad insulted them a day or
two ago and had him discharged. The
voting man, A. J. Burns by name, called at
the olKce to-day, and was told it' lie would
apologize to the women, who are sisters
named Mrs. Ray Good and Lilian Walters,
be would be reinstated. Burns left, and
was not seen again until arrested. Mrs.
