
THE LAVA BEDS.
Captain Jack's Stronghold in Modoc

County.

Commencing in the northern part of Sis-

kiyou county and running Booth ami east
into Modoc and l'hinias counties is a suc-
cession of lava beds, of which little is
known, except by tho.-<e who have seen
them. As they ;:re actually beyond de-
scription, when described as wild,desolate
and barren, dues not give one that creeping
aen.sation which an actual peep at them
does. To cross onr of these lava beds much
caution It necessary. The nature of tin-
Java is ofan obsidian oast, very hard, sharp
and rough. The upheaval has heen so
violent that great caves and fissures are
formed. The arches of these cares are
totj dangerous to pass over, as the dis-
placement of a sinple rock would cause the
whole top or roof to fallin. Subterranean
lake- were found. One v;at discovered the
j'.'i.'-f rammer near Dry hike, Mndoe COuntv.
i'hi.i lake is fifty feet wide and runs back
under the cave apparently a long distance ;
as the end cannot he reached, no one can
tell how far it does run bao!:. Apain
fissures and crevices reaching lor miles,
and several hundred feet deep, 'willappear.
South of Chalk mountain there is an im-
mense ice cave, which contains tons of ice
all the year round. This cave is sur-
rounded with lava or several different
kinds and of all shades of the rainbow.
Large block.s of obsidian, or volcanic trlass,
is mixed in with the lava, making in all a
beautiful and wild scene.

Glass mountain, a few miles tothe north-east, is indeed :igreat curiosity. Imagine
a terraced mountain T.oou feet above tin-
level ot the sea, and composed entirely of
this volcanic glass, Bhioingand glittering
in Ihe sunlight, casting off the sunrays as
ifit were a diamond. Terraces, castles and
forts are faithfully represented. A. glance
at this mountain by moonlight is grand; a
sort of soft, weird lijrht is cast off, which
tills one with unspeakable admiration.

tee cave No. 2 is Bituafed from Glass
mountain, north by west, twelve miles.
This cave has also an inexhaustible supply

ter and ice. Here our party reund
water and plenty of feed iv,r our exhausted
animals. After searching nearly two days
fnr water this cave was accidentally dis-covered, and a godsend it was for both man
ami beast. Our party Camped here one
night recently, and were kept awake most
of the niuht by the screams of several Calf-
fornia lions, who came one imfortably near
our beds, :niil would give a scream and de-
camp -we bad shut on their water supply.
The unearthly scream of these animals and
the howling of several large owls, taken
with the thought of numerous Indian

\u25a0res which had taken place in this
vicinity, r:iii-,.->lour brave hearts to quake.

Ten miles mirth of Ice cave is Tule lake
and Captain Jack's stronghold. anddirectly
a \u25a0 the lake is the famous Bli K3ypoint.

C ptain Jack's ritle pits are ofnatural
formation in the lava, being sinks and
Hows probably lire hundred in number:
they command all entrance to the cave. A
handful ot resolute men could hold twenty
: their number at bay here- som<
bloody work was done by the Indians dur-
ing tne campaign of 1873. Several other
points in that vicinity have abloody record.
