Of course the
Ooncla&OO is all in favor of the republican
form of government. The parallel is
also drawn between the cost of govern-
ment in Ban Francisco and that in the
Sandwich Ular.ds, but it is added that
while the people of the former have to

pay for paved streets, sewers, water, etc.,
inHawaii they get along without those
trifles, and if the natives die off from
livingover cesspools, it is easy enough to
impart ;!lew ship-loads of coolies to take
their places.

NATURESTUDY.

E. D. Warfiejd, in the OurraU, ltn> a
thooghtfo] paper on

"
Nature Study in

American Literature," remarking thai the
observant student must hare noticed a new
tendency to draw themes from nature, not
only inpoetry bat in prose. This is true.
Whoever gives attention to current maga-
zine literature, as well as tc the more pre-
tentious Ixxjk writing,must have reflected
upon the growth of this tendency. It is
Bafe to say, for instance, that natural his-
tory has been more popularized a> a study
with us in the past half dozen year.-- than
ever before. Ithas been lifted out of the
realm of the text-book and popularized by
a school of men and women who draw the
inspiration for their essays tor public read-
ing from the 8 cir.--of nature inher vary-
ing moods, from storm to sunshine, inher
animate and inanimate objects, in the pro-
ducts of her vegetation, and the develop-
ment of researches into her mysteries.
Thoreau was probably the earliest of .noil-
em nature students in this new taste. He
has been followed by a Bcore of others, the
most recent of whom i> the Indiana WOOds-
man, Maurice Thompson. The names of
Burroughs and Torrey are also cited as
leaders in the new subjects of thought. It
is very encouraging to note (his tendency
to study nature. It lias but one result,
and that is to liftup and refine the intelli-
gen and inspire men withmore of rever-
ence for the source ofallbeinfr, and all life
and thought. Itelevates and purifies the
literature of the day. It draws men's
souls away from the gross, and inclines
them to contemplations that are bettering,
however viewed. The establishment of
sucli great numbers of learned societies for
the grouping of museums of natural his-
tory, and the study of the flora and fauna
of the country, is one of the very best
evidences that the new tendency is
likelyto stay and is not ephemeral. There
is scarcely a community in the land that
Bombers its people by some hundreds that
has not now oneor more associations ofthis
order. Literature, which at one time was
the slave to historical tastes, is emanci-
pated from such thraldom. Neither is it
so devoted as itwas to the metaphysical.
Ithas been moving out steadily in a new
line, from these subjects

—
but without

abandoning them
—

and that is in the di-
rection of the study of natural objects. Let
those who care to satisfy themselves upon
this point look over the press issues of the
day for the youth of the land. They will
find that%ev«l out often of all the books
prepared for youthful mind* in this day
are upon texts drawn from the study of
nature. This is simply a response to the
demand of the thought of the hour. Sci-
ence has received a new impetus by this
tendency. It has been brought closer to
the popular intelligence, and made more
inviting to the mass of readers and hear-
er-. Under this influence, it is being -im-
plitied in a hundred ways to invite the
thought of the young readers of the coun-
try, and the examination of juvenilelitera-
ture willalso beat witness to this fact As
tli.' essayist to whom we have referred,
and whose lines suggest the reflections in-
dulged in. says: "To all those whose heart
goes out bevoad the hot, dull glare of city
streets the results of the tendency must be
hailed with pleasure." More especially,
we should say, must those who labor in
spiritual fields, and for the souls of men,
be gratified at the drift of mind to the
Study of nature, since its spiritualizes men.
aud more than any other iniluence inclines
human beings to the contemplation of
things beyond those merely earthly.

DOMESTIC.
National Woman's Christian Temperance

Inion.
riiiLAUELi'iiiv,November 3d.—This was

the last day of the session of me Conven-
tion of the National Woman's Temperance
Union. A fraternal telegram from the
Woman's Foreign Missionary Society of
the Methodist Episcopal Church, now in
session at Evanston, 111., was read. An-
other was received from the Secretary of
the Prohibition State Committee of Xew
York, thanking the Union for aid given in
that State, and imploring the delegates to
pray for success in the election to-day.
Mrs. Julia G. Wallace, of Indiana, Super-
intendent of the franchise department, re-
ported that there are twelve States in which
women are given the right of suffrage, and
said that the women suffragists stood on a
narrow platform, as God "has given to aIL
the right to rule themselves. The report
was not discussed. Secretary Woodbndge
read a report, showing the progreaa of the
work among the Indian girls. Resolutions
were adopted, petitioning Congress to pass
a law preventing Unite.1,states Officers from
collecting revenue from the liquor traffic in
the Stales where there are partial or total
prohibitory laws. The Committee onPlan
of Work recommended that Congress be
memoralized in the interest of universal
suffrage.

Strike of C»iiH!derable Magnitude.
Gakvihox, November .id.—A strike of

considerable magnitude was inaugurated
here this afternoon by the Knights of
Labor. The trouble arose from the refusal
of the agent of the Ma.lory line of steamers
to withdraw the colored 'longshoremen
from the Mallory wharf, where they have
bo i, working the past week, replacing the
striking 'longshoremen. The .strikers
joined the Knights of Labor, and this
organization has undertaken to restore the
white 'longshoremen. All the Knights of
Labor employed by the Gulf, Colorado and
Santa Ke and Missouri Pacific, in this city,
bare gone out, under orders of the State
Executive Committee. The Knights in the
associated cotton compressers of this city
also struck, and jfour great cotton presses
are idle, and the handling of freight by the
railroads is paralyzed. Itis reported that
the 'longshoremen at New York employed
by the Mallory line have also struck.
