UNNECESSARY ALARM.
There is. we think, unnecessary alarm

on tin' part of some people that the social
agitation regarding the Chinese on this
coast may develop revolutionary ten-
dencies. It must !*• remembered that no
.^rent social, politicalor economic changes
or accomplishments have ever been effect-
ed without some apparent disorder. The
greatest attainments by society in reforms
bare been marked by sodden convulsions,
by phases of excitement, and by apparent
throes of manuring character. The social
body does not reject that which makes it
illwithout Rome evidences of suffering,
precisely as is true of the physical body.
But these manifestations do not necessarily
indicate revolutionary tendencies, (iov-

enunents are molded in their policies by
convulsive agitations often, thai serve
rather to strengthen the system of govern-
nient than to weaken it, and to bring the
people closer rather than antagonize them
to authority. In this country, where the
government is the governed, there can be
DO soda] or economic rising against a dis-
tinct governing power. The right to mod-
ifypolicies in s free government resides
with that sun-reign, the cituen, who is not
subject to any assault from a force back of
him, since be is at wire ruler and ruled.
Out of excitement and agitation reforms
are worked in this country, and through
these only. That the sentiment of the
people of thi> coast is so strong a^ain-i
Chinese immigration does not to us indi-
cate the danger of any uprising of a revo-
lutionary character. The whole movement
appears to be that the moral force and the
inherent power of thegoverued acting upon
theagencies ofgovernment inmethods that
only in sporadic rase- are manifest by vio-
lence This people have not lost one whit
of their respect for the law. They are as
sensible as ever that they are the authors
of the law. ami that it- policyis dified
by thr rule of the majority. To influence
this majority is their sole aim, and the
present excitement is \u25a0 manifestation of
effort made in that direction. When the
New York fistd speaks of the "hoodlum
element" lieinu here in the ascendant, and
BS dominating these communities, itillus-
trate- it- unpardonable ignorance of the
state of public thought, and the real status
of the situation. A very little inquiry
would convince it that the hoodlum ele-
ment has iu>part in the present agitation,
which is the natural so-.uence of a disease
of the social body now attempting to free
itself from that which afflict! it. It should
be the aim of the law-givers appointed to
the task, to aid tin- natural etfbrt. The
lawless element, >o far from having part in
the real and intliieucing agitation of the
day. is frowned upon and held in check by
the law -::Viding and orderly forces of our
society. The lawless have ever, and in all
countries, sought to improve such occa-
sions as this. to their own gain-

DEBRISLITIGATION.
The United States Circuit Court at San

Francisco has decided that it is. improper
for this county to agree with a party to
hear the expenses of a suit to enjoin the
processes of hydraulic mining as conducted
upon the < Sasaamea river. As the expenses
of .such litigation are necessarily heavy,
and scarcely possible tobe borne l>v any
one party i-onii>eteiit to appeal to a United
Btates Court, it is apparent that a check
will lie put upon efforts to stop the de-
struction of rivers unless the county au-
thorities choose the State Courts as ave-
nues ofassault. Tin- situation is such now,
in view of the decisions already given, that
appeal to the State Courts may be made
with greater confidence than when the
debris litigation began, some years ago.
It is, of" course, very desirable, if possible,
to get such cases M:ire now to he brought,
before the Federal Courts, and we are not

without faith in the possibility of doing so
without offense to that principle of the
law which ha.- worked the dismissal of the
( ;i ii:naiicase. The valley must not lose
confidence inthe justice of its cause, nor
relax its endeavors to bring the debris
question to the speediest conclusion pos-
sible. The necessity for Federal interfer-
ence through the proper departments at
Washington, and through Congressional
action, i- now more imperative than over.

