A Runaway Ferryboat.

A BULGARIAN VICTORY.

Sorra, November 19th.—The Bulgarians
repulsed the Servian attacks on Slavinyi,
and drove the enemy back eight kilometers.
Subsequently the Servians opened a strong
artillery fire from the right wing. The
Bulgarians hotly defended their position,
and again repulsed the Servians. The Ser-
vian force consisted of three battalions of
infantry, one of artillery and a squadron
of cavalry. The vietory was finally won
by the Bulgarians. The latter further re-
pulsed the Servian attack on Glintz, taking
prisoners. The behavior of the
garian troops was admirabie. Fifty
Servian prisoners have arrived here.
