THE KENTUCKY RAILROAD TAX
DECISION.

Small-pox in New York—Naval Ca-

The Kentucky Railroad Tax Cases.

WasHINGTON, November 20th.—In the
Kentucky railroad tax cases, recently de-
cided, two propositions were discussed by
counsel and decided by the Court. It was
first claimed that the assessment was made
without notice to the railroad companies,
or without affording them any opportunity
to contest the assessment ; and second, that
the laws of Kentucky discriminate against
railroad property, in that they provide dif-
ferent means and methods for ascertaining
the value, for the purpose of taxation, than
are employed in the case of other taxpay-
ers, be they natural persons of corpora-
tions. The facts bearing upon the first
point are that the l:ws of Kentucky re-
quire the Board of Assessors to meet on the
first day of September in each year, at the
office of the Auditor, at tLe seat of govern-
ment, for the purpose of assessing rail-
roads, and that the laws of Kentucky pro-
vide that the tax so assessed shall ba col-
lected only by civil action, in which the
defendant has a full epportunity to be
heard as to the validity of the assess
ment in all respects. The Court holds,
in view of all the facts, that
the law requires the Board to meet
on a day certain; that the defendant
had all the notice requisite in order to en-
able them to appear at the place designated
in the law, and be heard in respect to the
validity of the assessment; and also in
view of the fact that the law declared that
the tax shall only be recovered in an action
at law, in which the defendant is duly
served with a process, and an opportunity
to appear and defend on all possible
grounds. An opportunity is there afforded
to him to be heard as to the legality of the

assessment. Upon the second proposition,
the facts are that the discrimination
complained of consists only in the
fact that the assessment ~ was not
made by the same  officers as

assessed other property, but was ass
by a designated tribunal, created for the
purpose of assessing railroads alone. The
Court held that thatis not a discrimination
repugnant to the equality clause of the
fourteenth amendment to the Federal Con-
titution; that a State might classify
property for the purpose of taxation, so far
as to authorize different tribunals to assess
difterent kinds of propverty which are dis-
similar in their situation and character.
The facts in relation to the equality of tax-
ation are not at all like those involved in
the Cal

sed

ilifornia cases, nor is the law of Ken-
in relation to notice and an ojpor-
tunity to be heard, at all like the laws in
California cases, and the decition of the
Kentucky cases has no direct aring upon
the points made in the California cases,
and aifords no reasonable grounds for sup-
posing that the Court will reverse the Cali-
fornia cases.

Naval Cadets.

WasHINGTON, November 20th.—Captain
Ramsay, Superintendent of the Naval
Academy, in. his annual report, recom-
mends that permits for adinission as cadets
be issued one year prior to the tinie fixed
for examination, and renews the recom-
mendation thatall candidates for admission
be required to report for examination on
the 15th of May. The number of cadets to
go on the next practice cruise renders it
necessary that a ship to take the place of
the Dale be fitted out for the practice ship,
and sent to Annapolis by May. It will,
says Captain Ramsay, be impossible to do
justice to the cadets, and give them the re-
quired instruction, with only one practice
ship. He recommends that selections for
the line Engineer Corps and the ) ne
Corps be made at the end of a four years’
course, instead of a six vears’ course.

Peculiar Murder Trial in France,

Loxpox, November 20th.—A great sensa-
tion has been caused by a peculiar murder
trial in nce, aud it is feared that trouble
may arise from the state of popular feeling.
A farmer named Boudouin was killed
while asleep in bed. His wife was lying
by his side, yet declared that she did not
hear the noise of the firearms, notwith-
standing that the man was shot. His wife
asserted that the first intimation she had of
his murder was the smoke from the weapon
used by the assassin, and the blood which
flowed from the wound made by the bul-
let. The story did not receive much cre-
dence, even by those disposed in the
woman’s favor, but suspicion fell upon a
young vagabond named Braguel, who had
been employed on the farm, but had been
discharged. The fellow on being arrested
not only confessed to having committed
the crime, but asserted that he had been
instigated by Mme. Boudouin to kill her
husband, and had been paid by her for
doing the deed. The wife's reason, Brag
uel declared, was her rage at his constant
flirtation with other women. The mur-
derer said that the woman admitted him
by a window at night, and when he had
entered the room, retarned immediately to
bed and lay down beside her husband, who
was fast asleap. Braguel was armed with
a gun, which he rested across the woman's
limbag, in order to get precise aim and so
