More Railroad Washouts.

Daiceert, November 20th.—The Atlantie
and Pacific has been washed out at Ludlow
station, and it will tare two days to repair
the break. The California Southern has
been badly washed, the new cuts sliding
badly. It will take two days to repair them
S0 as to pass over between this point and
S8an Bernardino.

TLos AxcrLes, November 20th.— The
Los Angeles river rapidly rose last night
and washed away 300 feet of the Southern
Pacific track, 100 feet of the L. A. and S.
G. V. R. R. track, and 300 feet of the city
levee. The river fell this morning. Sev-
eral miles of track is washed out on the
Southern Pacific between Sepulveda and
San Fernando, and there are caves in the
San Fernando tunnel. Washouts are re-
ported along on the Mojave desert, bat
their extent is unknown. There is also a
washout on the California Southern Rail-
road, on the Colorado desert. Charles
Crocker and party, in private car, are
blockaded there. Construction trains have
been sent to the washouts each way. If
the storm continues there is sureto bea
flood in the city. No trains arrived from
either the north or east Thursday or Friday,
and none are expected Saturday or Sunday,
the regular train running only to Colton.

Pioneers in California Trade—Manu-
facturing Whitelead and Costly
Mirrors—Biographical Notes.

[SECOND PAPER.]

Sacramento has been the birthplace of
not a few of the most extensive business
houses on the coast, prominent among them
being the widely-known one of Whittier,
Fuller & Co., dealers in paints, oils, glass,
etc. A brief history of the growth of this
establishment, with personal mention of
its members, cannot fail to be of interests
and will serve as encouragement to those
who are now in the earlier walks of other
growing business establishments, which in
their turn must take leading prominence
in the future, when Caliiornia shall have
assumed its destiny of empire.

William P. Fuller was born in Ver-
mont. He worked at the trade of paper-
hanging in Boston, and at the age of 22

is claimed for the house that, with its
several branches and factories mentioned,
it is the most extensive paint, oil and
glass establishment in the United States.
W herefore, Sacramentans are excusable for
feéling a pride in having the parent branch
of such a colossal mercantile establishment
located in their midst.
