DELIGHTED WITH CALIFORNIA.
Wliut a \Yißcoiihln Farmer Tliiuk.s of a

Sacramento AViut«r.
In conversation with a reporter yester-

day, Dr. Latham, Secretary of the Immi-
gration Association of Northern California,
said the association is doing more toward
finding homes for the immigrant at this
time, than at any previous date since its
organization. He says he has received dur-
ing the past few weeks a large number of
Utters Irom Scandinavian people, who are
now residents of Minnesota. One colony,
consisting of one hundred and twenty-live
families, are desirous of locating some-
where in middle or northern California.
They live in the neighborhood of Min-
neapolis, have their own schools,
churches, newspaper, etc. A few days
ago their agent, a very intelligent
gentleman, arrived in this city and imme-
diately allied upon Dr.Latham. After a
short conversation in the office, the doctor
took him ar.mnd the city, and showed him
the beautiful grass plats, flower gardens,
orange, lemon and persimmon trees, loaded
with yellow delicious fruits: tropical plants
growing luxuriantly, and the Minnesota
farmer was, to use a California expression,
paralysed. He had never seen citrus fruits
growing, and Sacramento's wealth of (low-

ers seemed to him to be so much out of sea-
son that he couid hardly believe his eves.
He said :

"
Doctor, Ihave only been in

California half a day. but Ihave seen
on. nigh in those few hours to convince me
that Californiais the paradise we long have
sought, and you have not dogs enough in
tbe State to drive rue out. Ihave
just left a country covered deep with a
weary waste of snow, not a sign of vegeta-
tion is to be seen, and we are just at the
beginning of a weary six-months winter,
litre, you, to all appearances, are enjoying
the beginning of spring; the herbage will
soon be sufficient tofeed your stock, while
with us. our beasts for many months must
be fed from the garnered stores in our
barns. Here you say this is a disagreea-
ble day. There, in Wisconsin, this would
pass for a May morning. IfIcould pick
up one of your beautiful yards, with its
wealth of grasses, Sowers, orange trees
laden with their golden fruits, and set it
down in Minneapolis, and say to the peo-
ple of that snow-covered city this is :in
average of thegrass plots in Sacramento, do
you know what they would say? Well,
they would not believe it. They would
-ay :'You cannot make us believe any
such statements. You got that out of a
hot-house.' Ishall truthfully and faith-
fully describe all Ihave seen here, and
what Inow expect to see elsewhere, in niv
correspondence to the Scandinavian papers
in Minneapolis, St. Paul and Chicago. Mv
people are desirous of locating near each,
other, all inone county, ifpossible. They
would like tor secure a lanre arable tract,
and cut itup into small holdings."

Dr. Latham says lie has many inquiries
from lowa. Indiana, Michigan and Illinois.
A colony m Koekford, Illinois, is ready to
come just as soon as they can tind a suita-
ble location. Those who have come out as
agents state, and from letters received from
parties in the Kast. it is ascertained that
this ta.ll and winter has been a good time
for the disposition of real estate there, and
many have sold their farms with ;he in-
tention of coming to California in the
spring. One gentleman says the people in
Dakota never tire of talking about the
'glorious climate of California.' He
added that he thought they were justified
indoing so. for two winters ago eighty-two
persons were frozen to death in one county
inthat Territory.

Island, which is situated at the mouth of
the straits of Juan dc Fuca. The middle
Pacific district includes all the territory
west of the Sierra Nevada mountains, and
from the State lino on the north to a line
(37° north latitude)on the south, beginning
at Monterey Hay and running east to the
mountains. The south Pacific district, all
that territory south oiMonterey Bay to the
Mexican line, and west ot a line running
from the mountains in a southeasterly di-
reetton to Yuma. A.T.

Hers is not a voice
Iofgreat force or strength, but one splendid-
ly managed, under perfect control, of rare
sweetness and remarkable sympathetic
quality, and of high culture. Her tones
are pure and flute-like, and in the softer
passages are exquisite, if there was thin-
ness of quality in the upper register, there
was, to a inpensate. that" fervor, flexibility
and sweetness that marks only the
greatly gifted concert singer, and* that
so admirably befits the dramatic quality
that Nevada possesses in a remarkable de-
gree. She has perceptive power, personal
magnetism and delicate instincts, all of
which are manifest inevery musical utter-
ance she makes. She is not such an extra-
ordinary singer as we have been led to ex-
pect, but a true artist, gifted with splendid
vocal powers, controlled by rare taste and
manifest in refined expression that has not
a particle of coldness ii. it, but warmth,
feeling ami great dramatic power. Nevada's
voice is not yet, we think, rally developed :
it foretells for her greater achievements ;its
flexibilitypromises results that willgreatly

Imore add to her fame. Lewita is a pianist
of fine attainments, and who by no means
i>deserving tin- caustic, not to say coarse
criticisms visited upon him by some San
Francisco journals. Venjnet's voice is a
pure tenor, resonant, of staying power, and
broadly expressive. The drift into fal-
setto tones charged against him at San
Francisco, was not discernible Lore,
liuti's baritone is of good volume, but not
robust, and his style is marred by asupera-
bundance of tremolo effects. Casati is a
violinist whose execution is remarkably
fine. His style is bold and dashing, yet
there is consummate sweetness in the lim-
pid tones he evokes. His execution is
firm, his intonation very nearly faultless
and his stopping true in all respects. With-
out question he is a violinist of the higher
order. Carano, the flutist of the troupe,
didnot appear, delays unavoidable, render-
ingit impossible to adjust thepkeh ofthe
piano to his instrument. Asa whole, the
concert was a thoroughly enjoyable one.
the works presented being very nearly
equally meritorious, and sufficiently diver-
sified to produce what is essential in the
popular concert, variety.
