The Comp-
troller says the continu coinage of the
standard silver dollar, under the present
provisions of the law, is in excess of the
requirements of the country, and is liable
to bring business to a silver basis, and
cause some degree of financial disturbance.
A Denial from Speaker Carisle,
WasHiNGTON, November 26:h.—Speaker
Carlisle denies the report that he has be-
zun the preparation of the committees of
the House of Representatives for the next
Congress. He says the proper time for him
to form the committees will be after he is
elected Speaker.
Baldwin to Build a Theater in New York.
New York, November 26th.—The Times
.says: “ Lueky” Baldwin, the California
millionaire, has been for the past few
meonths serionsly contemplating the advi-
sability of coming to New York and build-
ing a theater, and he has already negotia-
ted, albeit unsuccessfully, with the owners
of a number of pieces of property in the
metropolis for the purpose of putting up
his proposed building. He offered £700,000
for a certain property, but the owner want-
ed $300,000. Baldwin is not pushed aside
from his original purpose by the failure
which has attended his first attack to secure
a foothold. On the contrary, he has looked
at a number of other pieces of property,
and his negotiations are in such a state that
there is likely to be a definite settlement
in one instance within the next few days.
Colonel Mapleson's Way of Doing Busi-
Ness,

NEw Yorg, November 26th.—Colonel
Mapleson’s Thanksgiving is not to his
liking. He has virtually been ordered to
close his opera season and leave the Acade-
my at the close of the present week. Be-
fore coming here this year Mapleson was
told that the only condition on which he
could have the Academy was the payment
of $200 a night rent, and the de wving of
the expenses of Leating and service for
each night of his tenancy. The Colonel
came, but instead of offering to sign the
usual lease on hisarrival, he simply waited
for something to turn up, and said not one
word about a lease. Itis probably he will
not get the Academy again for some time
to come.

Joseph K. Emmett’'s Last Spree.

New Yorx, November 26th.—Joseph K.
Emmett, the actor, who was taken to Bel-
levue Hospital, Tuesday night, suffering
from delirum tremens, was restored to an
almost normal condition yesterday morn-
ing. His son, who had been telegraphed
for, arrived with some of the company at
the hospital in the afternoon, and in re-
sponse to his father’s entreaties took him
away.

The Grant Monument Fund.

NEW York, November 26th.—A spirit of
glee pervaded the rooms of the Grant Mon-
ument Association yesterday. The faces of
visitors who called to see how the fund was
getting along beamed with satisfaction at
the announcement that the stumbling-
block had been removed and that the treas-
ury of the fund at length contained more
than £100,000. Members of the Association
have long felt that it would be compara-
tively easy to collect the remainder of the
fund after the first $100,000 was in the treas-
ury. The prospect of success is now most
encouraging.

The Recent Storm on the Atlantic Sea-
board.

New York, November 26th.—From dif-
ferent parts of the city and from the towns
and villages in the track of the great storm
of Tuesday reports continued to come yes-
terday of the destruction wrought. Al-
though the individual losses are large in
only a few instances, vet the injury done
by wind and floods is so widespread that
the aggregate losses are very great. Indeed.
the damage at Long Branch and along the
New Jersey coast is greater than at first
reported. Several cottages suffered more
or less, and the grounds of manv others
were sa lly torn up. Water in the cellars
still bothered people on the streets near the
river front, and trouble was experienced
at many of the ferries, arising from the fact
that the high tides raised the bridges far
out of the level. In the low lands west of
Jersey City some of the railroads were still
further damaged by floods.

Disaster on Lake Ervie.

CrLeveLaxp (0.), November 26th.—To-
day, while the tug James A. Madens was

ten miles off Cleveland, on Lake Erie,
looking for tows, Captain Thomas Bver ob.
served a capsized vessel. It proved to be
the three-masted schooner Highland Maid,
of Port Stanley, Ont. Not a soul was on
board. The masts and rudder were goney
and the cabin had been washed awav. It
is supposed that Captain Oliver and his
two sons, who had sailed the vessel all the
season, have been lost.
Evacuation Day.

NEW York, November 26th.—Yesterdsy
was Evacuaation Day, but it was little no
ticed. Two veterans of 1812 placed the flag
ou the Battery flagstaff, and were the (.ml;
survivors to enjoy the banquet later. Many
flags, both here and in Brooklvn. were at
full mast, but were lowered to half soon
after 6 o'clock, beeause of Hendricks' death.

Among the Conserva-
tives are Puleston, of the old firm of Jay
Cook & Co.,and Louis J. Jennings, form-
erly of the New York Times—both former
residents of America.
ELECTIONEERING DEVICES OF THE TORIES,

New Yorx, November 26th.—The Sun's
London special says on the elections: The
Tor have reason for hopefulness, but
they realize the danger of over-confidence,
and are relaxing none of their efforts to
carry the counties. Indeed, they are more
energeti in ever before, and are proving
themselves to be superb tacticians. Pla-
cards are already posted a'l over the coun-
try giving the resulis of yesterday’s elec-
tions, and pointing out in glowing terms
the importance of a Tory victory. Some
of the methods adopted by the Tories for
arousing enthusiam of electors are novel
and sensational. J. B. Lundell, Maple, a
prominent dry goods merchant, who is the
Tory candidate in the South division of St.
Panereas, has provided immense furniture
vans with seats, cushions and decorations,
to convey the electors to the polls, and they
were crowded all day. Several Tory cand:
dates hired steam fire-engines, which rushed
madly through the streets with bells clangz-
ing and whistles blowing, while men cling-
ing to the engines showered Tory leaflets
on the crowd.

THE QUEEN'S HOPES.

