MILITARY NOTES.

Weekly Drills—Candidates Examined—
Promotions—Regimental Library.

At present the regular weekly drill en-
grosses the time and attention of men and
officers, and each company is doing its ut-
most to keep up to and surpass the stan-
dard of excellence required. From the
reportssent in by the regular army officers
detailed to inspect the National Guard at
encampments, it is expected that much

good will come, especially in the matter of
condenming worthless rifles, and arming
the men with something that will be more
dangerous to the party fired at, than to him
who fires the piece off. ;

There were quite a number of candidates
examined last Monday evening for posi-
tions as non-commissioned officers of the
companies in this city, and nearly all ac-
quitted themselves remarkably well. No-
tably, Llovd and Humphrey, of Company
A, and Roeth and McCarthy of Company
G. The improvement was n.otxc‘eable as
compared with previous examinations, the
men evidencing a more general and thor-
ough knowledge of the duties in which
they were required to qualify themselves.
This is a matter for congratulation, and is
due chiefly to the system at present in
vogue, which requires all non-commis-
sioned officers'to pass the Examining Soard
before warrants are issued. This Board
consists of the First Lieutenants of com-
panies and the Adjutant of the Regiment.
It will meet again in a couple of weeks.

Elections take place the coming
month for Lieutenant-Colonel of the
Regiment, and 8econd Lieutenant of
Company E, on December 3d, and
for officers of Company C, Nevada City, in
the latter part of the month. The next bat-
talion driil takes place December 9th,
Major McKee in command, with Compa-
nies A and B, and Companies E and G will
drill on December 17th, on which occasion
the skirmish drill will be taken up and
illustrated as well as the limited space in
the armory will permit.

HOME HISTORY.

The Growth and Prosperity of Another
Branch of Local Industry.
[THIED PAPER.]

The Confection Establishment of W.F,
Peterson in this city, was started in 1876,
and has become one of the prominent busi-
ness houses of Sacramento. Its proprietor
was born near Bremen, Germany, and
came to New York in 1863, having but just
entered his teens. Soon after his arrival
he entered a confectionery house in that
city as an apprentice, and having mastered
the trade of confection-making in all its

branc}xes, he came to San Francisco in 1866.
Not finding employment at his trade, he

Meyer Bros., corner of Freeman and Fol-
som streets, and remained there three
vears. At the end of that period he re-
turned to New York, and two years later
sought fortune in the gold fields of Idaho.
Not tinding the work of mining agreeable
or remunerative, he returned to San Fran-
cisco and spent two years in the commis-
sion house of W. H. Wolf & Co., and then,
on account of poor health, left that city and
settled in Sacramento. After clerking
about a year for P. H. Russell, he
entered the employ of Henry Fisher as
bookkeeper and salesman. Here he re-
mained three years, and then, with finan-
cial aid afforded by Messrs. C. W. Clark and
H. Winters, he purchased the premises of
his present establishment, at 618 and 620 J
street, between Sixthh and Seventh, and
commenced the business of manufacture
and sale of confectionery in all its branches.

W. F. PETERSON, SACRAMENTO,

The building at first occupied was a one-
story brick, which was soon outgrown, and
in 1881 was removed to make place for a
fine, handsome one erected that year. It
has a frontage of 40 feet and depth of 100
feet,with two stories and basement. Nearly
all the building is occupied by Mr. Peterson
for manufacturing and salesrooms. This
establishment has shared the general pros-
perity which has crowned the energetic
efforts ot Sacramento business men, aided
by the central and advantageous location
and facilities of the city for manufacturing
and supplying the demands of trade. Com-
mencing in a small way, the establishment
now affords employment for about twenty
persong, and, while it is but one among
several confectionery houses here, its busi-
ness transactions amount to nearly $75,000
per annum, thus indicating the extent of
trade in this one line that is enjoyed by the
Capital City.
