The steamer Oregon, which arrived from
Portland .Sunday, thirty-six hoars behind
time, which delay wascansed by thestorm,
reports having seen great qnantitaes of
wreckage on the way down. .Six hundred
feet of the wharf at Crescent City were
washed away daring the storm. A small
boat belonging to the steamer Crescent City
was swamped while landing passengers, on
the last trip of that vessel, and one man,
whose name is not known, was drowned.

The City of Peking, which arrived Satur-
day, brought about thirty cabin and 441
Chinese passengers, eighty-five of whom
are on route to Honolulu, fifteen for J'an-
atna and eight for Victoria. Forty-eight of
the Chinese are women and children.
There are sixteen Japanese on the vessel,
several of whom will enter Eastern col-
leges. Yasukati Xagno, the newly-ap-
pointed Secretary of the Japanese Consul-
ate in New York, General B. Tchestakotr,
Kussian Envoy to China, who is returning
to St. Petersburg, and EL Comstock, agent
of the Remington Arms Company, are
among the passengers.

The Division Quartermaster has com-
pleted the payments for transportation of
National Guard troops to anil from Camp
Stonemao in August last. The total cost
was $4,542 72, and the oil] for the hire of
tents, $1,201 75—a total of $.3,747 50. Be-
sides this amount, $1,228 .r>u was paid
through the Division Quartermaster for
transportation ofmen at reduced rates over
two southern routes, on leave during the
encampment.
