The Supreme Court has decided that the
Act of the Legislature of March 5.

Thomas J. McLane, a compositor on the

Rev. Henry A. Sawtelle, a clergyman
formerly well known in this city, died at
Waterville, Maine, November 22d, aged 53
vears. Mr. Sawtelle was formerly pastor ot
the Second Baptist Church, and subse-
quently of the Union-square Baptist Church
of this city.

Donald McLea, & pioneer of this State,
was buried Tuesday. He was a Scotch-
man, served many vears in the marine
service in the East India Company, and ar-
rived in California in April, 1850. He was
engaged in both mercantile pursuits and
farming.

The Cigarmakers’ Association has ap-
pointed a delegate to go East and bring out
white nien to take the place of Chinese in
the cigar factories. A written agreement
has been received from the railroad com-
panies to bring the men out at the rate of
$38 50 each. They would be brought out
from New York in skeleton sleeping cars
in six days.

By the steamer City of Sydney, which
arrived at noon Tuesday, it is learned that
the Alameda is away ahead of the Zea-
landia on the ocean race to Auckland. On
November 27th the City of Sydney passed
the Alameda at 12 ., and at 4 ». M. passed
the Zealandia. It will be remembered that
on November 23d, when the steamers
started, the Zealandia left this port two
hours ahead.

DUST TO DUST.

TRE REMAINS OF THE VICE-
PRESIDENT LAIS TO REST.

Indianapolis Crowded with Mourn-
ers—Sad and Impressive Scenes—
A Wife's Farewell.

[SPECIAL BY TELEGRAPH TO THE RE(‘ORD‘V.\'ION-]

INpIaNAPOLIS, December 1st.—The mor-
tal remains of Thomas A. Hendricks, the
fifth Vice-President of the United States
who died during his term of office, were
conveyed to the tomb to-day. The event
was made memorable in many vespects by
the presence ot a tremendous concourse of
people from all parts of the nation to wit-
ness the simple rites which preceded the
interment.

DISTINGUISHED VISITORS.

The Cabinet was represented by the Sec-
retary of State, the Secretary of the In-
terior, the Secretary of the Navy, the Sec-
retary of War and the Postmaster-General.
The Supreme Bench of the United States
was represented by Associate Justices
Matthews and Blatchford. The United
States Senate was represenied by Senators
Edmunds, Allison, Pugh, Harris, Conger,
Blair, Dolph, Vest, Brown, Camden, Vance,
Jones, Voorhees, Payne, Palmer and ITar-
rison. The committee representing the
House of Representatives was composed of
W. R. Morrison, J. Blount, H. A. Herbert,
W. 8. Holman, W. M. Springer, W. P.
Hepburn, 8. B. Ward, W. W. Phelps, J. J.
Klemer, Thomias Rvan and . Dunn. The
number of active members and ex-mem-
bers of the Jower House present, in addi-
tien to those named, was very large. The
Governors of Indiana, Ohio, Illinois and
Kentucky were present, attended by their
stafls and numerous State officers. "Major-
General Schofield was the only representa-
tive of the United States Army present.
Ex-President Rutherford B. Hayes and
General William T. Sherman were dis-
tinguished guests later, accompanying a
delegation from St. Louis.

FLORAL TRIBUTES.

At the Hendricks mansion emblems of
mourning and memorial floral designs were
at hand everywhere. The oil portraits of
Mr.and Mrs. Hendricks were almost hid-
den in banks of flowers and trailing smilax.
On the mantel in front of the parlor v
an elaborate floral piece_of * Gates Ajar,
sent in by members of a Chinese class of
the Presbyterian Sunday The
most notable presentation of designs in
flowers was that of the log cabin in which
Mr. Hendricks was born in Ohio. It stood
at the head of his coflin, near the remains.
and was the work of a lady of Shelbyyville,
where Hendricks had formerly lived. It
was six feet in length and four in hight.
Lts sides were composed of calla lilies, hva-
cinthes, carnations and roses. The roof
was of English ivy and smilax. and the
chimney of red and white carnations. On
one side of the miniature structure, in pur-
ple immortelles, was the inscription: “The
Home of my Boyhood,” and beneath
**Shelbyville.”” On'each end of the eabin
was pendant a black satin banuer, bearing
letters of gold: “ God’s Finger Touched
Him and He Slept,” and a second inscrip-
tion underneath, ** Shelbyville Mourns Her
Distinguished and Gifted Son.” Over the
painting of the dead Vice-President in the
back parlor of the maunsion was flung a soft
drapery of white Chinese silk. and near it
stood the splendid banner presented during
the national campaign, containiag the faces
of President Cleveland and the deceased.

