— The
Journal de St. Petersburg, referring to the
Imperial order, published yesterday, prais-
ing the prowess of Bulgaria, says ; "Russia
has never ceased to sympathize with tba
Bulgarian people. !; is impossible, how-
ever, to forgel those who deceived the cx-
i ions of Russia, ignored her counsels,
precipitated a fratricidal war. imperiled
Bulgaria's destinies and assumed a heavy
r< sponsibiiity." Unofficial newspapers
Itatc that the Imperial order striidngh
proves that royal buhda s'.iii knit Itussiii
and Bulgaria. The Snt (military organ 1
recornruends that a commission be appoint-
ed to investigate the charges against the
Bulgarian Government, filed at the Foreign
Office. The Novot Vfemya says: "The
Imperial order confirming the ties of friend-
ship between Russia and Bulgaria must
terminate the differences from which Rus-
sia's rivals were inclined to make capital."
[t concludes by hoping that this step of the
Czar will be rightly understood and appre-
ciated in Bulgaria, London and Vienna.

Turkey and Greece.

Paris December Jd.—A telegram from
Constantinople says the Porte has notified
Greece of its intention to expel Seygoma-
las, the Greek Consul at Crete. This, it is
expected, will lead to trouble between Tur-
key ami Greece.

Friinoe and the TonijuiiiOurstion.
Pakis. December 2d.—General de Courcy,

commander of the French troops in Ton-
quin, has telegraphed to the War Office,
demanding a categorical denial, or a reply
confirming the rumors ofan intended evac-
uation of Tonciuin by France. Ifthe report
is true, he says the result will be a revolt
Of the natives and a general massacre. If
the Government will authorize him to con-
tradict tile pessimist rumors, however, be
will pledge himself to speedily pacify the
delta. General Camperon, Minister of War,
telegraphed in reply that the Government
and Ministry of War will strenuously de-
fend the occupation of Tonquin, and com-
plete the conquest demanded by General
lie < ourcy.

TACERES IN LIMA.
New York. December 2d.—The BtraU

fays, regarding the cable dispatch from
Lima, that street-fighting is going on be-
tween Caceres and Iglesias, with the ad-
vantage on the side of the former : The
troops Iglesias sent on transports from
Callao to Mallindo, but recalled as soon as
it was learned that Caceres was passing
down the Rimac valley, do not appear to

have come back. Yet," if he can hold out
till their arrival, they may put a different
face on the situation. The north part of
Lima elearlv is in Caceres' hands. He has
crossed the Rimac river into the south and
larger part of Lima and was occupying the
plaza of Bolivar.- These positions signify
bis command of both bridges across the
river, thereby securing his lines of retreat
in case, he is defeated.

Defense of the Dominion (Government in

the Riel Cut.
Montrkai., December il—The defense

of the Dominion Government on the exe-
cution of Riel is published. The docu- |
ment. which covers five columns, is in the
shape of a report to the Privy Council by
the Minister of Justice, Sir Alexander
Campbell, and reviews the whole subject in
an exhaustive manner, declaring that, ac-
cording to the authorities of the Roman
Catholic Church in the Northwest. Kiel was
not entitled to any mercy, his motives
being purely mercenary, he" being willing
at any time to sell out "the Metis for a few
thousand dollars. The document says the
question as to his sanity is satisfactorily
settled. The report denounces Riel fo"r
having raised the Indian tribes of the
Northwest, and for having been the direct
cause of the frightful massacre of a large
number of persons, including twoCatholic
missionaries.

FURTHER MURDERS BY THE
ULXECUL'E INDIANS.

I'rintlle Acquitted at Oakland—Ad-
vices from Oregon—The Placer

County Murder.

CALIFORNIA.

Tile Oakland Murder Case—Priudle Ac- |
quitted.

Oakland, December Ml—The second
trial of Henry F. I'rindle, tor the murder
of Jr. N. h. Uuck. was concluded this
morning in Department Two of the Supe-
rior Court of Alameda county. A. A.
Moore, special counsel for the prosecution,
finished his closing address to the jury
yesterday afternoon. This morning Judge
(jibson charged the jury and sent them out
for deliberation, in fifteen minutes the
jury returned and announced they had
found a verdict of not guilty. The vote
was unanimous for acquittal on the first
ballot. The jury was discharged, and the
defendant also was released from custody.
He took the first train for San Francisco.
The testimony in this celebrated case was
fully reported at the first trial, when the
jury disagreed, nine jurors voting for
acquittal and three for conviction. Prindle
was superintendent of a fuse factory at
Melrose, and he lived with his wife in
East Oakland. Dr. N. L. Bock attended
his wife, who was an invalid. .Mrs. Prindle
told her husband during last spring that
Dr. Buck had had improper intimacy with
her tor several years. On one Sunday
night in August, while Dr. Buck was re-
turning from church services witli his
sister-in-law, l'rindle nut him at the gate
ofhit residence, where ho baa] been wait-
ing. He asked, "Is this Dr. lSuck'.' " "It
is, replied the doctor. Prindle then drew
a pistol, fired several shots and killed the
doctor. Another pistol, fully loaded, was
found in his pocket At the trial the nom-
inal defense was the insanity of tfie defend-
ant, l>ut the attorneys plainly made the
point that he was fully justified in slaying
the seducer of his wife. The prosecution
tried torebut the testimony of rmsoundness
of mind, ami ;s!s:i denied that Dr. Uuck
ever had improper relations with Mrs.
Prindle. The Court would allow testimony
only of such matters concerning the rela-
tions ofOr. Buck and Mrs. Prindle as came
to Prindle's knowledge, and hence might
have bad some eiVct or, Prindle's mind,
and charged the jury that seduction is not
a justification for homicide.
