A GREAT STORMM

Early in the week all along this coast, and
the damage was very extensive and heavy.
The estimate of the Herald is that between
Sandy Hook and Bayheed there was a loss
of $100,000. A gentleman connected with
that paper, whe had the task of footing up
the data for that estimate, assures me that
it is rather below than above the sum
named. As to the damage from flooded
gcellars, torn down structures, light awn-
“ings, signs and such things of exterior at-
tachment. to say nothing of the loss in
gardens and private grounds, there is no
way of arriving, even approximately, at
the loss to the people of New York. = One
thing the storm accomplished—it gave our
drains and sewers such a scouring
as they have not had in many a day.
There was a very high tide at the time
of the storm that greatly injured wharf and
adjacent property. To give vou an idea of
the high water along our river fronts, let
me say that it is believed to be certain that
almost wholly has the rat been blotted out.
Miliions were drowned and went down-
ward with the flood—literally millions, and
all the low-front market men are rejoicing.
But of course the rodents wili presentiy be
as plentiful as ever. I've been here in

Sodom these eight years, and I never saw
such a flood of water in street and cellar
and sewer, and especially on first floors, in
this city.

Practical Hints.

Always serve grated cheese with maca-
roni, except when it is baked with cheese.

It is said that ** mineral” water manu-
facturers are now availing themselves of
the advantages to be derived from the use
of glycerine in the preparation of liquids,
flavors, etc., which are so much in request
in beverages.

To remove unpleasant odors burnt coffee
is the best disinfectant, and itis very agree-
able. For water-closets, night chairs, ete.,
chloride of lime and even common lime
should be used. Or sugar of lead, one
ounce; aquafortis, one ounce; in nearly
one quart of water. This is effectual in
cleansing urensils from bad odors. Or
charcoal powder and camphor dissolved;
the articles well rinsed with the composi-
tion.

A workman engaged in the'manufacture
of vinegar says: ‘‘Pure apple cider is
worth 30 cents a gallon. Sawdust cider
costs about one-fourth of that. We take
the sawdust from a couple of wood yards—
hemlock, hickory, maple—every kind, just
as it comes, We dump it into a big retort
and heat it with a coal fire. Just 40 per
cent. of what boils over is crude vinegar.
When the wood reaches a certain point in
the heating process it becomes charcoal and
is cooled off and sold to filter makers. We
can beat the grangers on the vinegar busi-
ness and not half try.”

“Drep Gaue."—The Downieville Messen-
ger furnishes the following account of the
hanging of James O'Neil :

On Monday he said to a lady who visited
him and reminded him that he had only
five days more in which to prepare for
eternity : * Five days is plenty long enough
for a fellow to wait to go to hell in a hand-
basket, ain’t it "' Thursday night he slept
but half an hour. When brought out of
the jail Friday morning he was smoking a
cigarette, and appeared as cool and uncon-
cerned as any of the spectators. He
mounted the gallows with a firm step, and
as he stood upon the fatal trap while the
final preparations were being made, not a
muscle quivered. Just as the black cap
was drawn he bade good by to Dr. Jump
and a few others among the spectators
whom he recognized, at the same time tak-
ing his hat from his head and slinging it
into the crowd. No priest attended him
and no prayers were said. The black cap
was drawn over his face, and, amid the
deathly stiliness of those present, the bolt
was drawn and the body shot downward
six feet, which had been allowed for the
dump. After hangirg eighteen minutes,
life was pronounced extinct, and the body
was cut down and placed in the coffin.
After the drop fell, there was not a move-
ment of a mus visible. The neck was
broken by the fall. O’Neil shot and killed
John Woodward, near Webber Lake, in
tl‘ui* summer of 18584, He wasonly 20 years
oia.

HOUSEHOLD HINT

Spaxisa Ox10N Frirrers.—Peel and siice
them as in the foregoing recipe ; dip them
in beaten egg and crumbs or an crdinary
batter, and fry in a liberal quantity of fat.
Spanisi Ox1oxs Friep.—Peel and cut in
slices crosswise; separate the rings from
each other without breaking them ; dredge
them in four and fry in as much fat as is

{ necessary to fry douzhnuts, which must be

very hot. When brown drain and sprinkle
over them a little salt.

ArrLE DuMrrnines.—Make a erust as for
pies. Pare and core the apples, then fill
them with sugar and butter and roll each
in a piece of crust sufficient to cover it
well, folding it over neatly on the top.
Bake in a well-buttered tin half an hour
in a quick oven. To be caten with any
kind of pudding sauce.

ArprLE Frrtrers.—Pare, core and cut the
apples in slices crosswise ; dip them in the
batter and drop them in a liberal quantity
of very hot fat; fry to about the color of
doughnuts. Prepare the batter as follows :
Beat the yolks of three eggs, add a gill of
milk, a saltspoonful of salt, and four heap-
ing teaspoonfuls of flour; mix. Some
flour may require more liquid to make the
batter the proper consistency.

Breagrast Murrins.—Sift together one
pound of flour, a teaspoonful of sait and
two teaspoonfuls of baking powder. Beat
together a tablespoonful of sugar, two
tablespoonfuls of creamery butter and the
volks of two eggs; add to the flour: beat
the whites of the eggs, and add them also -
add a little over half a pint of scalded
cream; mix, half fill the hot buttered
muffin rings and bake in a quick oven.—
[The Cook.

HoMiny Murrins.—Pound one pint of
fine cold-boiied hominy to a smooth paste ;
add to it half a pint of flour, one teaspoon-
ful of salt, an heapingtablespoonful of bak-
ing powder. Beat the yolks and whites of
two eggs separately; add to the yolks two
ounces of butter, same of sugar and a scant
pint of lukewarm milk. Mix these ingre-
dients together and stir into the flour, mix
quickly, pour the batter into hot, well-
buttered muffin rings, and bake in a quick
oven.

SpanNisu Oxroy, BroipLep. —The large
Spanish onions now in market are a most
estimable vegetable. as they do not possess
So strong an aroma as other members of
this odoriferous family. Peel them care-
fully, and with a sharp knife cut moder-
ately thick slices ; brush butter over them,
and also over the double wire broiler. to
prevent sticking. Broil gently on both
sides, remcve carefully, so as not to disar-
range the sections and serve with a maitre
d’hotel sauce.

INTEREST-BEARING NOTES.

The English railways kill only one out
of 21,500,000 passengers carried. It issafer
to go on a long railway journey in England
than it is to take one dose of English gin.

An Umbrella Loan Society is to be soon
established in Berlin, with branch offices to
be open in all parts of the city, where um-
brellas can be obtained in case of a sudden
shower.

The man dealers in China are in posses-
sion of the richest traffic in the world. The
coolies mortgage their wives and children,
if they have any, for the faithful exeention
of their contracts—a transaction perfectly
legal in China.

A club of 4,800 members, in Berlin, re-
cently advertised for six medical men to at-
tend them at a salary of $375 per annum
each. This would make the contribution
from each member of the club about 75
cents a year for medical aitendance. More
than 400 doctors applied for the places.

Some time ago a Mr, Segbert left £60,000
to the University of Pennsylvania. the in-
come to be used in'investigating Spiritual-
ism. The Spiritualists now claim that the
commission is too strongly prejudiced to
give the Ehenomenaa fair trial, and it is
believed that the will wiil be contested.
