Master Workman George Blair, a leading
member of the Knights of Labor in this
city, said : ** The subject of Chinese labor
has not come prominently before our or-
ganization vet, nor has it been agitated in
the district meetings. The Chinese only
affeet two industries in this city at present,
the laundries and cigar manufacturers.
The former is not recognized, and is virtu-
ally controlled by the Chinese anyhow. Of
the latter, but few Chizese are employed to
my knowledge as yet. When they begin
multiplying it will be easy to get rid of
them, for a great majority of the cigar-
makers belong to the Knights of Labor. It
is possibie that Dooner is acting on the au-
thority of a District leader, backed by pri-
vate parties who desire to oust John China-
man.”

Cigar-Makers for the Pacific Coast.

New York, December 10th.—This even-
ing's elegrain bas the following: Two
thousand five hundred white cigar-makers
are wanted by manufactarers of the Pa-
cific coast, and they have subscribed $485
toward defraying the expenses of an agent
sent to procure the workmen. A proposi-
tion has been made by the Omaha Union
to the Executive Board of the Iuter-
national Union, to assist those who may
desire to go to San Francisco, where the
New York Union rates will be paid.

The Silver Question.

New Yorkg, December 10th.—At the
meeting of the Board of Trade and Trans-
portation, yesterday. the Comnittee on the

Silver Question reported having addressed \
circulars of inquiry to a large number of

merchants, manufacturers, bankers, farm-
ers, planters and professional men through-
out the country, requesting opinions as to
to the advisability of continuing the com-
pulsory coinage of the standard silver
dollar. Eight hundred and eighty-five
replies have been received from points out-
side of New York city. Of these. 711
favored the immediate repeal or suspension
of the Bland law, a small portion of them
only favoring suspension instead of repeal.
One hnndred and thirty-six favored con-
tinuing silver coinage. Thirty-eight were
undecided in views. The committee sub-
mitted a tabular statement, by which it ap-
peared that five of the receipts from Cali-
fornia favored continued eoinage, and eight
favored repeal. Nevada and Oregon made
no reply. The committee say it is only
fair, considering the figures, to make due
allowance for the fact that of the number
who did not reply 16 the inquiry, a large
proportion were probably contented with
the present law, ana believi no good
could come from their replying, did not do
so. But giving due weizht to all consid-
erations affecting the question, the fact re-
mains that a large majority throughout the
entire length and breadth of the country
are dissatistied with the present si
coinage law, and demand an immedi:

Wine Receipts at New York.

New Yorx, December 10th.—Bonfort's
Wine Circular says: The receipts of Bor-
deaux wines here are unusually heavy for
November, amounting to 75,600 gallons
wood and 7,351 cases, against 39,420 gallons
wood and 6,451 cases the same month last
vear. There has been a slight increase in
the total importations of Bordeaux this
year over last. The arrivals of California
wines at this port for November by way of
the isthmus were 119,196 gallons, as against
61,565 gallons in November, 1884. The
totals for eleven months this yvear were
1,026 512 galions, and last year for the same
time 1,014,046 gallons.

Bloody Battle with Smugglers and Horse-
thieves.

GarvestoN, December 7th.—The News'
Eagle 1’ isg special says: Sheriff Oglesby,
with Robé*t Dowe and Jas. Oliver, visited
the Delgardo ranch last evening, with a
warrant for the arrest of Manuel Delgardo,
on charges of smuggling and horse-steal-
ing. The ranch is twenty miles below
Eagle Pass, on the Rio Grande, and has
been famous for many years as a rendez-
vous for horse-thieves and outlaws from
both republics, and a gang of Mexican
smugglers and desperadoes made it their
headquarters. Arriving at the house, the
oilicers found Delgardo asleep on the lower
floor, and were about to seize him, when
he awoke and fired at Dowe, the
builet grazing his head. The Sheriif in-
stantly fired, sending a bullet through
Delgardo’s hes The firing aroused the
gangz, who attacked the officers and drove
them from the ranch. Obtaining reinforce-
ments from this place, the Sherifl again
attacked the ranch at 5 o’clock this morn-
ing. Many shots were exchanged, and
three Mexicans were killed. TlLe others
escaped into Mexico, carrying several
wounded with them and taking about
thirty horses, all of which are believed to
have been stolen. One-of the smugglers
was arrested. Much plunder was found on
the premises. Delgardo bad been a terror
to the border, and was reported to be very
rich. The aftack will resalt in the breaking
up of the worst gang of smugglers on the
border.
