Supreme Court Decision

Case.

WasuINGTON, December 14th.—The
preme Court to-day affirmed the judgment
of the Supreme Court of Utah in the case
of Angus M. Cannon, plaintifi in error,
againat the United States. Cannon wasin-
dicted under the Edmunds Act for unlaw-
ful cohabitation with more than one wo-
man. Defendant objects to the giving of
anv evidence, on the groand that the in-
dictment did not allege that he was a male
person, nor that the cohabitation was with
women as wives. The objection was over-
ruled, a verdict of gnilty returned, and de-
fendant sentenced to pay a fine of $500 and
to be imprisoned for six mont and to be
further imprisoned till the payment of the
fine.

It is 1rot, on the one
bhand, meretricious, unmarital intercourse
with more than one woman, for general
legislation as to lewd practices is left to the
Territorial Government, nor on the other
hand does the statute pry into the intima-
cies of the marriage relation ; but it secks
not only to punish bigamy and polygamy,
when direct proof of the existencs of these
relations can be made, but to prevent a
man from flaunting in the face the
world the ostentation and opportunities of
a bigamous household, with all the out-
ward appearances of the continuance of
the same relations which existed before the
Act was passed, and without reference to
what may occur in the privacy of those

relations. » s ’

And again, in a spirit of interpretation, a
man cohabits with more than one woman
(Sections 2, 5 and 8 ot the Act), when hold-
ing out to the world two women as his
wives, by language or conduet, or by both,
lives in the house with them and eats at
the table of each a portion of his time, al-
though he does not occupy the same bed or
sleep in the room with either of them, or
actually have sexual intercourse with either
of them. IIe holds the two women out to
the world as his wives, by his conduct.
When he maintains two wives and the
children of each, all in the same house
with himself, and regularly eats at the
table of each, and acts as the head of the
two families,” The opinion gives Web-
ster's definition of the word * eohabit.”
and says Section 3 of the Act
was intended to reach the exhibition of
all the indicia of . marriage, a house-
hold and a family twice repeated.
The objections to the indictment because it
does not allege that defendant wasa male
person, nor that he cohahted with two
women as his wives, or as persons held ont
as wives, are overruled. Under the erimi-
nal procedure Act of Utah, the defendant
bhaving pleaded and not demurred, and
being heﬁl to have understogd distinetly
that the charge was against a male person
cohabiting with women as wives, and not
having been prejudiced by the failure to so
allege.” The opinion concludes with the
statement that a strong appeal was made
in the argument not to nphold the rulings
of the trial Court, because that would re-
quire a polygamous husband to not only
cease living with his plaral wives, but
also to abandon the women them-
selves, and the Supreme Court of the
United States was asked to indicate what
the conduct of the husband towards them
must be in order to conformu to the require-
ments of the law. The law says no Court
can sa¥ in advance what particular state of
things will be lawful.
