Hydraulic Miners at Werk.

Information is at hand from a most re-

liable source that hydraulic miners along

the American river, at, above and below
Iowa Hill, are running at full blast, and
sluicing the mountain sides into the river
by the acre, to come down and add to the
threatening danger of the vallev. Atlowa
Hill, Placer county, the mine of J. B. Hob-
son, and others in the vicinity, are said to
be unusually active, and the hill sides are
being w :d into the American river with
greatest possible activity. Arethe authori-
ties and people of the valley going to sit
idly by and quietly submit to this until
gpring, or is there pluck and ability enough
in our authorities and their counsel to ap-
ply the principles already declared by the
Courts, and promptly procure an injunc-
tion against this sending down mountains
of debris to work further ruin to cur rivers
and bays?

The Marysville 4ppeal of the 13th made

the following report as to what it had
heard: * We have iton good authority
that the Union Hill, Fair Play and Cleve-
land Company hydraulic mines at Scales’
Digging, and the Poverty Hill mine, three
distant, are all running with a full
force and a full head of water. The Union
Hill, Fair Play and Poverty Hill have all
been enjoined. The Cleveland Company is
a foreign corporation, with headquarters at
Cleveland, Ohio. The President of the
company gave his promise thatif no pro-
cess was brought against it no more hy-
draulicking would be done in the gine.
The three former are therefore working in
contempt of the edicts of the Court, and the
latter riolated a word of honor.”

and granted injunctions against continu-
ance of mines operated. - There is no
question of the law upon the subject, but
there seems to be a decided lack of energy,
ability or intention to see it promptly and
effectively applied. One-half of the energy
and ability displayed by the hydraulic
miners and their counsel to avoid the law,
would, if applied against them, have long
since closed every mine on the American
and Cosumnes.
His TPuxisuMeENT.—Deputy
Sheriff Wilson brought up from San Fran-
last evening, en route to the State
Prison at Folsom, Charles Wadleigh, re-
cently sentenced for felony, having been
convicted of enticing Emma L. Gass, aged
15 years, from her parents’ home and piac-
ing her in an OQOakland bagnio, that he
might live off the earnings of her shame.
Wadleigh stood in the dock to receive sen-
tence, apparently unabashed, but when he
was sentenced to five years’ imprisonment
at Folsom and to pay a fine of $1,000, with
an alternative of 1,000 days’ imprisonment
at the expiration of the first term, he
scemed to appreciate the severity of his
punishment, if not the enormity of his
crime. The sentence was the extreme
penalty of the law, and, in passing it, Judge
Murphy said: “ It is an everlasting dis-
grace to this city and community that we
are invested with such creatures as these.
There should be a cat-o’-nine-tails in the
hands of every honorable woman and every
virtuous mother, and this man should be
whipped over every inch of ground until
he is driven out of the boundaries of the
State. I know of no offense more disgust-
ing, more abhorrent to manhood and de-
cency, than the one of which this defend-
ant has been found guilty. I cannot think
in regard to the case with any degree of
composure or patience. I only regret that
the law will not permit me to inflict a
heavier punishment on the defendant.”
The public generally will feel like writing
“ We concur” in the Judge's sentiments.

In 1875 he
won the silver medal for drawing. and in
the same year took the premium for per-
spective, standing 100 in a class of between
seventiy-five and eighty students. He stud-
ied portraiture for a year under Benoni
Irwin, one of the finest artists in that line
ever on the coast. He had tuition also for
two years with Tojetti. He has had a stu-
dio in Sacramento some seven or ei
vears. Everyyvear he has spent a portion
of his time in the field, and probably more |
than any other artist has studiad the scen- I
ery in the Sierras along the headwaters of |
the American river. This year he made
studies of Idaho scenery, Shoshone Falls,
the Yellowstone Park, Wyoming, and the
region between Denver and Salt Lake city.
