The continued attemupt upon the part of
our evening contemporary to cast reflec-
tions upon the City Trustees for performing
their manifest duty in awarding the con-
tract for city advertising to the Recorp-
Uxtox, on the ground, as they did, that it
would perforin greater and belter service,
and at less cost to the city, is both un-
generous and unjus', to say the least. The
following communication shows the man-
ner in which the subject is viewed by the
public, and is self-explanatory :

SACRAMENTO, December 22, 1885,

Ens. Recorp-UNioN: In answer to your in-
quiries, we would say that the statement made
in your paper this moraing concerning the ex-
orbitant and unjust charges made last year by

the Bee, under its contract for ~ doing
the city advertising, was correct except
that the amount of that paper's bill, in a

case you refer to, was even greater, and more
outrageous than you gave it. It oceurred in the
publicatiou of an ordinance in relation to the
street railways. The same ordinance was pub-
lished, or advertised, in both the REcorn-Uxiox
and Bee. The RECORD-UNION, without previous
contract or agreement, charged $35 for the sery-
ice, while the Bee, although supposed to be
limitea by its written contract for doing the
city printing at a given price, managed by using
unusually large type and spreading it out toa
length which was self-convicting of dishonesty,
made their bill reach the enormous figure of
$105 30, and so presented it. There were other
bills of a similar character which were pre-
sented to the Trustees by that paper under its
coniract, and which. after being investigated,
were cut down by the Board to & very much
lower figure. 2

Consul-General at Frankfort-on-the-Main,
Germany, has been received at the State
Department.

The Coliiery Calamity.
WiLkessarre (Pa.), December 22d.—In-
‘vestigations at an early hour this morning
show that the sand, rock and culm had
fallen to such an extent that the mine, in
which were the imprisoned miners, was
now filled to the roof, and that the men
are dead and beyond all human help. The
second cave-in took place during the night,
which was of very large proportions, and
the real extent of the damage can hardly
be estimated; but it is great. This fail
brought with it volumes of black damp
and sulphurous gases, which filled the
mine and puta peremptory stop to all work.

At 6 o'clock this morning it was learned
that the bodies of the victims cannot be re-
covered for at least a month, and since the
news had been spread throughout the min-
ing region the most intense excitement
prevails. Every effort will now be made to
work in towards the men from the stope.
The clearing up of the gangways will be
pushed as rapidly as possible. It is thought
that the work will be lonz and tedious, as
there is about 3,000 feet of gangway filled
up and said to be packed to the roof.

The officials of the Lehigh and Wilkes-
barre Coal Company are now going to
sink a shaft directly over the stope where
the imprisoned miners are supposed to be.
It is thought that by doing this they can
reach the victims in about four days.

FOREIGN NEWS.

Gladstone’s Scheme of Irish Home Rule.

Loxpox, December 22d.—The
tions in Gladstone’s scheme of Irish home
rule are to-da nerally known amongthe
leading Liberals. Instead of an Irish Par-
liament, in the broader sense originall
contemplated, the bill to be introduced wiil
deal with the creation of a local legislature
for Ireland, with its fanctions rigidly re-
stricted to purely local affairs. The body
will be elective, with a Ministry approved
by the Queen. The Imperial officers will
have no direct connection hereafter with
the internal administration, except through |
the veto of bills passed by the local legis-
lature and expenditures. The nature of
the Imperial control over the national ex-
penditures will be decided after further con-
sultations, before the bill receives the
Queen’s signature. The supervisory juris-
diction of the lecal Government Board
will, it is believed, be extended to Ireland.
There is sure to be a bitter fight over this,
and Gladstone and his colleagues may not
at present be inclined to admit the possi-
bility of such a safeguard being considered
necessary ; hut an irresistible pressure will
be brought to bear, and in the result of it
will be found some sort of very effective
control over the internal finances of Ire-
land, which will be insisted upon by the
Treasury and provided for. The Legislature
will be given power to raise money and
levy rates for poor law purposes, public
works, municipal and county purposes,
education, highways, rivers, internal com-
munications, and will enact its own laws
relating to the local internal affairs of Ire-
land. The bill will make provision tor the
preportion of the national debt and Im-
perial expenditure to be borne by the Irish
exchequer. Forts, barracks, dock yards
and Imperial buildings will be exempted
from the jurisdiction of the I.egzislature.
The naval and military forces in Ireland
will be exclusively under Imperial control,
as well as the customs and internal reve-
nue. The Legislature will not have power
to make laws conflicting with the existing
laws on the statute book. This makes a
provision against tampering with the land
and rent questions. No epactment can be-
come a law until approved by the Crown.

