The Governor says lie is willingto
appoint any thoroughly represesentative
Californian. Here is an opportunity for
Borne enterprising citizen whoiratemplatea
an European trip. One of the most in-
s'r\u25a0. 11 ting and interesting feature- will be
the "'lndustry Hall," devoted to an exhi-
bition of the most recently improved ma-
chinery inmotion, and appliances worked
by skilled American artisans and me-
chanics, and producing a large variety of
those novelties, in the manufacture of
which they have attained such a degree of
excellence. About ten millionsofpeople
reside within one boor oi the pronosed
American Exhibition station, in addition
to the 150,000 strangers who, it is esti-
mated, enter the city of London daily.
