1 economical apparatus has been con-
red for drying all fruits on a larve scale,
and the industry, not only in Cal 1,
but in Utah. Oregon and other States, has

become one of great importance.

When it is known that the States along
the Guif coast produce in the greatest
abundance a number of the semi-tropical
fruits which are admirably adapted to be-
ingdried for a trade that embraces the entire
country, one would naturally expect that
such an opportunity would be eagerly em-
braced by the people. The fact' however is
far otherwise. Of the tons on tons of dried
figs, raisins, citrens and prunes sold in the
New Orleans market, there is no evidence
that anything but the imported articles
ever appear in transactions that must
amount to hundreds of thousands of dollars
every season, while the native resources
are wholly neglected.

California goes a long way towards sup-
plying the Pacific coast trade with such
articles of home production, while the Cali-
fornia wines are competing with the lower
grades of French and German wines in
every rurt of this continent.

In the matter of dried fruits the people
of Louisiana, Mississippi, Alabama, Florida
and Texas might well Jearn a lesson from
California.

Killed—Unknown Man Feund
Drowned—A Horrible Story.
SEATTLE, December 29th.—James Tan-
nant, & miner at Newecastle, was killed to-
day by a fall of coal from the roof of the
mine upon him. He was 38 years old,
married, and the father of six children.
The body of an unknown man was picked
up in the Sound at Port Discovery to day.
Ii is supposed to be that of a sailor. who
disappeared several weeks ago from the
ship Jeremiah Thompson.

A horrible story was put in circulation

here to-day. It was to this effect: An
Italian boatman left Victoria one day last
summer with seven Chinamen for the
American side of the Straits of Fuca.
When almost across he saw the
United States cutter Oliver Wolcott com-
ing toward him, with the evident intention
of examining his craft. He became
alarmed, and to avoid the penalties at-
taching to the offense of smuggling Chi-
nese into the United States, resolved to
make way with the evidences of his guilt.
He called the Chinamen out of the cabin
one by one, and as they came up struck
them on the head with a club and pitched
them overboard. In this way he got rid
of the whole number, and when boarded
from the cutter no evidence whatever of a
criminating nature was found. An investi-
gation will be made, with a view to ascer-
taining the truth or falsity of this storv. A

RAILROAD COMMISSIONERS.

Reply to the Atlantic and Pacific Com-
pany—Important Orders.

Yesterday at San Francisco the Railroad
Commissioners met : present, a full Board.
A letter was adopted in reply to the refusal
of the Atlantic and Pacific Railroad Com-
pany to report to the Board, because it is a
foreign corporaticn and not subject to the
regulative powers of the State of California.
as it is chartered by Congress and declared
to be a post route and military road, subject
to use by the Government and to its control
at all times,  To this the Board replies at
great length, saying that it has steadily ad-
hered to the doctrine of differential and
reasonable as opposed to uniform rates of
fares and freights; and has as steadily re-
pudiated arbitrary lumping reductions,
made, if at all, without labor or knowl-
edge, regardless of the varied conditions
and practical vicissitudes of railroad serv-
ice. The Board then thus caustically and
incisively remarks:

The alleged difliculty of reporting in the form
prescribed, not contemplated by your system of
accounts and abstracts, and much of which, as
was stated in our last report to the Governor of
the State, is comparatively irrelevant and im-
material, deserves our respectful consideration.
The form was not made to fit a set of books, and
we presume that no system of ace ounting cor-
responds with all its ousequential calls. It
is ap overdone legislative substitute for some
thing worse, the onlygnerit of which was its de-
served failure. In some respects it is like a
pettifogger, searching for some theory of his
case, by a c mination of an vnwill-
ing witne :alled by himself. Thus, it calls for
annual repetitions of accomplished facts, as
contradistinguished from thelessential units and
factors of railroad service and regulation,
always relating to the present and the future.

It does, however, like the later provision of
the Constitution and law creating and organiz-
ing the Railroad Commission, proceed upon the
natural and legal presumption that wmen can
communicate only what they know, and that
those engaged in farming, mining, merchandiz-
ing or operating railro . and minding their
own busine 15t Enow more about it than all
the standing political witnesses and experts
who ever took upon themselves the secondary
supervision of railroad affairs.

This the law itself, for the best of reasons, de-
termines the source ot the best, if not the only
evidence, of facts and figures relevant and ma-
terial to the actual busine and inteligent
supervision of railroads. It expressly refers td
your company ifor the only available informa-
tion concerning its affairs, as a common carrier
in this State. It also prescribes the process and
methods by which it may be required and sup-
plied. The verified annual report is in the na-
ture of a deposition, intended and gener 1y re-
garded as & convenience to the compan by
which it is made and returned. But in the ab-
sence of the required report we can avail our-
ourselves of another method, and put the of-
ficers and agents of the defaulting company,
with books and papers, on the witness-stand be.
fore us. For this purpose we have the same
power as Courts of record, and our process runs
to the borders of the te. In consideration,
therefore, of the all ifficulty of reporting
in the usual fonn, your company may consult
its own conx enience l»;_\' a choice of the methods
present > within a reasonable time.

BURNED AT THi STAKE.

Horrible Fate of a Confessed Murderer
in Alabama.

{By Telegraph.]

MoniLe (Ala.), December 28th.—Carrie
Joyer, a handsome girl of 16 years, who
lived near Gainstown, spent the night of
December 18th with a friend about a mile
distant from home. In the morning she
started howe, and wpon reaching a part of
the road passing through a growth of trees,
she was seized by Alexander Reed, a negro,
who carried a gun. She was strong and
well built, weighing about one hundred
and sixty pounds, while he was of spare
frame. He found that he could not hold
her, and he struck her repeatedly with his
fist and his gun. The poor girl cried for
help, and fought him until he shot her.
She fell to the ground, and he beat her on
the head with his gun until the stock
broke. She was discovered soon after and
a part of Reed's gun was found near by.
In his cabin other parts of the gun,
smeared with blood, were found.

About 2 o'clock in
the afternoon a crowd, numbering by this
time about 500 persons, white and colored,
chained Reed to a tree witflin a few vards
of the spot where Carrie Boyer was found
dying. Eager hands piled light wood about
the doomed wretch, and one among the
number applied a spark. As the fire leaped
upward the negro gave a terrific shriek of
ageny. The smoke and flames enveloped
him so quickly that the multitude thought
he would escape what had been prepared
in the way of punishment. So the brands
were scattered and the man was again in
view, his form writhing with pain. Once
more a pen of light wood was constructed
and the flames sprang up, briskly scorch-
ing the negro with the intense heat. ' Be-
fore they became fatal, however, they were
again subdued. In fact death was made
lingering and awful, an | it was not until
the third fire was built that the miserable
murderer’'s spirit escaped its tortured
prison. Then the body of the victim of
public vengeance was reduced to ashes.
