Superior Judge Swinnerton rendered \u25a0 de-
cision dismissing the mandamus proceed-
ings in the case of Colnon, editor of the
Mail, vs. < >rr, Secretary of the Board of In-
sane Asylum Directors. Colnon applied
tor a writ to compel Orr to submit to his
inspection certain charges lile<i against the
management of the asylum by Mrs. .M. 1..
Jones, formerly an attendant in the female
ward. Orr's attorneys asked that the writ
be denied, on the ground that it was not
shown that Colnon had a. benelicial inter-
est in the matter. Coition's attorney re-
fused to amend the peiition, claiming the
right of a citizen to inspect documents
forming part of a public record, irrespective
of a beneficial interest.

The Asylum
Directors meet to-morrow, to begin an in-
vestigation of the charges, which allege
immoral practices between one of the asy-
lum ollicialsand a female employe.

AYe have be-
lieved that the ordinance in question is in
the interest of peace and good order, and
that it is justified by the interpretation
lately given to the law by the Supreme
Court of the United States. At the same
time, the idea of limiting the guaranteed
sacred right of free speech would be intnl-
erable. "Ciag laws'' are repulsive to the
genius of American institutions. The
people will not, and should not, tolerate
them. Then- is a broad distinction, how-
ever, between the right and duty of the
local legislatures of tmmiripilitini to con-
serve the public peace and prosperity, and
the right of any citizen to occupy the
L'ri'Umls of a city building lor the purpose
of noisily haranguing, and indulging in
such invective and indammatorv language
as is likely to provoke a breach of the
public peace. In the refusal to permit
public squares to be pre-empted for such
purposes, there is nol, of necessity, in-
volved the suppression of the right to
assemble and discuss public grievances.
Kilt if the practical result of the proposed
order should be to prohibit a constitutional
right of the citizen, itmust go to the wall,
and the right remain supreme. As to
whether or not the utterances ujMin the
sand lots have been harmful, and are evil
or tend to provoke a disturbance of the
peace

—
these are questions of fact to be

determined according to the best obtaina-
ble evidence. Official power must never l>e
clothed in this country withsuch authority
as to encroach upon the inaleinable right
of the freeman. There is expressed the
opinion by tome ol' our contcmporai ie- at
Sail Fraiu-isco that the ordinance pro-
posed to be adopted is in the direction of
siioh encroachment. [f judicial interpre-
tation and calm examination shall -o de-
termine, that willbe an end of the matter.

The entire right side was cov-
ered with blood, which ran into his shoe,
showing that he had walked after receiv-
ing the fatal wound. He was dressed in a
dark woolen shirt, vest and a coat of gray-
ish material, dark pants and heavy brogan
shoes. Yesterday afternoon the Coroner
h»!d an inquest, and spite :i number of
witnesses were examined. The drift of the
testimony was that the deceased had been
seen traveling through the country with
another and lighter-colored negro, looking
for work and getting their meals for odd
chores. They were last seen on Sunday
morning. The jury found a verdict that
the deceased came to his death from
wounds inflicted by a knife in the hands of
tome person unknown, and they charge
thai person unknown with murder.

Mipnv's Lemons— W. G. Murphy, ofthis city, says the Marysville Appeu, lias a
number. »t lemon ami orange trees in his
back yard which are equal to a first-classi
citrus fair in themselves. There is nothing
remarkable in the orange trees, further than
that they arc bearing large fruit of line fla-
vor, but the lemon trees are a .sight to be-
hold. There are three of the latter, all
loaded "to the guards" with extra line
leninns. fr.ini.the ground to the top, eight-
een or twenty feet above. One can have no
idea of the (treat prolilieness of the treesWithout seeing them. There are bushels
and bushels, and thousands upon thousands
Oflemons hanging on the trees, a*thick a-
snowfiakes in the air. Two ofthe trees are
grafted on orange stocks. ( >iu> is a seedling
from a Sicily lemon seed, while still an-
other is. budded into an orange, and tho
tree is bearing oranges on one side aud
lemons on the other. The fruit is ofexcel-
lent qoaHty, and free from bitterness, and
therefore makes excellent pics. A single |
limbor cluster willbe taken offone of the
trees and sent to the citrus fair at Sacra-
mento. Itis about three inches indiame- !
tcr at the point where it will be cut from
the tree, and when" stood straight up will
be nine or ten feet high. The number oflemons ithas on cannot be stated, because j
no one has a day or two of spare time toI
count them. Ifany one gets ahead of the
cluster they will have to send a whale tree
The (liltingof the limb willmake no no-
ticeable impression on the tree. Anumber
ofthe lemons have been picked from thelimb, but there are plenty left.

The Captive Sqmu'x Story.
Tombstoxk, January 7th.—TJie prehmi-

nary examination of N"ah Dis (Jugh, the
young squaw accused of grand larceny,
committed while with a band of CMriea-liuas in the MuleMountains, on December31st, when she was captured on one of the
stolen horses, was concluded yesterday
afternoon. Justice Easton said" the CMM
was one now likely to become of great
notoriety, involving a possible conflict be-
tween civiland military authorities. Al-
though the trial ofa girl"of the defendant's
age on such a charge might be looked upon
as a farce, he felt it, under the circum-
stances, to be bis duty to bold her over to
answer before the higher tribunal. He
therefore held the defendant to appear bt-
fore the (irand Jury, wirh bail at $1,000.
Public opinion seems to have veered around
in favor of the young squaw. She told her
story of having been captured by the Chiri-
cahuas at. the time of their last sanguinary
onslaught on the White Mountain Apaches.
This story has been confirmed by tele-
graphic correspondence between ex-Agent
Cram and acting agent Captain Pierce at
Ban Carlos. In response to a telegram.
Captain Pierce replied that two squaws
were rapturi-d at the time of the massacre,
namely, Xaidisah and Teatayzy ;the first
named a relative of Eskimazhahsay, once
chief of the secret police service of the re-
servation. Twenty-one White Mountain
Indians were killed at the- capture of the
squaws, thus coinciding with the squaw's
-tatdiuMt. Captain Pierce says the squaw's
Story is undoubtedly true. The circum-
etaniial evidence &o far shown also confirms
this opinion. The conviction of the squaw
v now not generally expected.
