EN ROUTE TO MICHOACAN.

A BOTTOMLESS LAKEIN THE (EA-

TER OF A TOLCANO.

Picnicking in Mexico—Pachuca and
Its Environs—Pleasure-Seck-

in the Tropics.

JSpecial Correspondence of the Record-Union.]
Mexico, December 31, 1885.

The most favorable time for making a

journey into the southern State of Michoa-
can is during the season of midwinter at
the north—a delightful portion of the year
here, with no appearance of cold or de-
cadence of fruit and flowers, but withcom-
parative immunity from yellow fever in
the infected districts. Ina day's time one
may go from the City of Mexico to Kicfaoa-
Can's capital. Morelia, leaving early in the
morning, via the Mexican Railway, and
reaching the latter city late in the evening.
But we will take the journey leisurely,
spending a week or two en transit, tarrying
at the various points of interest along the
way, as fancy dictates.

As an engineering feat, and for beauty of
scenery, this trip is second only to that cel-
ebrated sixty miles on the Mexican road
leading to Vera Cruz. Throughout all its
course this American railway, called the
Mexican National, can hardly be surpassed
for grand and beautiful scenery, not only
at this end ofthe line, but also that portion
of itlying between Saltillo and Monterey,
at the north, and the extreme southern end
leading from Manzanillo, on the Pacific
OOflst, iii'throuch Colima.

On this More'ia branch, passing through
the fertile valley of Mexico, the heavy
grade begins at Rio Hondo, and thence for
many miles we are among the foothills,
crossing stupendous gulches, with moun-
lain torrents at the bottom, far above the
housetops of picturesque villages, obtain-
ing views that would drivean artist wild
with enthusiasm. The little ranches of
the natives are divided by tall hedges of"century" plants, cottage roofs are weighted
with stones, as in the Swiss villages, to
prevent mountain winds from blowing them
away, and adjoining all the houses peculiar
towers are seen, about ten feet high

—
the

cincolotes, or adobe cribs, for storing corn.Now, following the Rio Lerma, and
crossing the old stage road— which has wit-
nessed many a robbery and murder in
former days, as numerous black crosses
strewn all along the wayside attest

—
we

approach the great cloud-capped volcano,
known as Nevada de Toluca (now extinct)
and find ourselves in the Toluca valley,
where much maguey is cultivated from
\u25a0which pulque and mexcal are made.

THE <ITV OK TOI.IKA,

Which lies just 73 kilometers from the
national capital (a kilometer is a French
measurement, in mrfveral use here, equal
to .02135 of an American mile), and has a
population of about 12,000, having grown
rapidly since the opening of the railroad.
Ithas four tolerable hotels —

as good as any
to be (bond in Mexico, which, however are
all below the average of American third-
class hostelries— besides several eafos and
restaurants ;a theater, casino, scientific
c .liege, public baths, a paseoor fashionable
promenade, and several churches well
worth visiting. In the quaint old plaza—
where one may sit among roses and palm
trees under the shadow of the snowy vol-
cano—is a tall, white monument, remind-
ing one of the ancient obelisks of the Nile.
errected to the memory of the patriotpriest
Hidalgo.

It is possible to ascend to the top of thevolcano, and indeed the jaunt is not very
difficult to one accustomed to mountain
climbing. Though in a land of eternal
summer, it is always winter at the summit
of the mountain, and during several
months of the year snow extends
<lown two-thirdsof Ma aides. Just below
the timber-line is a ranehe located on a
projecting ridge, where the traveler may
paas the night. On a clear day the Pacificocean is distinctly visible 100 miles away '
and by the aid ofa powerful field-glass and
some imagination even the distant Gulf of
Mexico may be discerned. Baron Alex-
ander Yon Humboldt, who ascended this
flight in 1803, states that its highest point
called i:iPico delPraile, is extremely dif-
ficultof ascent and scarcely ten feel' wide
at the top. This is whittlingoff a mount-
ain to an extremely "

fine point
"

and thereis no reason on earth for scaling the lafterpeak except for an insane ambition to
place every obstacle beneath one's feet,
which sometimes runs away with the bet-
ter judgment of travelers.

Hundreds of crosses outline the trail, and
upon a tall trunk is a black object quite in
keeping with the wild scene— the skull of
the once-noted robber, Maldonado, whose
head was nailed to a tree beneath which he
committed a peculiarly atrocious murder,
and which still gives warning to his com-
rades and encouragement to travelers.

