To-day the first Citrus FruitExhibition j
ever held in northern California willopen j
in the Arcade building in this city,and j
Icontinue throughout the week. The fair is ;

the outgrowth of the Northern California
Immigration Association, which has ac-
complished much in the way of bringing
tothe front tin- latent possibilities of this
section, particularly that portion known as
the !>othills. I'utilrecently the possibili- i
ties of oar climate and soil for the profit- I
able culture of citrus fruits wore compara-
tively unknown, even toour own people. To
raise oranges and "lemons f'.r saie was a
thing U&thought of, atid while other fruits-

-t out for the purpose of supplying
the markets, an orange tree was planted
here and there more a- an ornament than j
Ebr the fruit it bears. The object of this :
fair is not only to please the eye. but also !
to show the adaptability of the soil and]
i'.i: iate of this section to the growth and !
perfection of this choicest and most profit-i
able of all fruit. Profitable, from the feet I
