The Cold Wave—Fatal Jump from a

The Arctic Weather.

Kaxsas City, January 13th.—Through
trains were sent out to-night over the
Santa Fe and Kansas Pacific roads, and the
delayed east-bound trains are expected to
arrive to-morrow. All the roads are now
()ll(’“.

BarriMore, January 13th.—For two days
the port of Baltimore has been blockaded
by ice, except fur heavy steamships. Ice is
reported very firm sixty miles down Chesa-
peake Bay. The resuit is barren markets
and a large decrease in articles of food,
which are supplied in whole or part by
way of the bay.

New OrLEA®s, January 13th.—A special to
the Zimes-Democrat from Indian Territory
says: Reports from ranzes are to the effect
that the cold weather has been particularly
severe on the cattle interests. In the Cher-
okee Nation, where the greater part of the
stock range is centered, the loss is heayy,
nearly every stock man losing a number of
cattle. The McClellan Cattie Company has
lost manv nead of cattle, as have also all
the members of the Cherokee Live Stock
Association. In the Choetaw and Chicka-
saw Nations the loss has also been great.
The cattle have wandered for miles, and in

many instances been stopped by wire
fencing, remaining there until frozen to
death. The streams have all been frozen

over for many days, and want of water and
food. together with the bitter cold, have
combined to cause the death of unnum-
j bered head of cattle and horses. Alto-
gether the cold snap has been most disas-
trous to the stock-raising interests in In-
dian Territory.

JacksoxviLie (Fla.), January 13th.—The
weather is much milder to-day.
est temperature recorded at the
Service office last night was 21
gradual rise of temperature will minimize
the damage of the excessive cold of Sun-
day and Monday, and it is now believed
that beyvond the loss of fruit on the trees
and the blighting of the leaves, the oranee
trees have suffered no material damage.
Reports throughout the orange section say
the fruit on the trees was frozen, but the
gradual thaw will save the trees, except the
young ones.

T
have received a letter from San Francisco,
telling me that Icould find 200 cigarmakers
at Grand Rapids, Mich., willing and anx-
ious to go to California. 1 ascertained
that there were only 98 cigarmakers em-
ployed there, all together, so I did not make
the trip. California can get just as many
men as she wants from the East to take the
place of the Chinese. Now that the ques-
tion of Unions is settled, there is no u{)jec-
tion in the way.”

Another Freight War.,

NEw York, January 13th.—Notwith-
standing the assurance given to Commis-
sioner Cannon by representatives of the
transcontinental lines here that rates would
be firmly maintained up to the February
meeting of the pool, your correspondent
learns that a cut of 20 per cent. has been
offered by several lines to several of the
largest dry goods and clothing houses in
this city. It is believed that this is only
the initial step of what will be a general
fight. Shnippers have not responded to the
proposed cut. One of them said this morn-
ing: * We can get 20 per cent. now, and 50
per cent. if we wait.” Tt seems pretty gen-
erally understood among them that rates
will soon be extensively cut.

DiscoviEry oF A RomaN Race-Covrse
AT NanTEs.—Archweological researches have
recently revealed in the neighborhood
of Nantes the existence of a race-course of
presumably Roman origin. The founda-
tions of the hippcdrome occupy an area of
about 223 by 174 meters. Further discov-
ery has been made in the vicinity of an
ancient roadway leading to the Loire, near
the banks of which river traces of a num-
ber of villas prove the existence of a buried
city,inasmuch as a theater capable of ac-
commodating 4,000 persons has been
brought to the light of day. A quantity
of ornaments, jewels, and pottery has been
recovered among the ruins. Thus far the
absence of coins has frustrated the en-
deavors of savants engaged in unearthing
the relics to establish the epoch of this
most-recently-found city of the Roman oc-
cupation.—[New York Evening Post.

The Health of the State.

Dr. Gerrard @G, TyrRll, Permanent Sec-
retary of the State Board of Health, in his
monthly report of the 10th instant makes
the following remarks relative to the
Lealth of the State and prevailing diseases :

The mortality list for the month of De-
cember .\hm\"s a decided inecrease over last
month, which may be ascribed to the
heavy rains and the cold. damp weather
which characterized the meteorological
condition of the month. ¥t will be noticed
that the increased death rate was chiefly
among those suffering from diseases of the
respiratory organs, and more particularly
among those advanced in vears, who, from
their declining vitality, readily succumb to
even slight attacks. Among eighty-six

localities sending in reports, we find that »

no deaths occurred in any of the following
towns or villages, viz: Arbuckle, Castro-
ville, Crescent City, College City, Dixon,
Fort Bidwell, Forest Iill, Galt, Hill's
Ferry, Haywards, Hollister, Jolon, Lincoln,
Plymoath, Placerville, Lemoore, dding,
Shasta, Santa Maria, Willits and liams.
As these localities embrace a very large
population, the healthfulness of the State
may be readily inferred,

Reports from ninety different localities
continue to show an almost entire absence
of epidemic disease in the State, many of
our correspondents remarking that during
their scjourn of years in California they
never experienced such a continual ab-
sence of disease as has prevailed for some
months past.

