Some contrast it by saying that Christ's
blood was spilled for mercy, Abel's
for vengeance. That is not correct;
the blood of Christ speaks. better
things than did Abel's offering.
Cain's offering was that of the fruits
of the earth : Abel's was of the
Iloek

—
he spilled the blood of a lamb.

Cain's was an offering of thanks; that of
Abel's a peace offering. The peafJe offering
must precede thai of thanks. T.e peace
offering must be one of blood. A peace
offering must be made with God before a
thanks offering can be accepted. Jesus
Christ was the lamb slain for the flock.
God gave Christ, his only begotten son, for
the salvation of the world. He bore all
our sins. He suffered the just for the un-
just. He threw himself under the wheels
ofjustice to his death, so that we might be
saved. < lod says that the lifeof the flesh is
the blood, and 1have given it to you upon
the altar for an atonement for the soul.
Wefind without the shedding ofblood there
is no remission. The demand is inexora-
ble; you must die or accept the blood ol
Jesus Christ. Inthe first place, we are re-
deemed by the blood of < hrist. not by cor-
ruptible things, like gold and silver." Re-
demption means to buy back. Christ shed
his own blood for the sumer, and bought
him back. A man is metcoatlees upon the
street. When asked what he has done
with it,h" replies that he left it in the
pawnbroker shop. He needed food, and
was compelled to pawn his coat. You take
his pawn ticket: it calls for three dollars ;
yon pay that amount to the pawnbroker
aad get the coat. You say to the man,
here's your coat, i;is redeemed. Thai coal
does the man no good unless he puts
it on and wears it. It will do
you no good to know that it is
redeemed unless you put redemption on
and wear it. Tiiis «,,rid has been re-
deemed by the death of 'liris!, but the
whole world has not been saved, because
the who!.- world has not accepted redemp-
tion. The blessed s,n of God tasted death
for you, my friends. God laidupon him
the sins of v all. You may lay down to-
night and die; you are rideemcd, but not
save.l. The moM awful thing in this world
is not to get drunk and go home and beat
your wife, or commit an act that causes
imprisonment, but it is to despise the
blood of Jesus Christ, by which you
have been redeemed. You are also justi-
fied, as well a- redeemed, by his
blood. When justified fully by his
grace you ate as guiltless of sin
as though you never had sinned. There is
justification iot the sinner. 1 may pardon
a man who has wronged me, but that does
not make the wrong right. Bat when God
forgives yon the sins are entirely oblitera-
ted. All that believe are freelyjustified.
Man is justified by faith. A man was once
tried for acrime, convicted and sentenced
to be banged. The day for theexecution ar-
rived; he was ted forth from the prison,
ascended the scaftold, stood on the trap;
the noose was placed aboutma neck; the
Uack cap drawn down over his head; the
farewells were spoken ; the signal given:
the trap sprung; a fallofthe body ;a ten
convulsions, and all was quiet. Physi-
CUUU examined his pulse and pro-
nounced him dead. After hanging a
few momenta he was cut down, placed
in a coffin and given to his friends.
While the body was being prepared for its
last resting-place, some one discovered
signs of life. Restoratives were applied,
and ii< a few moments the man, fully
restored, arose himself froni h;s cottin.

They love
darkness better than life: are unwilling to
forsake their evil ways. Jesus Buffered the
contempt, p.rsecutioii and crucilixion for
your redemption, and when you reject our
Savior, G.«l punishes you tor that and that
only. He leaves you to choose for vour-

between lifeand death. Bereconciled
to Christ, lay down your weapons an i sur-
render to the willof God. When you sur-
render, then this blood speaks peace for
you with God. Ittells you ofjustification,
redemption and peace.

There is no other

than redemption u-round upon which you
Can be saved. You canuot be saved else-
where. It is the blood of Christ that re-
deems, justifies, tells of j>eace and cleanses
all sin.

The speaker closed his sermon with a
portrayal of the sufferings of Christ on the
eroa*, in language so beautiful and elo-
qneo! that the audience hung upon his
words as they feli with such feeling effect
from his lips. One could almost imagine
they saw the bleeding body upon the cross.
