In
the method of caring for those who, under
the Roman law, were plaeed on a pdane
with the idiotic, but to whem the human-
ity and reason of this age give a preper
position in society, we cetainly lead Eng-
land, just as in thesaumber of institutions
we surpass her. The call upen our people
to contribute for the care and education of
a class in Ireland who here are made pub-
lic beneficiaries, is a novel sensation.

It must appear to the Eng-
lish as a rebuke, since by reason of gov-
ernmental negleet they make such appeals
necessary.

CALIFORNIA.

The Great Storm.
Sax Fraxcisco, January 20th.—At 12
A. M. to-day a southeasterly gale was blow-
ing at Point Lobos at the rate of seventy
miles per hour. The force of the gale had
steadily increased since sunrise. AtGa. M.
the wind at Point Lobos was blewing fresh
at the rate of about thirty-six miles per

hour. At 9 a. u. it had reached a velocity
of sixty miles. $tll it continued to in-
crease.  Seaward from Point Lobos the

view was clouded by sheets of spray which
were driven before the wind. The bar
broke heavily At 11:45 the ocean was
w hite as far as tlie eve could reach. In the

language of the observer for the )lel;-
chants’ Exchange at Point Lobos, it

“seemed {o be breaking everywhere.” The
movements of shipping through the Heads

were suspended. The bay grew very
rough, and ferry-boats labored heavily
in the sea running. Buildings

shook and glass crashed from slamming

wind at Point Lobos was reported to have
reached the great velocity of 72 miles per
hour. <Canvas signs, and many wooden
oues, went down early in the cyclone. A
sign at the corner of Dupont and Market
streets was thrown down, but fortunately

no one was bencath it. All the high
fences surrounding the vacant lots near the

new City Hall were leveled, scarcely a foot
being left standing. Throughout the en-
tire length of Market street and the inter-
secting streets wooden signs were brought
down to the ground and canvas signs
ripped into ribbons. During the hight of
the gale a portion of the spire of the First
Congregational Church was blm\'x_n‘ off,
falling into the street, but  without
doing any damage. A similar effect
of the wind was seen on Montzomery
street, near Post. There one of the pinna-
cles surmounting the Masonic Temple was
blown off, falling to the sidey within a
few feet of two gentlemen, who were pass-
ing by. A street car belonging to the Omni-
bus line was struck by a sudden gust of
wind, while coming down Montgomery
street at about 1 o'clock, and was lifted
clear oft the track and carried some dis-
tance away without injuring either the
horses or the car. The car contained a
number of passengers at the time, all of
whom kept their seats, not realizing for a
moment that anything unusual had hap-
pened. The South Pacitic Coast Railroad
ran only one boat during the day, and

several trips had to be omitted. The
old landing up the creek had to be
utilized, as the storm would not per-

mit an approach to the new wharf. A
portion of the high fence surrounding the
wharf on this side was blown away and
several boxes of merchandise were also
carrie ! overboard. The heavy gusts of
wind shortly after 12 o'cleck to-day un-
roofed the Mechanics’ Pavilion. The dam-
age to the building is considerable. At the
CIliff this morning the spray from the break-
ing waves was carried over the Cliff House,
A house on the county road, known as the
Four-mile House, is reported to have been
blown down, killing a woman. There was
an unusually high tide. Basements in
some of the lower streets were flooded to a
greater or less extent. A good portion of
the fourth story of Donahue's brick build-
ing, in course of erection corner ot First
and Mission streets, was blown in by the
storm, injuring no one, but damaging the
building considerably.

OaxrLaNp, January 20th.—The tide was
very high at 11 o’clock to-day. The water
covered the narrow-gauge track to a depth
of six inches, and the running of trains
was slightly interrupnted. The brig Emma
Augusta dragged her anchor in East Oak-
land Basin, and floated against the Alice-
street bridge of the Central Pacific Railway.
The bowsprit of the brig was broken, and
lodged acrc the track, and, in conse-
quence, trains were delayed. There was
nobody aboard the brig. The gale blew
down the high fence at the County Jail.
Trees were blown down in many parts of
the (‘il)‘.

