After a few moments' silent prayer, in
which all Christians [\u25a0resent joined with
bowed heads, Dr. Munhail announced that
he had selected for his text John vL,40:"

Just at thispointofthe sermon six young
men entered the gallery from the northeast
and walked around the entire distance,
passing out at the northwest entrance, at-
tracting the attention of the entire multi-
tude, the clattering of their feet making so
much noise that the services were stopped.
Some nf the young men were even so ill-
mannered that they did not even take off
their bats. After they had tramped out
into one of the rooms of the armory, and
the confusion was somewhat allayed. Dr.
Munhall remarked: "And Satin came
also, and of course he is here, [don'tun-
derstand this, and I.don't want to, but I
know it ain't right."

0 miiminghis sermon, he read Komans
v.. 12:

If to-night, on
your return home, you should see one of
your loved ones laid out in icy coldness
wiiat a realization would you experience of
the awful hand (death." When you look
out upon the landscape after a blioatdhas
passed over it, tiie liinos of the trees stand-
ing r,i! B<ailWll the sky stripped of theirfoliaee, the verdure (had ;is it' swept by a
tire, you would realize what death is." I
know what death is. 1 have seen iton
many a bloody battlefield. In oW< n times.
when captives were tortured with all the
ingenuity that could be brought tobear to
create the most agonising tufiVring, a living
man was bound t" a dead man. lace to face,
and left in that position until death re-
lie\i i him from sull'ering. ttwasacir-
eumstaneeof that kind which caused Paul
to exclaim, "(Mi,wretched man, who shall
deliver me ln>!i! the body ol tin- death."

John xtvjiS: "Jesus saith unto him. I
am the way, the truth and the life; no
man comeih unto the Father, MM by me."
John i.. 4 : "Inhim was life: ami the life
w.i- the light of men." John xi ,-j.v '-Jeans
said unto her. Iatn the resurrection and
the Hie : lie thai beUevetb in me, though he
were dead, yet shall he live." Corinthians
iw. in: Always bearingaboutinthe body
the dying ofthe LordJesus that the lifealso
of Jesus might be made manifold in our
body." We sec by these passages that Jesus
has brought life, and all who believe in him
-hall have iife.
