ORDINANCE NO. 209.

To Amend Section 12, of Chapter II., of
Ordinance Number 17, Passed June
27, 1872, entstled *“ An Ordinance Con-
solidating, Revising and Codifying the
Ordinances of the City of Sacramento.”

HE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE CITY
of Sacramento do ordain as follows :

SECTION 1. Section 12, of Chapter II , of Ordin-
ance Number 17, of the City of Sacramento,
passed Jure 27, 1872, entitled ““ An Ordinance
Consolidating, Revising and Codifying the Or-
dinances of the City of Sacramento,” is here: y
amended so 85 to read as follows:

“Section 12, Itinerant hawkingor peddling or
offering for sale of goods, wares, merchandise,
firewood, medicines, liquors, meats, fruits or
vegetables or oiher articies (excepting newspa-
pers and periodicals), by sample or otherwise,
when the monthly receipts are less than five
hundred dollars, tive dollars per guarter; over
five hundred dollars and less than onethousand
dollars per month, twenty-five dollars per quar-
ter; over one thousand and less than two thou-
sand per month, fifty dollars per quarter; and
for each additional one thousand dollars ten
dollars per quarter; provided, that no manufact-
urer shall be required to pay a license for ped-
dling articles manufactured by him within the
limits of the city of Sacramento when the sales
thereof do not exceed tae sum of five hundred
dollars per month; peddling fruit, nuts, candies
and other edibles from a hand-basket, three
dollars per quarter; provided, that persons who
are engaged in furuishing regular customers
with firewoed, milk or water shall not be re-
quired to pay a license therefor.”

SECTION 2. This ordinance shall take effect
from and afier its passage and due puslication.

Considerable land bhas been washed away,
though the damage is slight. North of
Hollister much land 1s flooded. Yesterday
boating was good fromgwithin six miles of
Hollister to Gilroy. The mail stages from
San Juan, San Benito and other points are
still unable to make connections. Not too
much rain has been received for the farm-
ers, most of whom have finished seeding.
The outlook could not be improved on.
The storm is evidently over.

WarsoNVILLE, January 25th.—It rained
almost continually the past week, with no
sign at present of an abatement. The
Pajaro river has overflowed its banks,
making the bridge of the Santa Cruz Rail-
road unsafe, spreading over the farms in
the lower part of the valley, making that
section a vast body of water.

REDp BLurr, January 25th.—The river is
still high but slowly receding. It isat
present eighteen feet above low water, hay-
ing decreased two feet since morning. For
three days the river had been about twenty
feet. Two men, attempting to come to
town to-day from Cone’s ranch, were upset
from a raftin a slough about a mile from
here. Oneswam ashore, but the other re-
mained in atreefor hours before he was
rescued.

YrekA, January 25th.—The Klamath
river has been higher during the late storm
than for many years. It could not be
crossed for a while, and some of the ferries
have been swept away.

MARYSVILLE, January 25th.—The rivers
have maintained a hight of about 15 feet
all dt’_'.'.

OAKDALE, January 25th.—Fi1om the 18th
to the 25th it has rained here 291 inches,
making 11.04 inches for the season. But
three or four times in thirty years has the
Stanislaus river been higher. The wind is
south and the clouds have broken west.

Visania, January 25th.—It has rained
steadily since the 17th until to-day. Rain-
fall for the storm, 1.46 inches: for the
month, 1.62 inches; for the season, 8.20
inches.

M. the two
hearses and Petaluma Lodge, F.and A. M.,
No. 77, Frank Fairbanks, Master, formed
at the house of I. G. Wickersham, to re-
ceive the remains. The proeession, led by
the Lodge in white aprons, proceeded to
St. John's Episcopal Church, where the
impressive service was rendered by Rev. E.
Watt, assisted by the choir. On the com-
pletion of the services at the church, the
long line of carriages proceeded to the
cemetery. The floral offerings were ele-
gant and profuse. Side by side the caskets
rested while the solemn service of the
Masons proceeded. On the elegant caskets
was a silver plate containing the dates of
their births and deaths. Jesse C. Wicker-
sham was 53 years old, and was born in
Pennsylvania. Sarah A. Wickersham was
53 years and 8 months old, and was born
in Massachusetts.
