Public Buildings for San Francisco,

A Soldiers’ Home on the Pacific Coast.
WasniNeroy, January 27th.—Members
of the Pacific coast delegation are working
with the Committee on Military Affairs to
secure a favorable report on Representative
Negley's bill to establish a Soldiers’ Home
on the Pacific coast. 1t is believed that
Mr. Stanford delayed introducing this bill
because a similar one had been introduced
in the last Congress by Senator Miller. and
he asiked Senator Miller if he should longer
wait. and was told to present it at once.
Mr. Stanford did so, at the suggestion of
the Committee on Public Buildings and
Grounds, of which he is a member, as
there wi number of similar bills upon
which they desired to act as soon as pos-
sible.

The Port Townsend Collectorship.

WasHiNGToN, January 27th.—It is under-
stood that there is considerable opposition
to the confirmation of Mr. Beecher, who
was appointed by President Cleveland
Collector of Customs at Port Townsend,
W. T., simply as a reward for the political
services rendered the Democratic party
during the last Presidential campaign by
his father, Rev. Henry Ward Beecher. Mr.

It is under-
stood that Mr. Beecher has left his post at
Port Townsend, and is now on his way to
Washington to look personally after his
confirmation.

Suppression of Vice in New York.

NEw YORK, January 27th.—At the twelfth
anniversary of the Society for the Suppres-
sion of Vice last evening, over 100 were
present. The annual report declared there
were tons of immoral literature afloat in
this city despite the society’s work. The
matter seized and destroyed the past year
was as follows: 36,926 pounds of books,
Tetter-press, efc.; 26,423 pounds of electro-
type and stereotype plates for priniing
books, etc.; 233,594 obscene pictares, 91,500
articles of immoral use, 1,411,557 obscene
circulars, songs, leaflets, and 982,220 names
and postoffice addresses in the hands of
dealers used by them to send circulars by
mail.

The Trial of General Shaler.

New York, January 27th.--The trial of
General Shaler has caused deep interest in
a large class of the community, particu-
larly in Grand Army circles. To-day
Shaler, upon being put on the stand, firmly
and emphatically denied the statements of
Monmouth B. Wilson, his accuser, and de-
clared himself innocent of corruption.
His counsel rested their case on his denial,
and there is a belief that his acquittal will
follow, as Wilson has declared himself per-
jured.

New York, January 27th.—The Herald
says: Our correspondent at Rondout re-
ports to-day a quite perceptible earthquake
shock Sunday evening in the Hudson val-
ley, though no damage was done. The
disturbance was extensive, affecting Ulster,
Green and Dutchess counties.

FOREIGN.

Looks Like War.

CONSTANTINOPLE, January 27th.—The in-
habitants of the island ‘of Crete, three-
fourths of whom are Greeks, are excited
over the prospect of the arrival of the
Greek squadron.  There are only two
Turkish ironclads in Cretan waters, and
they are stationed in Zuba bay. They
would be unable to resist the progress of
the Greek fleet. The Turkish garrison on
the island numbers 10,000 men.

ATHENS, January 27th.—The Porte
threatens the immediate invasion of Thes-
sally.

It is rumored that the British fleet has
arrived at Crete.

The fall of the Salisbury Government in
England has raised the hopes of the Greek
people.

Loxpon, January 27th.—Greece has in-
formed Turkey that the Greek squadron
has gone on a cruise, and will not visit
Crete.

Viex~a, January 27th.—The Greek Gov-
ernment recently bought the steamer Ham-
monia, for conversion into a man-of-war.
Germany objected to the purchase, which
was consequently annulled.

An order from the Greek Government for
1.200 horses has been received in Trieste.

ST. PETERSBURG, January 27th.—The No-
vosti says that England’s action in regard to
Greece is merely a pretext for sending a
fleet to Turkish waters. 3

CoNsTANTINOPLE, January 27th.—Thirty
thousand Martini rifles, from America,
have been forwarded to the front. The
fleet is taking on board three months’ pro-
visions and a supply of ammunition.

Loxpox, January 27th. — Bulgaria has
ordered the Servian frontier closed to trafiic.
The Servians are greatly irritated by this
action,

The British Cabinet Resolve to Resign.

Loxpox, January 27th.—The meeling of
the Cabinet to-day lasted an hour. The
situation was fully discussed. It was re-
solved that the Ministers should at ence
resign, and Salisbury sent a special mes-
senger to Oshorne House, to inform the
Queen of the decision of the Cabinet.

