$2,000 per annum, payvable yearly in ad-
vance. No election can be Leld until next
October. The proposed Prohibition paper
has been abandoned.

Repwoon, February 2d.—The motion to
raise the liquor license in this county to
350 per quarter was defeated at a meeting
ot the Board of Supervisors to-day, by a
voto of 3 to 2. The license is now $15 per
quarter.
