A physician was summoned, who
found that hi- left arm was broken, his hip
badly bruised, but not broken, and his in-
sensibility showed severe concussion ofthe
brain, and. it was believed, a fracture of the
base of ihe skull. He was made as com-
fortable as possible, but of course very lit-
tle could be done for him. His father, S.

a gentleman who formerly

lived in Sacramento, but now re-ides in
Oakland, and who is well known along the
lines of railroad, he having had superin-
tendence of the railroad company's work of
painting bridges, buildings, etc.', for many

—arrived on the noon train in re-
sponse tn a dispatch announcing the acci-
dent. The young man's room was found
locked and bolted on the inside, but en-
trance was gained through the transom.
The indications these were that be bad been
in bed, but was taken sick, and raised the
window to vomit outside. Keaching over
Mo far, he lost his balance and fell. Early
last evening he regained consciousness, and
explained that the above supposition was
correct as to how the accident occurred.
There is not much hope expressed by the
physicians that he willsurvive the terrible
shock his system, and especially his brain,
has sustained. At a late hour fast night lie
was reported to be delirious, though ration-
al at times.
