A HOWLING MOB

IX POSSESSION OF THE STREETS
OF LONPON,

Enraged Masses of Starving Work-
men—The Police Brushed
Aside Like Flies.

{SPECIAL BY TELEGRAPH TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

Loxpox, Febrnary 8th.—The starving
mechanics of London to-day held a mass
meeting in Trafalgar Square around the
Nelson Monument, and it resulted in a
riot. The proceedings were opened with
the assemblage of 10,000 men. The police
were present in large numbers. They at once
saw that the Socialistic element of London
greatly predominated in the crowd, which
was also managed by well-known Social-
ists, and used extraordinary vigilance to
preserve peace at all hazards. Conspicuons
among the leaders of the multitude was
Burns, who ran as Socialistic candidate in
Nottingham in the recent election. He
sneered at the police, and acted generally
as if he wished to bring about a conflict
between the police and the people. Finally
he ascended the pedestal of the Nelson col-
umn for the purpose of delivering a
harangue. He was well aware that this act
would not be tolerated, and the police po-
litely ordered him to get down. TPhis he
refused to do, appealing to the crowd to re-
sist interference with popular rights. The
officers, however, were determined, and
pushed their way through the excited and
resisting mass and by torce removed Burns
from the pedestal. By this time the crowd
had vastly angmented, and the streets adja-
cent were packed with surging mobs.
A STRUGGLE WITH THE MOB,

A stir in the elevated spot where the Burns
incident took place was easily perceptible
over almost the entire area covered by the
concourse, and the sight of the helmets and
the uniforms in the struggle was accepted
as visible proof of the commencement of
the fight against the law. The intelligence
was responded to with a general and fear-
ful how! and an attempted rush from all
directions to the point of interest. Burns
had now been removed some distance from
the position which he had attempted to oc-
cupy, but he became emboldened by the
cries of the throngs and made a desperate
effort to recover his lost ground. He was
so effectively helped by the mob that the
officers on the spot were brushed out ot the
way and the orator was soon pressed up
against the monument. He quickly reas-
cended the pedestal, accompanied by a
number of other Socialist leaders. Burns
bore a red flag and he waved it to the as-
semblage as a signal of his triumph over
the anthorities. He was greeted with deaf-
ening shouts, raised again and again.
Burns now leisurely finished his address,
after which the police succeeded in driving
the crowd from the Square. After thewr
ejection neither Burns nor any of his col-
leagues made any further at empts to get

THE

SION OF THE STREETS.

They at once left the street, and pro-
ceeded to the wall of the National Gallery.
They mounted this wall, pointed to the
doors and windows and bitterly denounced
the inmates. This looked like an attempt
to set the mob on the building. The mob
was excited, but not up to the point of vio-
lence yet. Burns and his colleagues, see-
ing this, vacated the National Gallery wall
and proceeded to the Carleton Club, where
they repeated their tactics. By this time
the mob was tremendous in numbers and
verging to desperation. The stories of
what the police had said and done at the
Nelson column had been circulated from
mouth to mouth, and exaggerated with
every repetition, unti! the erowd were con-
vinced that the authorities had actually
dared them to the conflict, and such fire
as was ready - for ignition, and within
touching distance was inflamed by the
speeches delivered on Carleton Club steps.
The mob was split wp into divisions by the
police from Talfalgar Square, to get nearer
the occupants at the club-houses, and the
various divisions started off hooting, howl-
ing and challenging the authorities. The
invaded streets were at oncs abandoned to
the rioters, who, finding themselves no
longer opposed, vented their ill-will against
well-housed people and against the clubs
by stoning the dwellings and the club-
houses along the way.

On its way to Hyde Park the front of the
mob made an effort to enter the War Office,
but turned away when the sentinel at the
entrance confronted the intruders with his
bayonet. Conspicuous among the build-
attacked by the mob were those ocen-
pied by the Devonshire Club and that occu-
pied as a residence by Arnold Morley, the
newly-appointed Patronage Secretary. The
police along the route to Hyvde Park were
brushed out of the way by the rioters as so
many men of straw, and many of the ofii-
cers were terribly whipped for their inter-
ference.

That part of the Trafalgar Square mob
which went to Hyde Park was composed
of the hordes which had filled up Cockspur
street, Pall Mall and St. James street, when
the Cariton Club was attacked.

COURSE OF THE MOB.

This long-drawn-out throng bent at Re-
gent street, which begins at Pall Mall,
about half-way between Nelson's monu-
ment and St. James street, and moved
northward through Regent street to Picca-
dilly, a quarter of a mile away, and passing
around Regent’s Circus went north again
through Regent strect half a mile to Ox-
ford Circus. The rioters turned here to the
left, and went west down Oxford street to
Hyde Park, three-quarters of a mile. This
route was undoubtedly chosen by the lead-
ers for the purpose of keeping ‘the crowd

on safe ground, as they would be
on the north side of the park. If the mob
had gone along St. James street to Pica-

dilly, and thence to Park Lane, it might
run too near the barracks on the south side
of the park. It was that part of the mob,
which was drawn east through St. James
street to Regent, that attempted to enter
the War Office, opposite St. James Square,
but which was seared away.
JOHN BRIGHT'S OLD IHOME INVADED.

