LAW-BREAKING AND MERCY.
The Rfdding TndependoU holds that

common bomanity demands tome con-
-ii'enition for an entire commonity, here-
tofore law-abiding and upright, that sud-
<ii nly rises up ar.<i seeks t;> rid itself of an
evil by forcibly and unlawfully driving it
out, as :u Seattle. The / \u25a0•',.\u25a0\u25a0\u25a0,/. \u25a0</ insists
that condemnation ofthe people ofthat cityj
who arc now being arrested by the mili-
tary, should be tempered with mercy, for
their cause of the collisionbetween the citi-
cent and their soldiery was deeper than ap-
peared uiK.n the surface of the conflict.
The I'liK-ral Government bad neglected
the }' titionsand appeal* fox many yean;
:it last, partial relief was afibeded, bni
(hf meana for its accomplishment proved
weak and were often abortive. Tliepeo-
ple then arose and attempted, violently
and unlawfully, to do that which the law
should have done. This \vu> wrong and
blameworthy, but it:it the s:une time testi-
fied to error and neglect on tlie part of
the Federal Government, andjnat so Ear as
this neglect ma provocative of the out-
break,jast totbai extent should the peo-
ple of Seattle Ik? mercifullyjudged. Thi.s
is the pith of the htdeptndenti argument.
and without one whit excusing the
\u25a0eta of tin- Seattle people, we con-
Kbsb thai there i.- some force in it.
The distinction between rebellion and
revolution is success. The sentiment
of the people of the Pacific coast is, just
ao far ;i~ sentimeni caa effect revolution,
revolutionary —

that is, it demands a
change in a mndameotaJ policy of our
Government. If that sentiment were
backed by sufficient farce to compel obedi-
ence, it won!,! he revolution accomplished
and patriotism. Urn while all this may
be said to mitigate the punishment thai
should follow all law -breaking-, it canttOl
in the slightest degree be, defensive of the
violence invoked at Seattle, Tint must
meet the condemnation, not only of the
law, but of all who believe that in the ob-
aervaaeeof the law is bond the only se-
curity for life and property. A good deal
is being said just now by way of excuse
for violence toward the Chinese, but it is
all in the line of bad policy. The worst
thing that caa happen i. that whichmakes
the Chinese martyrs, and violence has pre-
<i>c!v that effect The press may plead for
\u25a0Mtcifal jadgaaent of law-breakers, for
that is a human tight never to lie denied ;
liutit should not e.\<ni v it to such an ex-
t.-nt :l-to emaOUiaae any infraction of the
law. Our laws are the expnased will of
the governed, and there is but one way to

modify or repeal them. That one method
mast be pursued. When there is depart-
ure from it, we endanger the liberties we
enjoy nnu assail the safeguards of every
security that hedges in Americaa citizen-
ship ami frei pjvcrnnii'i.t.

The Anti-Chinese Crusade.

Tr.rrKEE. February 13th.— The grandest
(leninnstratiun ever witnessed on the sum-
mit of tlie Sierras was the anti-Chinese
jubilee of to-night. Truekee eclipsed her-
self. Mammoth bonfires blazed on the hill-
tops and in the streets, dwellings and bu.-i-
--aeai taraseswerematrnineentryUlamisated,
fireworks blazed forth from every portion \u25a0

of the town, and tiOO men paraded the
streets with touches, transparencies and
banners. Many illuminations were elab-
orate, expressive and artistic, and the una-
nimity of sentiment manifested was elo-
quent witness of the success of the Truckee
method. Sisson, Crocker .t Co. and Kile
Ellen, 'be recently boycotted linns, illum-
inated their intaliflaliininlu brilliantly,and
iiu:ihtoUs transparencies lauded the local
Leaden and local methods, iSoca, Prosser
Creek, Cuba. Clinton and all the surround-
ing towns of the Truckee basin were pres-
ent in force. Not v drunken %r disorderly
man was visible on the streets. The pro-
ceedings of the San Jose Convention were
ratified with cheer after cheer. Announce-
ments were aiade ofthe rescinding ofevery
1hinese contract is this region, and every
one of the 7<h> Chinamen employed in De-
i ember are idle and destitute. The Chinese
merchants have appealed to the citizens for
aid for the goffering unemployed China-
men. Many are represented as being pen-
niless and lacking food. The citizens raised
a purse of $600 and ordered cars. The
i '.liiuuncn agreed to £0, but last night Col- |
.ml Bee telegraphed them not to go until
they are compelled to. Some of the China-
men concluded to Stay, and all negotiations
are now cm U\1 and all charities ore with-
held. The most stringent boycott against
the Chinese prevails, no white man being
allowed to buy from, sell to or deal with
them. Poverty and destitution arc forcing
them away, and thirty-three left last night.

A good efiect, it is s.iid. is already observa-
ble, as they are leaving here at the rate of
twoorthree per day.

THE HEUO'S IIFMAISS DEPOS- j
ITED IN THE TOMB.

Lcavius the Island—Services in

The roaring of steam whistles and
the occasional distant fog-bell were the
only evidences of its nearness to a great
city. The military colony was astir at an
early hour.
