Practi-
cally, the Central and Southern Pacific
have got the Union Pacific into a corner,
and that company will have to depend
hereafter almost entirely upon its local
busir The way in which the Union
Pacific -was put into this hole shows re-
markable talent on the part of the home
companies, and explains many things
heretofore rather hard to figure out. In
1375 the Central Pacific found out unless
they did something to head off opposition,
the Union Pacific would control the trans-
continental trade. So they built he South

ic, borrowing money from all

ern Ps
sides to do the work, and when it was done
they were able to say to the Union Pacific:
“ Gentlemen, we don’t like your terms:
change them, or goods will go by the
Southern Pacific.” The Union Pacific peo-
ple were powerless to revolt, for if they cut
rates, the Central would raise rates over
their end to meet the cot and leave the
Southern Pacific master of the situation.
The building of the other southern roads,
largely aided by the Southern Pacific—at
one time it owned control of the A. and P.
—still further taxed the Union Pacific, tili
now they are entirely defenseless, and for
more than a year the U. P. has not carried
10 per cent. of the transcontinental freight,
while the Sunset route hauled over 75 per
cent. The freeze-out of the Nebraska cor-
poration is of course beneficial to this State,
where all the Central and Southern inter-
ests are centered, and it has enabled the
home companies to reduce rates and keep
wages in the face of a falling off in business
consequent on the building of new roads.

RaiLroap Tax Suvirs — StipvLaTION
FiLep.—The famous stipulation between
Attorney-General Marshall and the railroad
companies, about which so much has been
said and written, was filed late Friday even-
ing in the United States Cirenit Court at
San Francisco. It is signed by Creed Hay-
mond on behalf of all the counsel for the
railroads, and by the Attorney-General for
the State. In substance the stipulation
provides that all thesixty-two tax cases are
to abide the decision rendered in the San
Bernardino case; and in case the Court
should decide that the San Bernpardino case
was on a consent judgment, and not appeal-
able, then the judgments in the other sixty-
two cases are to be set aside, and the cases
placed just where they were before, for
trial.