A WARM INDORSEMENT.
Genera] Sheridan comes manfully to the

defense of General Crook. He point- out
that whilethat officer had sole control of
the Apaches there was little difficulty ex-
perienced in managing them. When di-
vided authority and counsels crippled him,
the Indians had the whip hand. General
Sheridan reminds the people of Arizona
that General Crook is "the best man we
ever had to deal with the hostile tribes,"
and that there is no man in the army who
can accomplish so much as he in that di-
rection. This is a strong commendation
from the head of the army, and should at
once, and effectually, silence those who
have ridiculed the Crook policy, laidout
plans on paper for him to follow, and ad-
vised the conduct of Indian campaigns
from newspaper offices and trading sta-
tions, according to theories diametrically
opposed to the experience of the General,
and the deliberate conclusions of hi- prac-
ticed judgment.

THE LOTTERYEVIL.

Grand Juries are now being impaneled
inseveral counties, which fact suggests the
idea that -oine of them make a test of
what is advertising a lottery in violation
of the State law, by indicting some one or
mere publishers who announce the
schemes of these swindling concerns under
various thin disguises. Our San Francisco
correspondent charges that lottery gam-
bling in that city has grown to be an
enormous evil; that it affects all classes,
and is alarmingly nnmtiiing the financial
standing of business men and houses. It
is asserted that California contributes
greater revenue to lotteries than any other
State in the Union, and to this fact much
of financial distress is due. Assuming
these things to be true, it Ls chargeable to
the press that it has encouraged the evil,
and stimulated this vicious tendency.

A RIGHT WAY.

The people of Fresno have resolved to
resist the Chinese by refusing to patronize
them. This is a sure and a lawfulmethod'
The only difficultyis to make it general

—
to bring all the people to a realization of
the necessity of unanimity in this process
of fighting Chinese competition withwhite
industry. For instance, Fresno pays the
Chinese $14,000 a year for washing its
dirtylinen. A steam laundry is now to
be established that will be equal to the
ta-k of doing all the work. Ifall the
patronage goes to that laundry, the Chi-
nese l&undrymen must go. But this is
only one branch of industry involved. The
rule of non-patronage must lie applied to
all to be fully effective.

Habmoctl in the Democratic party in
California is the one thing sought for by
the local statesmen of that organization.
The very latest plan to secure it comes
from the veteran editor of the Santa Rosa
Democrat, who proposes, in a personal card,
aConvention, the choice of delegates to
be made by voters who will,at the prim-
ary, affirm that they voted for Cleveland
and Hendricks. But that other veteran,
the Colnsa Sun, points out that this will
never do, since it is a fact that many good
Ctemocrats voted for Mr. lilaine,and they
must not be shut out of the coming love
feast.

The Surveyor-Generalship of California.

Washington, November 18th.—The pa-
pers in the case of the olfice of Surveyor-
(ieneral of the State of California have
been taken from the Interior Department
to the White House, and it is believed that
the appointment will he made very soon.
The indications now point to the selection
ot Major DickHammond. There are quite
a number of applicants for the office,
among the most prominent being Mean*,
Hammond, Livingston and Rodgers. Con-
gressman Henley indorses Hammond,
and Judge Field v supporting Mr. Living-
ston. Mr.Hammond is a native of Cali-
fornia, a nephew of Colonel Jack Hayes,
the "Texas Banger," a voting man said to
he possessed of excellent business capacity,
and thoroughly qualified for the hppoin't-
ment.

Washisgtob, November 18th.— The Pre-
sident has called,on the State Department
for a full statement of our relations with
Germany anil Austria in regard to the
treatment of naturalized citizens of the
United States in those countries. Itis- un-
derstood that the President is determined
that the United States shall no longer re-
main inactive upon this question. In the
even! ofGermany and Austria ignoringour
protests, it is believed that the severance of
all diplomatic relations with those coun-
tries willrapidly bring about a crisis. Itis
Dotprobable that the President willmen-
tion the trouble in his message, hut he will
make powerful suggestions about the Deed
of a navy, ami the alarming condition of
ioast defenses.

Zeebach'a indorsements are legion. It
would require a dray to haul them all away
from the Interior Department. There are
doubtless no less than I'Uxk) personal let-
ters on file inhis behalf. The whiteHouseclerks have received upwards of 500 tele-grams from friends of Zeebach. the word-
ingof which all was nearly the same.
The President knew these facts long ago,
and made uphismind about it. Mr.Day,
however, thinks he is going to get what he
wants.