Although it is contrary to etiquette and
precedent for royalty to express any prefer-
ence between the parties, it is an open
secret that Queen Victoria anxiously hopes
for the sucecess of the Tories. During the
elections of 1880 she was in Germany, and
was almost distracted as dispatch after dis-
patch came to her telling of an almost un-
broken series of Liberal triumphs. Now
she receives hourly bulletins from Lord
Salisbury, many of them announcing Tory
victories, and does not hesitate to express
her delight at the results.

FURTHER RETURNS,

Loxpoxn, November 26th.—The following
Parliamentary candidates were elected to-
day : City of London, R. N. Fowler (Con-
servative), 12,827 votes over Hubbard, 8,802;
S. P. Low (Liberal), 5,817 votes over W. J.
R. Cotton (Conservative), 5,563. Lambeth,
Kensington division, R. Gent Davis (Con-
servative), 3,351 votes over J. O'Connor
Power (Liberal), 2991. Mayo, Mr. Crilly,
unopposed. Kerry, Mr. Stack, unopposed.
Mecath, Mr. Speil, unopposed. The Liberals
gained in Salisbury. The totals thus far
are as follows: Liberals 91, Conservatives
90, Nationalists 6—a Liberal gain of 6 and
a Tory gain of 27.

ELECTION RIOT.

NorringuHAM, November 26th.—An elec-
tion riot occurred here to-day. Seversl
serious conflicts took place between the
mob and the police, in which forty-seven
persons were injured. The troops were
called out to suppress the disturbance. The
wounded were taken to the hospital.

Loxpox, November 27th—a. m.—Returns
up to 1 o'clock this morning show that 169
Liberals, 103 Tories and 10 Parnellites have
been elected. The Liberal gains so far are
6 seats and the Tory gains 29 seats. Mr.
Gladstone is fearfully chagrined over the
result, and has abandoned all hope of more
than the barest Liberal majority at best.
He has arranged to leave Scotland on Sat-
urday, traveling by the night mail, in order
to avoid awkward demonstrations on the
way.

LIVELY INTEREST OF THE QUEEN.

Loxpox, November 26th.—The Queen
continues to take a lively interest in the
progress of the elections. This afternoon
she sent a dispatch to Salisbury, summon-
ing him to dine and sleep to-night in
Windsor Castle. A special telegraph wire
has been transferred to the castle, and
Salisbury has directed that all election re-
turns be promptly transmitted to him, for
the information of the Queen.

The Spanish Throne.

Mapgip. November 26th.—The Queen has
accepted theresignation of Premier Canovas
del Costello, and has called upon Senor Se-
gasta to form a Cabinet. The new Ministry
will probably contain General Jovellas,
Minister of War; Senor Camacho, Minister
of Finance; Senor Gonzales, Minister of
the Interior; Marquis de Armijo, Minister
of Foreign Affairs. and Senor Montero,
Minister of Justice. Senor Rios has been
appointed Governor of Madrid, and General
Campos Commander-in-chief of the army.

The body of Alfonso has been embalmed.

Marshal Martinez Campos has been ap-
pointed to command the Northern Army,
numbering 33000 men. Large forces of
military and police are being quartered
throughout the country as a precaution
against a Carlist uprising.

Empress Engenie has wired a message of
condolence to Queen Isabella.

SYNPATHY OF THE POPE.

Roxe, November 26th.—The Pope was
profoundly grieved by the news of the
death of King Alfonso, and telegraphed
Queen Christina a message of condolence,

MILITARY PRECAUTIONS.

Mabprip, November 26th.—The popula-
tion is orderly. The first reserve force, con-
sisting of 100,000 men, will probably be
summoned to organize, and the wvarious
factions of troops in Catalonia, Castile and
Biscay wiil be reinforced.

RESIGNATION OF THE CABINET— EXPLOSION
OF A PETARD.

Maprin, November 26th.—Senor Cano-
vas went to El Pardo again to-day and
resented the resignations of the Cabinet
Ministers to the Queen.

A petard was exrloded to-day under a
eafe in the street adjoining the Puerta del
Sol. The windows in the vicinity were
shattered, and three persons injured. The
explesion caused great alarm. Fourieen
arrests have been made in connection
therewith.

THE CUBANS MOURNING.

Havaxa, November 26th.—The announce-
ment of King Alfonso’s death was received
In this city and throughout the island with
every demounstration of sorrow. Business,
which was almost at a standstill upon the
first report of his serious illness, was com-
pletely suspended when the news of his
death was received.

Death of Lady R 1le.

New York, November 26th.—A Herald's
London special says: A historic link,
the Lady Rolle, was buried to-day at
Bicton. Her ladyship was the widow of
Baron Rolle, the hero of that once famous,
but vulgar, satirical poem, * The Roliiad.”
She was born in 1796, the year in which
her future husband, who was born 135
years ago, was made a peer. She was
the daughter of the seventeenth Baron

Clinton, and was married to Lord Rolle in
1524, when he was 74 and she 28 years of
age. She is believed to have been the
original of Thackeray's “ Lady Kew,” and
was a haughty and imperivus stickler for
the rights of the old nobility.

Lima, November 26th.—A ereat sensa-
tion has been caused here by the receipt
of a telegram announcing that General
Caceres, with his entire army, had sur-
prised and occupied the town of Chicla on
the 23d instant.  After his retreat across
the river at Huaripampa, followed by the
Government troops, Caceres circumvented
the latter by completely cutting off’ the
Government expeditionary force. The Gov-
ernment commander of the town managed
to escape. It was reported yesterday that
Caceres had arrived in San Mateo, on the
road to Lima.