THE GRIEF-STRICKEN WIDOW.

At 9 o'clock Mrs. Hendricks entered the
room for her last leave-taking, accompa-
nied only by her brother and Mrs. Morgan.
The ordeal was most trying, and the deso-
late woman seemed to be utterly prostrated,
clinging to the clay so soon to be hidden
forever from her view. Impressed with
the placid and life-like appearance of the
dead, she desired topreserve this last scene,
and so, late as it was, she sent for a photog-
rapher to take a picture of the casket. Be-
fore he arrived, delegations from distant
cities began to come, and were admitted to
pass through and view the remains while
the photographer was engaged at his work.

AT THE CATHEDRAL.

The casket was borne into the church at

12:14 o'clock, the vast congregation having

the immediate relatives and the church
vestry. When the casket had been placea
in frout of the chancel rail, the choir sang
the anthem, * Lord, Let Me Know My
End.” The lesson for the dead was then
read by Rev. Dr. Jenckes. This was fol-
lowed by the singing of the hymn, “ Lead,
Heavenly Light,”” by the choir, the audi-
ence joining. Rev. Dr. Jenckes then deliv-
ered an eulogy on the late Vice-President.
tracing his career from boyhood. When
the speaker had concluded, Mrs. Doney, of
Chicago, sang “‘ Rock of Ages," the Bishop
closing with prayer and benediction. The
casket was then lifted and borne from the
church, the andience remaining seated.
THE FUNERAL PROCESSION.

The bells of all the city churches began
their tolling when the remains were taken
from the house, and continued their peal-
ing during the continuation of the church
rite, and while the procession was on its
long march to Crown Hill Cernetery.
There was very little delay in the move-
ment of the great column when once the
distingwished people who had composed
the church audience had been assigned to
their carriages.

The head of the funeral column entered
the cemetery at 2:46 o'clock, the hearse
reaching the grave at 2:534 o'clock. The
closing rites at the grave were performed
a few minutes after 3 o’clock. The proces-
sion was one hour and’ five minutes in
passing a given point; and the rear of the
column had only left the business portion
of the city a few minutes before the first
division had approached the cemetery.

SCENES AT THE GRAVE.

Inpianaproris, December 1st.—The scenes
at the grave were impressive. There was
no special restraint upon admiitance to the
cemetery, and several hundred persons had
gathered aboutthe grave before the funeral
})arry arrived. The body of the procession
wad disbanded after passing bevond the
city limits, and only the military, with the
mounted escort, entered the cemetery. The
space reserved about the grave had only
been defined by placing a line of plants
and evergreen twigs, which was quite suffi-
cient to protect it from intrusion. Just be-
fore the head of the column came up the
crowd was pushed back still further,
to give ample room to the friends
who were assigned {o the side of the grave
from whence the column approached. This
order was cheerfully obeyed. When Mrs.
Hendricks, leaning upon the arm of Mr.
Morgan, stepped upon the matting placed
beside the grave, and before the casket was
removed from the hearse, she paused to
look down into the last resting-place of her
dead husband—only to see a picture of
green leaves and flowers. Then she turned
to the grave of her chilC, which had been
made glorious with a covering of smilax
and flowers, and read in letters of white
his baby name, * Morgie,” and on top of the

ve, on a field of white, in purple
mers. the sentence, “And a three-fold
cord shall not be broken.” The tender love
which she discerned in this treatment of
her treasure by sympathetic friends seemed
to give her courage for the last ordeal. Her
lance then caught the monument, with its
srapery of a national flag enveloping a life-
like porirait of her husband, facing the
grave, and she turned with the bravery of
heroism to witness the last rites. There
had been no rainfali, but the sky was low-
ering, and just as the coffin was placed’
beside the grave there was a slight sprink-

THE MINUTE GUN.