There are
matters of the highest moment which man-
ifestly do lie outside the domain of physical
science ; the possibility of the continuance
of human existence in a spiritual form after
the termination of physical life is, beyond
contradiction, one of the grandest and most
momentous of possibilities, but in the na-
ture of things it lies outside physics. Yet
there is nothing absolutely absurd, nothing
which contradicts any human instinet, in
the supposition of such possibility ; conse-
quently the student of physical science,
even if he cannot find time or inclination
to look intosuch matters himself, may well
have patience with those who can.” And
he may easily afford to be generous; the
field of physical science is grand enough
for any ambition, and there is room enough
in the wide world both for physical gnd for
psychical research.—[Bishop of Carlisle. in
Popular Science for December.

A New MEravLic SHELL.—After months
of experimental tests Colone! Silas Crispin,
of the United States Ordnance Corps, com-
manding officer at the Frankford Arsenal,
has wrought a valuable improvement to
the metallic shells now in use in the Uni-
States Arnr Hitherto, owing to the
peculiar construction of the Springfeld
rifle, which was never more than a malke-
shift, being merely an alteration of th
muzzle-loader, the cart metallic
shiell would not stan nore than
twelve times asa maxi ) or four as a
minimum. Then they would part :
haif an inch from the head when

e old

Brass
shells would have answered for durability,
but that melal could” not be used because
of a chemical action on the powder which

| rendered it impracticable for storing. Cop-

per was the only metal available. By his
method Colonel Crispin jnserts at the base
of the shell, inside, an adjustable meial cup
of less diameter than the inside of the
shell. This cup is filled with powder,
which also forms a part of the regular
charge. The ignition taken place in this
the flame is communicated to the
other portion of the charge, and thus obvi-
ates the heretofore destructive, though
very slight, rebound of the sheil. Of

| course, the metal cup leaves the case with

the balance of the charge, and is replaced at
each reicading of the shell, which is done
hy hand machines furnished to the troops
or that purpose. In this way the life of a
shell is extended to seventy charges, and
there is little doubt that the new method
will be adopted by the Ordnance Depart-
ment.

Trne ArMs OF THE Octorrs, oR DEVIL
Fisu.—Wm. H. Dall, in a letter to Seience,
dated at Washington, D. C., November 3d.
says : Professor T. Jeitrey Parizer— Nature,
October 15th, page 58G—refers to an octo-
pus of the New Zealand fauna, with arms 5
teet 5 inches long, as the longest seen by
him, and as exceeding what Henry Lee
calls the longest-armed octopus known—
namely, that from Vancouver Island,
which had arms 5 feet long. 1In 153741
speared an octopus in the harbor of Iliuli-
uk, Unalashka, which was afterward hung,
by a cord tied around the body immediate-
ly behind the arms, to one of the stern
davits of the coast survey vessel under my
command. As soon as the animal died and
the muscles relaxed, I noticed that the tips
of the longer tentacles just touched the
water. On measuring the distance with a
cord, I found it to be 16 feet, giving the
creature a spread from tip to tip of the
longest pair of arms, of not less than 32
feet. The arms toward the tips were all
exceedingly slender, but rather stout to-
ward the body, which was something over
a foot long.  The largest suckers were 23
inches in diameter; the whole creature
nearly filled a large washtub. Parts of this
specimen are now in the United States na-
tional museum. Having heard octopi were
eatable, and the fiesh looking white and
clean, we boiled some sections of the arms
in salt and water, but found them so tough
and elastic that onr teeth could not make
the slightest impression on them.—[Sci-
ence. -

YeLrLow FEVER VAccINaTION.—Some ex-
perimental yellow fever inoculations by
Dr. Carlos” Finley, of Havana, have been
made m a somewhat curious manner, a
mosquito being caused first to sting a yel-
low fever patient and then the healthy
subject. A mild form of the disease re-
sulted, which became more severe when
two mosquitoes were employed to convey
the poison. Of eleven cases of this inocu-
lation six were eflicacious, one doubtful
and four negative. The period of incuba-
tion varied from five to fourteen days, and
the fever lasted, as in the ordinary form,
from five to twenty-one days. Dr. Finley
believes that the artificial yellow fever pro-
duced by this method will effectively pro-
tect against the natural and dangerous
form of the disease.