In a woody defile is a small, clear space
called Las Cruces (the crosses), where a
hundred crosses point out the site of a
famous battle between the curate. Hidalgo,
andjthe Spanish General Truxillo. In the
midst of hills crowned with noble pine.?,,
beautiful pasture fields dotted with ctampi
of trees, whieu look as ifdisposed for effect
inan English park

—
firs, cedars, oaks and

graceful elms —
is the village of I.crma.

washed by the river of the same name.
Kor a hundred years Lerma has been fa-
mous for the manufacture of spurs, some
of the finest of those clumsy but expensive
silver-mounted affairs, which are the pride
of Mexican equestrians, being made here.
The village lies at the entrance of (be val-
ley of Toluca. in a marshy country, sur-
rounded by dreary plains dotted with pocls
ofpellucid water and swamps with
waterfowl.

We encamped upon the river banks, and,
like the daughters of Jerusalem, hung our
belongings upon the willows, while all
hands engaged in pisicultiiro, and in the
course of an hour had secured enough
white fish, bagre ami bass, with an eel or
two, and a low of the web-footed, feather-
headed water lizzards, called axolotls {Sire-
don piwijwme), to feed an army. After-

Once this exceedingly valuable estate was
one of the richest in the country, owned
by the Carmelite monks. Outside of its
small garden not a tree is to be seen in the
whole vast hacienda

ers here are Ottomie Indians

Though most ot us wore strangers to the
hacinda folk, our coming was hailed with
rejoicing. Upon no account were we al-
lowed to depart that night, and indeed it
was not without difficulty that we got away
three days later. Guests iresh from the
outer world are not of frcquenl appearance
in these lonesome rural communities, and

j the advent ofa jollyparty, whether fritnils
j or strangers, is hailed as a boon direct from
heaven. Everything that the most gener-
ous hospitality could conceive was done for
our entertainment: dances, tableaux and
mnsicales were gotten up, and not only was
the "fattest calf literally sacrificed to the oc-
casion, but the torroof the estate, afforded
in that crowning act of hospitality, an im-
promptu bull-light. The Volante family
have traveled much in Europe (per force,
as Senor Uupcrte was a political exile), and
are among the proudest and richest in
Mexico. The immediate family resident at

j the hacinda numbers about forty persons,
including many distant cousins and rela-
tives by marriage— due chiefly to the
prevalence ofan old Spanish custom which
virtually obliges a gentleman to

HUSBAND All. HIS WIFE'S RKLATIONS,
As well as his own; to shield them and
their offspring from contact with the world.
and to provide for them if left in destitute
circumstances. This sort ofknightly cour-
tesy makes matrimony a serious matter,
and perhaps accounts for the multitude of
eligible bachelors with which Mexico
abounds; but, badinage apart, it is a beau-
tiful custom and a strong proof of the in-
nate courtesy of the race. When a Mexi-
can lady is widowed, a family council is
held, her male relatives and those of her
husband charging themselves with the
education ofher sons and the care of her-
self and daughters, quite as a matter of
COnrse. Though the widow and hergrown-
up daughters may be poor, but accom-
plished, nobody dreams of the possibility
of their doing anything toward supporting
themselves, and the aid tendered them is
calmly accepted as an hereditary right, and
if the widow be wealthy, she must still re-
side with her kindred." So thoroughly are
Mexican gentlemen imbued with the idea
of womanly independence, that none of
them regard the cure of any number of be-
reaved families as an unjust burden.

Daring our stay at the hacienda the
grounds were nightlylighted with colored

j lamps, and the great hull— when dancing,, tableau*, etc., took place— decorated with
green brandies and garlands of fresh

| flowers. One morning a magnificent
breakfast party was given, and where the
hundred guests were collected in that ap-
parently empty locality was a mystery.

j The repast, consisting of many courses,
was served in dishes of solid silver, even to
the plates ;and at the bull light, on the
same afternoon, cold milk punch was re-
peatedly handed around in silver cup 3lined with gold. Inthis strange country,
whose hills are ribbed withprecious metals,
a vast capital has been sunk in diamonds
and plate—

no good sign for the commerce
of the country, and an unfailing incentive
to robbery.