Diarrhaca and  dysentery, hitherto so
prevalent, ig now limited to few localities,
and in these the disease is of a mi#ld char-
acler, and for the most part dependent
upon local eonditions.

Scarlet fever prevails quite extensively in
Shasta, Millviile, Cottonwood, Downie-
ville, Tehama county, Spadra, Azusa, Los
Angeles and Riverside,

Measles are quite prevalent in Pomona.
and have appeared in Millville.

Small-pox was reported in Lakeport—
three cases being so reported. Our corre-
spondent, Dr. D. W. White, at once com-
menced a thorough investigation into the
truth of the report and visited the patients;
he at once discovered that the cases were
not smallpox, but chickenpox of a rather
severe character. This opinion was con-
firmed by Dr. G.T. Mason, and the com-
munity at once relieved from what might
have been a smallpox panic. We again
take this occasion to urge upon our corre-
spondents the necessity of vaccinating those
unvaccinated in their vivini :

Diphthera continues apparently unabated
in San Francisco, and prevails qoite exten-
sively in Santa Cruz, Modesto, Los Gatos,
San Diego, Santa Roesa, Colton, Plymouth,
College City, Etna Mills, Rocklin, and
Amador City. The deaths from this dis-
ease this month outnumber by two-thirds
those from tyvphoid fever in this State,
which shows an amount of apathy and
carelessness in the precautions which
should be taken to prevent its spread that
is almost criminal. There is no reason
whatever why this disease cannot be con-
trolled and confined to the person afliicted.
Our correspondents in the infected dis-
tricts are all reliable educated physicians,
fully alive to the sanitary necessities of the
cases, and unsparing in their efforts to
isolate and disinfect the disease, but until
the publicis as thoroughly instructed in
the contagiousness of diphtheria, and looks
upon it with as much dread as it does the
smallpox, the infection will be permitted
to diffuse itseif and valuable lives be un-
necessarily lost.

Croup prevails in the several localities
that are afflicted with diphtheria, and no
doubt from the same cause. The deaths
from it keep steady pace with those from
diphtheria.

Erysipelas seems to prevail to a slight
extent in Truckee, Santa Maria, Calico.
Amador, Lincoln, Galt, Williams, Vallejo,
Shasta, Crescent City, Martinez, Etna Mills.
Red Bluff and Livermore; the type is mild
and attended by a very trifling mortality.

Typhoid and typho-malarial fevers,
which may be classed together, prevailed to
a limited degree; they are mentioned in
the reports from Red Bluff, Angel's Camp,
Tone City, College City, Igo, Vallejo, Fort

Jidwell (Siskiyou county), Williams, Sacra-
mento and San Francisco. The type is not
severe and the mortality limited.

Diseases of the respiratory organs, as
might be expected at this season of the
year, prevailed to a considerable extent
throughout the State, and their fatality is
proportionate to the lowness of the tem-
perature and the presence or exeess of
moisture and fog, The relations, however,
between the weather and diseases are not
always unitorm, much depending upon the
environment of the patient and his consti-
tutional energy.

Whooping-cough is becoming quite prev-
alent, which indicates somewhat the truth
of Dr. Sturgis’ opinion as deduced from his
vast experience in London as physician to
the Great Ormond-street Hospital for Chil-
dren, that where epidemic catarrh is preva-
lent there whooping-cough is contagious.
and whatever is specific resides not in the
cough, but in the catarrh, of which it is the
signal. On the other hand, epidemic
whooping-cough, says Dr. West, another
equally famous anthority on children’s dis-
very frequently succeeds emdemic
catarrh, the former disease being gradually
evolved out of the latter, and adds: * The
persistence of the cough, long after the sub-
sidence of the catarrh, is one of the first
signs of an epidemic of the whooping-
cough.” Whether we look upon whooping-
cough as purely convulsive in nature, asso-
ciated with catarrh, or as the result of a
specific germ derived from or generated by
a pulmonary catarrh, we know that it is
apt, nay, very certain to spread from child
to child ; that it is often injurious, and not
infrequently fatal. 1t is better then, for us
as sanitarians, to treat it as a positively
infectious disease, by the izolation of those
who have it, that the au-
thorities are many who believe that the
disease can be carried and enmmunicated
by persons and clothing, bearing constantly
in mind that the object of all sanitation, in
the words of the late Edmund Parkes, is
to make *‘ growth more perfect, decay less
rapid, life more vigorous, death more re-
mote.