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ioxNE, January 20th.—It has been raining
at intervals for two days. The wind is
high, and it has been raining heavily this
afternoon. Two inches of snow is reported
twelve miles east of here. The streams are
flush and the roads bad.

Dixoxn, January 20th.—The storm con-
tinues to rage with unabated fury, and the
farmers are apprehensive that serious dam-
age will result.

The Dynamiters Sentenced.

SaNx  Frawncisco, January 20th. — The
dynamiters, Weisman, Koosher and Mit-
telstadt, appeared for sentence before Police
Judge Rix this forenoon. When called
upon if they had anything to s2y why
sentence should not be pronounced, ali
three prisoners, Weisman speaking first,
and Koosher and Mittelstadt following in
order, pleaded that they had no knowledze
that ihey were doing anything wrong—not
knowing that they were violating any
ordinance. Weisman said he eertainly was
not a Socialist; that if he had committed
any crime he had done so for no other
reason than that he desired to rid the com-
munmty cf a terrible evil that is threatening
it. He thought he had not had a fair trial.
Ferral and Barbour, counsel for defendants,
pleaded for leniency. The Court then
ordered defendants to stand up,and in turn
sentenced each to six months in the House
of Correction. The full extent of the law
would have been a fine in addition of $500.
A similar charge 1s yet pending against de-
fendants, and will be tried by a jury.

A Caustic Reply Concerning Slickens-
Bearing Water as a Fertilizer,

The following letter has been received
from an old resident and prominent citizen
of Smartsville, transmitting the communi-
cation following it :

You will confer a very great fayor on onr
whole village of Smartsville by printing
the inclosed communication. "It is not
written with malice;but a desire to exon-
erate ourselves before the public. Our
town bas been maligned through the col-
umns of the Bee, and, though the Recorp-
Uxiox is opposed to hydraulic mining, we
look to you to give us a chance to explain.
You have always been liberal in your
views, and will, I know, honor us by giv-
ing space to the communication signed
* Miner.” Respectfully,

Eps. Recorp-Uxiox: Knowing your
paper I¥ ever foremost in promoting the
cause of justice, and willing to aid in refut-
ing falsehoods, I venture te address you a
few lines relative to the commupication
from ** The Hon. C. E. Stone, M. D.. ex-
Mayor of Marysville (I trust none of his
titles have been omitted), published in
Thursday’s Bee. Mr. O'Brien is away from
home at present, but I, as one who knows
whereof he speaks, take the liberty of cor-
recting the misstatements made by the
Hon. ex-Mayor. I write solely in defense
of our town and its productions, so that
visitors to the citrus fair may not go away
with the impression that our viliage is pro-
lific in falsifiers, as one would infer from
the Bee's attempted sarcasm. It was de-
cidedly malarial wit, and the author needs
a strong tonic.- Facts are stubborn things;
stubborn things sometimes kick, and the
ex-Mayor may find himself astride the
wrong fact. Result: Unceremonious exit
of said **Hon. ex-Mayor.” The oranges
and lemons contributed by James O'Brien
were grown at Smartsville in his private
grounds, and not on the Bonanza ranch, as
the Hon. ex-Mayor assures the deluded
public. Smartsville is situated 20 miles
above Marysville, and itis 700 feet above
tide water.

Mr. O'Brien owns some thirteen acres
immediately surrounding his house. The
land when bought was barren and non-
productive, covered with roeks and red
clay, not more than a few inches in depth.
By constantly manuring with slickens and
irrigating with muddy water he has suc-
ceeded in rendering his land arable. The
orange and lemon trees were pianted some
fifteen years ago as an experiment to test
the power of slickens as a fertilizer. Some
four years ago the trees began to bear, and
since that time they have yielded abun-
dantly. The crop this vear averaged 6.000,
and the oranges were the finest and most
luscious grown in the county, entirely free
from the valley pest, the scale-bug. Be-
sides oranges and lemons, Mr. O'Brien has
eitron trees, nut trees, fruits of every vari-
ety and an excellent vineyvard, ail
plaated and grown on slickens land irriga-
ted with muddy water. Here, too, is found
the olive raised by Mr. Redfield, whose
land was formerly a rocky waste, but is
now rich in fruits and flowers of ever
kind. Both Mr. O'Brien’s and Mr. Red-
field's grounds are irrigated with water that
comes directly from the Excelsior ditches,
which latter supply many mines on the
ridge, and come to us laden with the life-
giving “slickens.” According to the ex-
Mayor's statement, water carries little or no
dirt in suspension, as he says the water
“ from which O'Brien’s trees “are irrigated
contains but a small amount of detritus,