France and the Helleniec Question.

Paris, January 27th.—De Freycinet to-
day informed M. Criesis, the Greek Charge
d’Aflaires, that France, although she sym-
pathized with Greece, was unable to sepa-
rate herself from the action of the Powers
toward that country.

Serious Labor Riot in France.

Paris, January 27th.—Two thousand
sirik employes at one of the iron mills
in Dreaseville, Department ot Aveyron, at-
tacked the house of the manager of the
works, broke open the door, eniered the
building, scized the manager and threw
him out of a window. He was then
trampled to death by the angry crowd.
Troops were sent to quell the disturbance.
The strike grew out of the question of
The troops restored order, but not
until several rioters had been killed and a
number wounded.

An Aeronaut Disappears.

Paris, January 27th.—M. Girod Renaud,
of the Grand Theaire, New York, made an
ascension to-day in a balloon. The balloon
was driven out to sea, and suddenly van-
ished.

An Endeavor to Overawe the Indians,

New Yorx, January 27th.—An Ottawa
(Ont.) special says: In view of the threat-
ened uprising among the Indians of the
Northwest Territories, the Dominion Gov-
ernment, on the recommendation of Gen-
eral Middleton, has decided to have a gen-
eral military demonstration of the united
forces of the Northwest, to be held in the
vicinity of the Blackfeet Reservation, near
Fort McLeod. It is now certain that great
dissatisfaction exisis among several tribes
located aiong the international border.

Winnemucea, Nev., is having a religious
revival.

The anti-Chinese agitation in Wheatland
has resulted in some good. All the Chinese
laundrymen have refused to do any more
washing, as they cannot pay the town li-
cense on account of the poor patronage
they receive.

The Petaluma Courier says : The robins,
we think from their actions, are proving
splendid scavengers of the orchards in
sbuthern Sonoma county.

A BIT OF HISTORY.

J. McM. Shafter and S, M. Wilson in
Favor of the Anti-Chinese Section?
Eps. Recorn-Uxtox: Justice to two of
the most eminent lawyers in the State
seems to require a correction of the state-
ment made by Hon. Grove L. Johnson,
that Hons. J. MeM. Shafter and S. M. Wil-
son supported Section 4, Article X1X., of
the State Constitution, relating to the Chi-
nese. It is literally true that they did, on
one occasion, vote for that section ; butitis
entirely clear that they so voted inad-

vertently, and directly against their well-
known views, publicly and frequently ex-

ressed on the floor of the Convention,
goth before and after that occasion.

The discussion of the proposed article
on Chinese commenced on the 9th of De-
cember, 1878. (Proceedings of Convention,
vol. 1, page 628.) During that discussion
Mr. Shafter and Mr. Wilson each made an
exhaustive argument against the article, on
the ground that the attempt to prohibit
the immigration and residence of the Chi-
nese to and in California was in conflict
with the laws and treaties of the General
Government and the Constitution of the
United States. Mr. Shafter’s argument can
be found, commencing on page 673, and
that of Mr. Wilson commencing on page
631, volume 2. Several proposed sections
of the article were stricken out at that’
time.

The article was finally before the Con-
vention on the 20th of February, 1879. [t
had then been reduced to six sections—
Section 6 being the same as the present
Section 4 of the Constitution (Page 1,428,
vol. 3.) After considerable debate, Sections
4and 5 were stricken out. During that |
debate Mr. Shafter said, among other
things, as follows: “The first section
I have no particular objection to, be-
cause it applies to all alike: but, as to the
others, they are in conflict with Federal
laws and the Federal Constitution. I have
taken an oath, over and over again, to sup-
port that Constitution, and I am not going
to violate it.” (Page 1,425, vol. 3.)

After Sections 4 and 5 had been stricken
out, the previous question was carried, and
without further discussion a vote was
takengon adopting thearticle thus amended
as a whole, and on this vote the two gen-
tlemen named stand recorded in the affirm-
ative. But from what followed it is ¢lear
that they supposed that all the objection-
able matter had been stricken out, for on
the same day Mr. Wilson gave notice of a
motion to reconsider, and on the next day
he made the motion, accompanying it with
a speech, of which the following are the
opening sentences :

“ Mr. President: I move, in accordance
with notice, to reconsider the vote by which
the artic’e on Chinese was adopted yester-
day. I would say in reference to that, Mr.
President, that we proceeded yesterday with
a very considerable afount of haste’in the
adoption of some of this article. Section 4.
and Section 5 after some discussion—were
stricken out. After that, I believe, the pre-
vious question was moved, and the article,
with the section as amended, was adopted.
Section 6 is somewhat long and somewhat
involved, and it did not strike me with the
same force that it has since, upon consider-
ation of it. Now, the last clause of Section
6 is decidedly in violation of the Constitu-
tion of the United States, and my object in
moving a consideration is that I may make
a motion to strike out the last clause of Sec-

ion 6, ete. (Page 1,435, vol. 3.)