Arnold Morley's residence is in the
Piccadilly portion of this route. The house
was formerly occupied by John Brignt,
and was well known to many of the mob.

When the rioters approached the house
Morley was in. He loudly called for help,
and a number of policemen for a moment
stood in the way of the men, but
finally they were swept aside like chaff,
and a host of desperate men rushed up
Morley's steps. He had locked and bar-
ricaded the door, but it was burst open and
the house overrun, despite his frantic
sereams and protests. When the invaders
went away they left scarcely a sound pane
of glass in the building.” A very great
number of other private houses along the
mob’s route fared much worse than did
John Bright's old home. The Devonshire
Club’s house had been previously attacked
in St. James street. The attack upon the
building took place at the very beginning
of the riot, and was very savage.
A BREAK FOR FOOD.

Hatc ett’s Hotel is a large, well-known
hostelry at Nos. 67 and 68 Piccadilly.
When the mob passed this locality, many
of the rank and file, who were hungry,
made 2 rush for the hotel. They had it

in their possession in a moment, and
saeked it of food and drink, and left the
building badly wrecked. As the men were
leaving the hotel they saw a carriage
which was pressed up against tke curb by
the passing procession, and abandened by
its frightened occupants. It was seized,
and in an instant broken up, and the
wheel spokes, shafts and other good pieces
carried away for clubs. The Turf Club's
house, being in Piccadilly, presented a
temptation to the rioters as they passed by,
and they smashed all its front doors and
windows with stones. All along Regent
and Oxford streets, between Piccadilly and
Hyde Park, houses were attacked indis-
crinvinately, and their windows smashed.

A FIGHT AMONG THEMSELVES.

After Burns Lad been driven away from
the Nelson monument by the police, and
had spoken from the National Gallery wall
and Carleton Club steps, a savage fight took
place between his adherents, the Socialists,

and the anti-Socialists. The battle
raged for some time, but the So-
cialists proved victorious, and lifted

Burns to their shoulders and bore him
aloft to Regent street, where with him they
succeeded 1n bending the crowd towards
Hyde Park, Burns leading the whole way.

At the park, when the mob had all collect-
ed, Burns again addressed them. This

i

speech was even more violent than the
others. His mode and language were ex-
citing, and the whole address was calcuy
lated to set the crowd loose upon the town.
Burns was followed by several other Social-
istic speakers, all of whom aid all in their
power to stir up strife. i 3
MORE VANDALISM.

When the speaking was over the mob
broke up into sections. The main body
went back east along Oxford street again.
The affrighted residents along this thor-
oughfare had not yet recovered from their
panic, and the mob had the street to

themselves. They smashed every
sound window they noticed, and the
wine shops were = broken into, and
contents distributed freely to whoeyer

wished to drink. The beer saloons were
similarily treated. The tailor shops were
broken into and clothes and rolis of cloth
thrown out into the street, to be taken by
those strongest in the fight which resulted.
Every person met who looked like a for-
elgner was stoned or beaten from the street,
Scores of times the policemen attempted to
save assailed property and make arrests,
but were every time beaten and compelled
to surrender their prisoners,
IN TRAFALGAR SQUARE.

In the meantime several thousand row-
dies remained in Trafalgar Square, occu-
pying the time in daring the police to
come, and making rushes at the Con-
stables and other obnoxious persons. In

one of these rushes themob overthrew two
heavy granite quarters. These fell across
Charing Cross, and blocked trafiic to and
from the Charing Cross railway station.
The police made seyeral most desperate
exertions to clear away the obstruction, but
were easily resisted every time by the mob.
The mob held their ground so well at Tra-
falgar Square that, until they voluntarily
abandoned the scene, the enfire power of
the police proved insufficient to clear a way

THE CROWDS DISPERSE.

At midnight the police reports concur:ed
in stating that never before in the present
generation has such a disturbance occurred
in London with so little loss of blood.
Some oflicials declare that upwards of 50,-
000 men must have been rioting for at
least six hours, with absolute possession
of every thoroughfare they chose to in-
vade, yet mno life reported taken.
Had the police been strong enough to at-
tack the mob at any point, there might
have been terrible records of bloodshed,
but at midnight evervthing is pretty much
as it was during the day, and the whole
thing appears to have beén a sort of nicht-
mare. While it lasted the city was thor-
oughly excited, but the mob was essen-
tially English.

According to later esti-
mates, 15,000 persons were engaged in the
Trafaigar Square demonstration, two-thirds
of the crowd being bona-fide unemploved
workingmen, the remainder Socialists.