Nrw York. November 18th.— The frtaiWorld, in Ita next issue, will publish a long
letter from Louis Kiel, under date of Ba-
touche, May 6tb last. The editor prefaces
itby saving that it reached him May \-th,
that Kiel was then a prisoner and that its
publication was withheld lest it should
prejudice Kiel's case. It contains nothing
new, being devoted to a repetition of the
oft-told tale of the half-breed's wrongs and
to a denunciation of England and English-
men. He accuses them of land robberies
in the Northwest, inIreland. Scotland, In-
dia, Australia and islands of the Indian
Ucean. Even the United States, he says,
has permitted them to reconquer, without
protest, by occupancy for cattle-grazing,
enough to make several large States, and
charges President Cleveland and Secretary
Bayard with putting the United States in
the position of an ally of England in put-
ting down the Northwest rebellion by
allowing British soldiers and ammunition
to pass over Ameiican railroads and per-
mitting Federal soldiers to teach the
Queens Own the use of the Gatling gun.

Milwaukee iWis.), November lsth.—A
movement is in progress of development
to establish a crematory in Milwaukee, and
in about a week a meeting will be h^ld to
take steps for organizing a joint stook com-
pany for that purpose. WillardC. Merrill,
Dr. John L. Kaine and other prominent
citizens are said to be in favor of the pro-
jected enterprise. George L. Thomas, the
undertaker, js also interested in the scheme.
The latter said this morning that he had
had interviews' with several Milwaukee
capitalists, who are in favor of burning
dead bodies rather than burying them, and
that he had little douht, from the tenor of
their conversation, that they will go into
the enterprise. He felt confident, he said,
that a crematory would be erected in Mil-
waukee in the coming spring. There are
a large number of cremationists in Mil-
waukee.

An-
other account is that the Presslys went to a
field where Jones was working," and Jones
killed them in self-defense.

The Kefonucii Hebrew Convention.
PrrrsßtrHG, November IMb.—At the ses-

sion of the National Rabbinical Conven-
tion of the Reformed Hebrew Church, to-
day, the subject ofSabbath observances was
discussed at some length, and a resolution
unanimously adopted declaring that there
is nothing in the spirit oi Judaism, or its
laws, to prevent the introduction ofSun-
day services in localities where a necessity
l'oi such services appears or is felt. In the
preamble to the resolutions, the im-
portance of maintaining the historical
Sabbath, as a bond with the past and as a
symbol ofthe unity of Judaism the world
over, is recognized.

The Question of .lute Manufacture at San

Ouentiu Discussed.
The Board of Btate Prison Directors met

at San Quentin Tuesday evening, Direct-
ors Boggs.Sonntag, Wilkins and Devlin be-
ingpresent. Bills lor October were pre-
sented, amounting to $17,248 21.

A.letter fromJohnson ,v Co. was read,,
notifying the Warden that that firm would
discontinue the manufacture of leather,
harness, etc., on January !.-;. The Warden
explained (hat Johnson & Co. said they
could not carry on the business at a profit.
as the country is overstocked with the class
o! poods manufactured at the prison.

The Warden reported about L,OOO bales of
jute on band, worth $14,000, and $40,000
worth of manufactured goods, if the
manufacture of jute is to be continued, the
jutemust be ordered bysteamer, as thestockon hand would only last about two and a
half months. He was in favor ofclosing
the jute mill a few months ago, but the
Hoard did not think best. If the Hoard
would give some instracjons he would ad-
vise keeping it running. To shut down
now would disorganize the force, which
would he a detriment, as tin- mi!! was never
running better than now.

Devlinsuggested making up the present
stock into bjgs and borrowing money on
them to pay for new stock.

Bonntag said if the present stock was
worked up at a loss the Board would have
to go in the treasury for money to pay for
new stock.

Devlin said ii had been slated that cverv-
li'.dy importing bags bad lost money. This
state ol ailair.- could not last.