While the service was read, the Congres-
sional committee, members of the Cabinet
and other distinguished visitors stood upon
the other side of the grave. The words of
the clergy were now and then drowned by
the sound of the minute gun, which kept
firing untjl after the interment was over.
When the coftin had been lowered into the
vault by four colored assistants of the un-
dertaker, aird there was nothing remaining
t) be done—for the placing of the stoneand
filling of the grave was to be attended to by
the cemetery force—there was a moment’s
pause and silence, broken only by the min-
uteun. Then Mrs. Hendricks and friends
of the family passed by the still open,
but not repellant grave, and took their
carriages. The people who had waited
so respectfully flocked to the grave to get a
nearer view. The military order of “ For-
ward, march,” started the soldiers home-
ward, the carriages rapidly rolled away,
and the distinguished dead was left alone.

A THE RECTOR'S GRIEF,

Among those who have borne something
more than the ordinary sorrow of this be-
reavement is the rector, Mr. Jenckes. It
was observed that during the reading of his
brief address his voice more than once
failed, and when, at the close, he pro-
nounced his farewell, the words became
almost a wail of grief. Tears were seen to
start in many eyes, and sobs were audible
in different parts of the church. This
feeling was intensified as that thrilling
solo, " Rock of Ages,” was sung.

DEPARTURE OF THE VISITORS.

The members of the Cabinet left on their
special train over the Baltimore and Ohio
road, to return to Washington, at 6 o'clock,
departing almost immediately on their re-
turn from the cemetery. The Senate and
House committées, accompanied by the
Supreme Court Justices, left at the same
hour in their special train. Special trains
left this city over all the roads early in the
evening, carrying away the greater portion
of the visitors. A close railway estimate
shows that 30,000 people arrived in the city
within twelve hours preceding the funeral,

which taxed the hotels beyond their
natural capacity.
NATURAL CURIOSITY.

There was some natural curiosity on the
part of a portion of the people to catch a
view of some men of national reputation
here to pay their respects to the dead, but
this was limited to the lobbies of the hotels.
In the line of the procession the decorum
shown was one of the striking features of
the day’s happenings. The presence of no
one was marked by a cheer, or even an open
acknowledgment, which might be deemed
in its way an eloquent tribute to the dead
and profound respect for the nature of the
event. =

SAFETY OF THE REMAINS.

When the arrangements for interment
were being perfected, it was suggested that
a military guard should be placed at the
tomb, at least for a time; but the Directors
of the Crown Hill Cemetery declared that
this would be needless, as their watchmen
were efficient against any possible vandal-
ism. This view was also taken by the
family, and no special guard was placed
over the grave. The death of Vice-Presi-
dent Hendricks leaves his widow, in one
sense, entirely alone, so far as the posses-
sion and keeping up of their homestead in
this city is involved. It is presumed, how-
ever, that she will for a time make her
home with the family of S. M. Morgau, her

letter from the President to Mrs. Hen-
dricks. This letter, Mrs. Hendricks says,
was one of purely personal condolence
and sympathy, and not one that she would
care to give out for publication.

MARKS OF RESPECT.

WasuinGgron, December 1st.—In accord-
ance with the President’s order, all offices
of the General Government and of the. Dis-
trict Government were closed to-day, as a
mark of respect to the memory of the late
Vice-President. The public schools and
many business houses were also closed, and
at noon there was a general tolling of bells.
It was like Sunday at the White House. A
few callers putin an appearance, but were
informed that the house was closed. The
official part of the house was entirely
deserted, and the President and Colonel
Lamont spent the day in the private part of
the mansion. Every public building is
most profusely and appropriately draped in
mourning, and all tings are at half-mast.
The White House was never so well draped
as to-day, the mourning emblems being
imposing and suitable.

Assuming it is

some, clear and pure water, experience
has taught us we must abar-
don the present method. It is

unnecessary at this time to reiterate the
many reasons given by our physicians why
we should make a change in our method
of obtaining water; they are well known
to all residents. The consideration of great-
est moment now is, which is the first of
those propositions for the city ? As an old
resident, and being interested only for the
good of the city, I desire to give my views,
and hope others having a like interest may
do likewise.

In the first place, I am exceedingly glad
that in the opinion of our first lawyers it
is in the power of the Trustees to decide
this matter and to contract with whomso-
ever they may conciude offers the best
terms for supplying a given quantity of
wholesome, clear and pure water,
and having the most implicit confi-
dence in their good judgment and in-
tegrity, am satisfied that they will contract
only with those who can comply strictly
with the requirements and will give satis-
factory guarantees and bonds for the pur-
pose, together with the best terms.