which, when it reaches his hillside ranch,

doors and from windows, The rain
and wind came in gusts.

is perhaps not sufficient in quantity or

quality to cover the rocks and gravel of
which said ranch” is largely composed, and
which without any water woutd be non-
productive.”

One would naturally infer from reading
the above that the Hon.ex-Mayor was,
by a recital of facts, attempting to demolish
the theory that “‘large guantities of sedi-
ment are carried in suspension by the
water and deposited on valley lands render-
ing them arid and barren.”  We are glad
however at the {)mspuv: of redeeming a
lost sheep, and beholding the Hon. ex-
Mayor being gradually brought back to his
original fold, and that the golden memo-
ries of Long Bar are beginning to assert
themselves and demand resurrection.

If the “Bonanza ranch is largely com-
posed of rocks ana gravel” then it must
certainly be non-productive, as all intelli-
gent agriculturists know that such a barren
soil yields little or nothing, and it stands
to reason that trees won’t grow on rocks,
even when said rocks are irrigated, so in
comes slickensto explain the reason for
the fertility of the Bonanza ranch, and to
refute the libels heaped uponit. Until
the oewners of the vroperty commenced
irrigating with slickens water the land was
the very acme of barreness and sterility,
now itis cultivated, an oasis in the desert
of barren land around it. This year the
Excelsior Company gathered an immense
crop of oranges from the Bonanza ranch,
which all mountain experts pronounced
sweet and juicy. The henorable ex-Mayor
is not an a~curate reckoner, as the Bonanza
ranch is fully sixteen miles above Marys-
ville, and not ten. as he states. He evi-
dently knows the locality better now than
he did some five years ago, when he at-
tempted to accompany the Debris Com-
missioners to the Bonanza ranch. Then
he rode on and on, probably computing
with his correct eye the quantity of slick-
ens placed in the river since he ceased min-
ing at Long Bar and using the Yuba river
as a dump. No one has had better oppor-
tunities of knowing the properties of that
much-abused “slickens” than the honora-
ble ex-Mayor and C. E. Sexey, both old-
time miners, who evidently remember how
the seedling oranges planted in slickens soil
thrived and flourished. That was before
the era of medicine and real estate.
quite unnecessary for the honorable ex-
Mayor to open the vials of his wrath on
what he terms ** O'Brien’s fertilizer.” Mr.
O'Brien has not been engaged in mining
for the past four years; hLe has ceased to
be a vandal, and now_can calmly rest on
his ranch some nine miles above Marys-
ville;and watch the scouring out of the
Yuba river and welcome the advent of clear
water.

I would say in counclusion that it wounld
be advisable for the honorable ex-Mayor
to secure reliable data, and be absolutely
certain of what he says before he thrusts
another dish of his facts under the public's
nostrils, though it is patent to all he used
the orange as an excuse to deliver a homily
on *‘sheckens.” Though ex-Mayor of Marys-
ville, the honorabte gentleman is not infalli-
ble, and his present absurd blunder belittles
his former exalted position. Heisevidently
a humanitarian, and his praiseworthy at-
tempts at preaching the spel of truth
should not be derided, and it is ignoble in
any one to “dare to defy the successful
contradiction of a single statement ' made
by him. I have trespassed on your time
longer than 1 had intended, and trust you
will give this communication space in vour
paper. I write unknown to, and unwar-
ranted by James O'Brien, and in the capac-
ity of one who has resided here well-nigh
thirty vears, and knows thorougifly that
upon which he speaks.