On this motion Mr. Shafter made a
speech, commencing as follows: *“Mr.
President, I voted in favor of this article:
but I hope that the motion to reconsider
will prevail, in order to remove the remain-
ing objections to this section. There are
evidently gentlemen here who do not seru-
ple to violate the Constitution of the United
States. I think it would be more proper to
preserve our duties to that Government.”

Further on he says: * You may under-
take to put such a provision in vour Con-
stitution; but when you violate the Consti-
tution of the United States, and violate the
moral sense of the people, they will trample
your Constitution in the dirt. # % =
You are advocating secession in direct
terms. You are defving the law of Con-
gress and the Constitution of the country,
and this country will never submit to it.’
(Pages 1,436, 1,437, vol. 3.

Both these gentlemen strongly declared
themselves asopposed to Chinese immigra-
tion, and in favor of every constitutional
measure against it, LeGis.

Temperature for Foothill Citrus Culture.

Eps. Recorp-Uxiox: I read with inter-
comparison of
mean temperature as between Los Angeles
and Oroville. This comparison can be
made with other places in our foothills ad-
jacent to Sacramento, and these places bea
equally as good a comparison as Oroville.
And what is of much greater importance
is the fact that you can find equally as
favorable locations for citrus culture, if
the thermometer is to be the guide or test,
as Oroville, and that, too, at an altitude of
2,422 feet. In proof of this I give you the
following tabular statement of tempera-
ture taken at Colfax, Placer county, for the
years 1870 to 1875, respectively, covering a
period of five years:

UNION SERVICES.
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What Must I Do to be Saved? Believe
in Jesus Christ.

The Congregational Church was well
filled last evening to hear the sermon by
Rev. A. C. Herrick, of Calvary Baptist
Church. He chose for his text the words:
“ Sirs, what must I do to be saved,” a por-
tion of Acts xvi., 30th. Place before your
minds four men—two Jews and two Greeks
—who had been in the city of Phillipi sey-
eral days preaching the new religion.
Their first convert was Lydia, a seller of

urple. Those four men sought to bring
gefore the minds of the people Jesus of
Nazareth. While traveling through the
streets a slave girl possessed of an evil
spirit followed them, crying aloud, ** These
men are the servants of the Most High
God, which shew us the way of salvation,”
Paul, being grieved, turned and said unto
the spirit, “ T command thee, in the name
of Jesus Christ, to come out of her,” and
the spirit came out of her immediately.
She had been employed by her mas-
ters as a soothsayer,
and when they realized that their hope
of gain was gone, they caught Paul and
Silas and took them  before the rulers,
charging that they were Jews, a detriment to
the city, and were teaching unlawfal cus-
toms. The populace rose against them,
their clothes were torn from them, they
were scourged and beaten, thrust into the
innermost dungeon of the dark Roman
prison, and their feet made fast in the
stocks. At midnight Paul and Silas prayed
and sang praises unto God, and all those
within the prison walls heard them. Sud-
denly there was a great earthqnake, the
very foundations of the prison were
shaken, al! the doors flew open, and every
one’s bands were loosened. The jailer,
awaking from his sleep and discovering
the doors of the prison open, drew his
sword and would have committed suicide,
thinking the prisoners had escaped, had he
not been constrained by Paul, who called
to him ia a loud voice, saying : * Do thy-
self no harm, for we are all here.” When
the jailer procured a light he came trem-
bling to Paul and Silas, and falling before
them, said, in the language of the text,
“Sirs, what must I do to be saved?” Paul
answered him, saying:

“BELIEVE IN THE LORD JESUS CHRIST.”
The soul without Christ is in a lost eondi-
tion. Lost means gone, dead, neve rmore,
remorse. It has reference to the soul, in
regard to the future world. Lost is a fear-
ful word. We know what it is when
spoken of the man who plows the billowy
deep, and when applied to the soul how
deep and mighty is that word. A man is
lost who is blind in regard to the things of
God, who is traveling on the wrong road.
How many here to-night are in the king's
highway, the way to eternal Lhappiness, or
on the road to eternal death ? It is hard to
get people to realize that their soul is in
this condition toward God. Jesus came
into the world to seek and save what is
lost. 'What shall it profit a man if he gain
the whole world and lose his own soul?
Jesus through those three years of suffering
was seeking your salvation. He loved us
when we were sirners. If you desire to
know the value of your soul, read the New
Testament. The jailer referred to realized
the value of his soul when he cried, ** What
must I do to be saved ?”  You must realize
that you are lost, that vou are blind. that
you are on the wrong road, traveling in by
and unbidden paths. Have you not real-
ized that fact in the last few days, during
the holding of these meetings, that

YOU ARE WANDERING FROM GOD,
That you are lost, that you have a soul to
save? Have vou not repeatedly asked
yourself, ** What shall I do to be saved?”
To all such, like Paul of old, we say to you,
believe in Christ and right your ways as
best you can. It will be remembered that
the Roman jailer washed and anointed
the lacerated backs of Paul and Silas, and
made amends for their cruel treatment to
the extent that laid within his power.
The minister said he did not think much
of a man who will not seek to right the
wrongs that he has done. Zaccheus of old
said: * One-half of my property will I
give to the poor, and to those I have
cheated I will pay four-fold.” What shall
I do to be saved ? is a question that is sorely
troubling your hearts. Why don’t You come
to Jesus? You are like a ship at anchor.
You are tied down to some besetting sin.
You must weigh anchor, tear yourself from
your sins and come to Christ, if youn
would save your soul ; no matter if it is
like the taking out of an eve or the cutttng
off of your right arm. We must give up
all our sins. This amusement and that en-
joyment you must give up and seek the
Lord, We must be willing to do just what
Christ directs. If we love Jesus Christ,
how easy is it for us to obey him? Seck
Christ and you get
THE FORGIVENESS OF ALL YOUR SINS,

If some of thesins of some of this andience
were written upon the walls of this church
we could not get them to come in here
for all the wealth that is in yonder vaults
of the State treasury. No matter how dark
your sins, God can and will forgive them.
If you could go out of this church to-night,
feeling within your hearts that all your
past sins were obliterated, oh ! how happy
you would be. That happiness is within
yourreach. Oh! why longer delay. Christ
will give you power to overcome your sins,
and you will gain eternal life. Those pre-
cious gifts are given to those whose souls
are saved, and He will also give you
strength to bear the trials of life. The be-
ginnings of that which is to bring about
the grandest results are always the most
difficult and severe. So in regard to sin.
It is hard at first to give it up. One by one

By this table we find that the average
anual temperature at Colfax for five years
was 59.6 or lacking less than 19 of
being equally as high as Los Angeles,
while the lowest point touched by the ther-
mometer in five years was once 26° above
zero and the next, lowest 28°. And these
observations, remember, were taken in the
village of Colfax, where it is no uncommon
thing for the thermometer to fall from 2°to
4° lower than it dces upon the adjacent
ridges and table lands upon which ail of
our fruitculturists are setting their vines
and trees at the present time. Again, com-
paring the mean temperature for six
months commencing with March, we find
that Colfax averages just the same as Los
Angeles.

Now does not this prove, if the ther-
mometer is to be the test, that our foothill
lands, even to an altitude of 2400 feet, are
justas much the natural home of the
citrus fruits as the average land in south-
ern California. I respectfully submit that
it does. And if our people and press wili
be equally as public spirited in proclaim-
ing these facts as the people and press of
the southern part of our State have been,
I firmly believe that we can and shall see
in the very near future, our foothills of
the Sierras teeming with a prosperous peo-
ple, giving a new impulse and life to every
department of trade and commerce.

One more comparison I wish to make,
although I am reminded that comparisons
are odious, and that is this: In most all of
the settled portions of the southern part of
our State the cultivation of the soil is im-
possible without irrigation. And it is con-
ceded that in most cases and places the
limit of supply is already reached, and the
cost enters into the calculation of profits
very largely, while in our foothiils, from
an altitude of 1,800 to 2400 feet, the aver-
age rainfall for five years has been 46.28
inches, and no irrigation whatever is
needed. Thanking you for your endeavors
to attract attention to the merits of our
foothills in the past, and trustirg that these
tables of observations may be of service to
you in the future, I am yours for northern
Caiifornia, G. O. HAYFORD.