Notwithstanding the saying, “That in the
multitude there is wisdom,” T am satisfied
that in a popular vote on matters of this
kind, the most unprofitable and unsats-
factory project has the best, or at least as
probable opportunities to obtain a majority
of votes as the one that might be seiected
as the best by a careful Board of Trustees,
such as I believe our present Board to be
who are not to be hurried to a conclusion
and who will, and have waited, to obtain
full information before final action.

Presuming you will give the space, I
shall take each proposition up in the order
mentioned. First the Sanborn wells sup-
ply. This may be regarded as an un-
known quantity. It cannot be known
whether from this source a sufiiciency of
water could be obtained to supply our
city with even its present number of in-
habitants ; and, while it is stated that the
water from these wells is thought to be
chemically pure, it is quite certain that
all other artesian or ordinary dug wells
have more or less earthy matter, ofien of a

deleterious nature and sometimes of
a dun%emus character. Let pumps
of  the capacity in our present

water works draw water from these wells
at the rate of four to five millions of gal-
lons daily, as is frequently done in summer
for days together, and who shall say what
the quality of the water would be? For,
allowing that the quantity might be yielded,
the immense area it would necessarily draw
from, would in all likelihood cause waters
of various qualities to mix and change its
present character of purity. This may be
denied, but can it be disproved, without
erecting adequate works to test what may
be the fact from my standpoint. I cannot
regard the Sanborn wells as at all reliable
for a source of supply—leaving out the fact
that beyond changing the waters we have
gained nothing—still being left at the
mercy of pumping machinery, which might
at some critical moment give out, or be
destroyed by fire.. Perhaps every one in
cur city has not given a thought as to what
our coudition would be in the event of the
destruction of our water works or its stop-
page for even one week—quite a sup-
posable .case. Just imagine every
one being compelled to get water from the
river by hand, for there is not a well in the
city fit to drink from. No; I think, if we
change, we want water from the moun-
tains, to come by gravitation, with a good
and sufficient pressure, and in unstinted
quantities and of pure quality. Thus we
come to the two last propositions. The
original proposal of the Amador Canal and
Mining Company was to furnish eleven
hundred millions of gallons of good, whol-
some, potable water per annum, for the
sum of £50,000 per year. By reason of the
persistent refusal of the Board of Trustees
to entertain the proposition at that price,
the demand has been gracually reduced,
till now the proposal is to furnish the water
for $35.000, the water company reserving
to itself the right to sell water as a motive

ower in the city for its own profit and
geneﬁt. The proposal of the California
Water Company is to furnish the same
guantity of clear, wholesome and pure
water {or $30,000, giving the city the right
to sell water for motive power and other
mechanical purposes, the proceeds to be
for the city and to go to the treasury;
payments to be made by the city at the
end of each three months after the water

has been spld. Both these water compan-
ies are ready to give bonds in such amounts
as the City Trustees may in reason r uire,
and guarantee that they will comply in all
respects with the terms of such a contract
as the city, through its counsel, may pre-
pare. All that needs to be done by either
company is to bring its water and wun it
into the city pipes, and if the water is not
what the agreement requires, shut the
water off and start up the pumps as before.
Granting that both companies are able and
willing to do as they propose, and as we
desire, it seems to me to require but little
thought as to what the Trestees may be
expected to do.. If, as is estimated, the
sale of water for motive power is worth to
the city at least $10,000 a year, then there
is a difference between the two proposals
of $15,000, an amount they will certainly
not overlook.

But one important necessity must not be
overlooked. The water from its sources
must be undefiled, and kept so till its de-
livery into the city pipes. I am informed
that the Amador Water and Mining Com-
pany do not deny that their water passes
for sixty miles in the bed of the Mokel-
umne river before it is contemplated to
convey it by flumes or pipes, so it will be
free from contamination. It will not do to
assert that in all that distance it is or can
be free from the polluting drainage of the
mountains and hills on each side of its
banks.

Again, it is asserted that for many miles
the waters of the California Water Com-
pany passes through open ditches alongthe
sides of the mountains. , Of course it is
subject to pollution from cattle and sheep
and in other ways, While I think it would
prove a blessing for the health and pros-
perity of our people to procure an ample
supply of pure, clear mountain water, [
hope no change will be made without the
most positive guarantees shall be secured
that we get it. R.