I send a packet of facts in their native
state, not diluted with prejudice. In ask-
ing for the publication of this statement I
do not expect the Recorp-Unrtox to indorse
or approve of any unwavering faith in
“O’Brien’s fertilizer,” but I feel assured your
paper is sufliciently fearless to publish all
that has been written, and not let a series
of asterisks cover up the objectionable
parts, as your verdant cotemporary does.

Florida’s Loss.

New Yorg, Janaary 20th.—G. S. Palmer,
a well-known fruit dealer, has received let-
ters from all parts of Florida, and he esti-
mates the damage to the orange crop not
less than £1,000,000. To a Tribune reporter
he said vesterday : * Throughout the great
central orange-zrowing belt all the fruit on
the trecs has been frozen solid. The trees
which are bearing now have not suffered
much, but the young shoots, upon which
next year's crop depends, have been killed
in much the same way as grapevine shoots
are killed here by frosts. Young groves,
too, and nursery plants, with lemon and
lime trees have been frozen to death. It is
harder to estimate the amount of damage
to the vegetable crop. 1 think it may
safely be put down at £500,000. The mar-
ket is dull now, though prices for oranges
are from 50 cents to $1 50 higher per box
than before the freeze.”

An Approaching Great Event.

New York, January 20th.—The Sun's
cable from London savs: Society is in full
swing to-night over the near. approach of
the formal opening of Parliament by the
Queen in persen. Twenty-five thousand
applications for the 430 seats in the stran-
ger's gallery of the House of Lords have
already been received by officials. From
to-night the military guard inside Buck-
ingham Palace will be doubled, and a cor-
don of police will be placed outside. On
Thursday next, when her Majesty will pro-
ceed in state to Westminster, the route will
be lined by a large body of troops, assisted
by 4,000 policemen. Every possible pre-
caution is being taken to protect the person
of the sovercign against any mishap dur-
ing the ceremony.

Greece Threatens to Precipitate War.

New York, January 20th.—The London
correspondent of the Post cables that the
outlook in the East is getting steadily
darker. He says that Greece will abso-
lutely refuse to disarm, preferring to be
conquered in fight than cxlinguiﬁ)ed by
the ridicule of Europe. “The new war”
is the expression constantly oceurring in
Servia, where a member of Parliament has
been thrown into prison for protesting
against the address to the King urging
a continuance of the war. Servia has an-
nounced the suspension of private railway
traffic, and has ordered in England 20,000.-
000 cartridges and eighteen mitrailleuses. to
be delivered within four weecks from the
11th.

Turkey has called out four
more ba talions and issued fresh orders for
arms and horses, and is hastening work at
the arsenals.

TROUBLE OoN THE SourHErRN.—The rafl-
road company are having much trouble
down south, which Superintendent Fill-
more refers to as follows : “Our trouble is
all between Mohave and Yuma. There
are washouts in the Soledad canyon and
one bridge in the canyon, which we know
as the fourth crossing, is off its abutments.
The bridges on both sides of Los Angeles
are damaged ; there are three or four bents
out of each one, and we can not get trains
either into or out of Los Angeles. The
river has left its bed and is running into the
lower part of Los Angeles. No trzins can
get in from the Banta Ana valley, from
San Pedro or from Santa Monica. There
are small washouts between Colton
and Los Angeles and the Los Angeles
branch. In the desert there are wash-
outs between Indio and Yuma, to what
extent we do not know. The California
Southern between Waterman and Colton
is badly washed, and many cuts are filled
mm with slides. At Waterman Junetion the
whole town is flooded and several stores
are partly filled with water. There are
many washouts on the Atlantic and Pacific
road. At the Mojave river they are com-
pelled to transfer passengers, and there has
been an interruption for forty-eight hours.
They hope to get through to-night. I can-
not yet say how extensive the washouts are
along the Southern Pacific. There are side
washes by the track, say ten inches deep
and half way across the ties. In some
places culverts have given way where they
were not large enough to take all the wa-
ter. Probabiy there will not be through
trains on the Southern Pacific Railroad
within a week.”
