The Felton and ilenley Restrietion Bills.
WasHisgTox, February 17th.——There has
been some talk as to the difference be-
tween the Chinese bills introduced in the
House by Representatives Felton and Hen-
ley. Representative McKenna, who has
been examining both bills, says that the
points of difierence are not so great as sup-
posed. Henley's bill abrogates the treaty
immediately on its passage, and Felton's on
notice to the Chinese Empire by the Gov-
ernment. Henley admits into the country
diplomats and their household and body
servants. Felton’s also includes students
for public colleges, The certificate of the
diplomat provided for in Henley's bill has
the defects of that of the first Restriction
Act. Felton's certificate clause has the de-
fects of Morrew's bill. This defect in
Henley's certificate clause is of no im-
portance, as it can hardly be abused.
The *“ Chinese in Transit” Question.
WasHiNeToN, February 17th.— Repre-
sentative Morrow had an interview with
Assistant Secretary of State Porter to-day,
with reference to preventing the entrance
of Chinese *“in transit” into the United
States. Porter has nothing to do with
matter directly, but Morrow believes if
State Department will inform the Treasury
Department that there is nothing in the
treaty to prohibit the exclusion of Chinese
who pretend to be in transit, the Treasury
Department will issue regulations exclud-
ing them. He is working to_this end.
The California Marshalship Squabble.
Wasnixaroy, Pebruary 17th.—The gossip
about the appointment of Franks as Mar-
shal has not yet died out at the capital.
Following the announcement of a rupture
between Field and the President on this
account, comes an iuteresting story. There
seems to be no doubt that the President had
made. up s mind to appoint Maynard,
and that gentleman, being aware of the
fact, told a correspondent here, who made
a positive statement in his dispatches to a
San Francisco paper. Immediately upon
the publication of the facts, a siream of
protests were telegraphed overland from all
over the State. These telegrams caused
Cleveland to abandon Maynard and appoint
Franks. When Judge Field and Maynard
ascertained the reason why the latter had
been so summarily dropped, there was
blood on the face of the moon. It was
known that Jesse D. Carr had been Franks’
backer, and it was charged that he had
used the correspondent to prematurely tele-
graph the fact of Maynard's appointment,
in order to secure the forwarding of tele-
graphic protests from California that would
defeat Maynard. Carr was in Chicago when
he heard of these charges, and he hurried
back to Washington to confront his ac-
cusers. He procured ietters from the cor-
respondent denying that Carr had asked
that the news that Maynard would be ap-
pointed be telegraphed, and saying that
Mr. Mayna:d himself gave the news. This
letter Carr showed to Field, and Le would
have shown it to Maynard had that gentle-
man called upon him when invited to do
s0 by Uncle Jesse. Maynard left for home
night before last. Mr. Carr goes home Fri-
day. He leaves here with the reputation of
being one of the shrewdest politicians Cali-
fornia possesses.
Slim Chaunces for Success.
WasnineToN, February 17th.—The ac-
tion of the Committee of Public Buildings
and Grounds, in recommending an appro-
priation of $350,000 for the purchase of a
site for the San Francisce Postoffice, will
exhaust the quota of money assigned to
California, and the bills for pablic build-
ings in Stockton and Los Angeles will
stand but a poor show of getting a tavor-
able report from the committes, Mark-
ham and Louttit wiil do their best, how-
ever, to secure some action in the matter,
but their chances of success are slim.

The Silver Questis:,
Wasuingrox, February 17th.—The Com-
mittee om Coinage, Weizhts and Measures
last Saturday agreed to report adversely the
Bland bill for the unhmited coinage of
silver, and to-day it laid on the table a mo-
tion made by Mr. Felton to report adversely
a bill for the suspension of the silver coin-
age. The motion to lay on the table was
adopted by a vote of 7 to 5, Hamphill, Scott,
Rockwell, Seymour, Norwood, James and
Little voting in the affirmative, and Bland,
Lanham, Felton, McCreery and Fuller in
the negative. The friends of suspension
have two majority in the committee on the
naked proposition, but this does not repre-
sent the actual views of the committee.
Several of the gentlemen who voted for the
motion to table the motion to make an ad-
verse report wish the coinage to continue,
if some compromise measure can be agreed
upon. The committee is aware that the
House will never consent to a suspension
of the coinage, and their efforts hereafter
will be directed to agree upon some sort of
a compromise bill.

Hearing Views on the Siiver Question.

WasniNGTon, February 17th.—The House
Committee on Coinage, Weights and Meas-
ures to-day heard Dexter Y. Hawkins, of
New York, in opposition to the suspension
of silver coinage. Hawkins was delegated
by the Anti-Monopoly League of New
York to present the views of that organiza-
tion to the committee. His statement was
an elaboration of the views expressed in
the anti-monopolists’ meeting 1n a New
York hotel about a month ago.

Adverse Report om Postal
Lines.
Wasnixerox, February 17th.—The sub-
committee of the House Committee on
Postoffices and Post Roads, having charge
of the postal telegraph quesdion, have
agreed (o report adversely to the full com-
mittee on ail propositions for the building
or purchase of telegraph lines by the Gov-
ernment. It will recommend additional
legislation regarding the transmission of
telegrams over iines opened by land grants
or subsidizod railroads. ;

National Woman Suflrage Association.

WasmixgroN, February 17th. — The
ei}:hwvn:!: annual Washington Convention
of the National Woman Suffrage Associa-
tion began this morning, and seventeen
States and Territories were represented.
There was a large attendance, and much
interest manifested. To-day’s sessions were
presided over by Susan B. Anthony, who,
on taking the chair, announced that the
President, Elizabeth Cady Stanton. was ill
at her home, and would not be able to at-
tend the Convention. Elizabeth Cady
Stanton was re-elected President, and Susan
B. Anthony, Matilda Joslyn Gage and
Phebe W. Cousins, Vice-Presidents at
large for the ensuing vear. At the evening
session, a paper on ** Woman’s Suffrage and
the Labor Question ™ was read by Clara B.
Colby, of Nebraska. Rev. Rush B. Ship-

ii read a paper on “ The Advance of
Woman,” and was followed by Ada C.
Sweet, of Chicago, in an address on
“ Woman's Work.” Adjourned until to-
morrow.

Republiean Sena‘orial Caucus.

WasnaiNcTon, February 17th. — About
twenty Republican Senators met in cauncus
this morning. Edmundssubmitted a reso-
lution for the Judiciary Committee, em-
bodying the views of the Republican mem-
bers respecting the rights of the Senate to
information from the heads of executive
departments.

WasHixgToN, February 17th.—The Chair
laid before the Senate a letter from the Sec-
retary of the Treasury, transmitting addi-
tional information ss to the accounts of
Alfred B. Meacham, late Superintendent of
Indian Affairs in Oregon.

Hoar introduced a bill providing for the
erection of a suitable monument at Wash-
ington to General Grant, and the bill appro-
priates $150,000 for the purpose indicated,
and provides for a Commission of three
Senators and three members of the House
of Representatives to contract forthe mon-
ument. g

Logan suggested to Hoarthat the amount
of the appropriation be increased to $250,-
000. He did not think an appropriate mon-
ument could be secured for $150,000. By
unznimous consent, Hoar increased the
amount accordingly, and the bill was re-
ferred to the Committee on Library.

The Senate then proceeded to the con-
sideration of bills on the calendar.

In the morning hour Peterson, on behalf
of the Committee on Postroads and Post-
offices, cilled up, and the House passed, the
bill to make aliowances for clerk hire to
Postmasters of first and second-class post-
offices, to cover the cost of clerical Tabor in
the money order business,

Cobb, on behalf of the Committee on
’ublic Lands, called up the bill forfeiting
the Atlantic and Pacitic land grant. The
bill forfeits land adjacent to uncompleted
portions of the road.

McRae offered as a substitute the bill of
the minority of the committee forfeiting
the entire land grant.

Pending discussion the morning hour ex-
pired and the House went into Committee
of the Whole on the Fiiz John Porter biil.

Laird of Nebraska deliverel a carefully-
prepared argument in support of the bill,
maintaining that Porter was innocent of
any disloyalty, either to Pope or to his
country, and declaring that Porter's ene-
mies had created mountains of disobedience
out of mole hills of discretion, and that the
trial and conviction of Porter had been a
farce.

After some further debate, the committee
rose, and the House adjourned.

Viewing Both Sides ot the Mongolian
Question and Its Agitation.

E£ps. Recorp Uxton: I notice your ex-
cerpts and editorial remarks in this morn-
ing's paper upon the above topic, under the
heading “ A Serious Phase of the Chinese
Quastion.” Your observations are sensible
(as, of course, an editor’s always are), vet
at the same time it must be borne in mind
that dangerous diseases require stern treat-
ment—whisky to the snake bite, knife to
the cancer, saw to the mortifying limb—
and that somebody must be hurt more or
less. Talk about it, write about it, speech-
ify about it, * resolute” abont it, u'nd vet
after all it is the old question—capiial vs.
labor, the hirer vs. the wage-worker. And
so it will be. True you may say not en-
tirely so, but it is only the employer who
would keep the Chinese here. If a vote
could be taken to-day by the employers
and white employes, ninety-nine one-
hundredibs of the ballots to retain
“the little brown men would
come from the former class. Of course
there are two sides to this question. And
one great cause of the present agitation is
that many employes of Chinese labor, in
factories especially, are awakening to the
fact that it is only a question of time when
the Chinaman will be the manufacturer on

the coast. Their own seif-interest is i]l
Jjeopardy. Perhaps it is well so. The agri-
cultural and horticultural man is not so

deeply touched as yet. Consequently, he
comes down from Tehama and Butte and
Vacaville, * cool-headed,” etc., for himself.
And he is right—and wrong. Right, in say-
ing that all the Chinese canunot be dis-
pensed with at once; that not every man
can go out and pick and pack jruii; he
must learn how to do it. Right, in saying
that there is not availabie a sufficient num-
ber of skilled laborers to take care ¢f the
crop this year. But the
will take eizht years t i
is absurd and unreasonable to an unpreju-
diced and disinterested mind.

But if the majority of “ cocl-headed ”
agricultnral and hoerticultural men nave
their way it will tnke eighteen times cight
years to do it. They prefer to employ
Chinese labor so long as they can get it
They may protest otherwise, but * the
proof of the pudding is in the eating.” It
is more money in their pockets, and they
wili do it so long as nothing is said or
done to prevent it. That's the long and
short of it. As you observe, white people
do not want to labor at the same basket
with a Chinaman, They feel degraded by
it, and, in one sense, no one can blame
them. The e, * All honest labor is
honorable” ¢ meets a pretty tight
squeeze. Again, the employers of whie
labor do not treat luborer as he is
treated in the East he must sleep
out, anywhere—go with a “*gang.” and
be **driven” mere than
there. his employer cares
nothing for him, more than for his horse

arising, of course, from the land system of
the State. But the employe is at fault, too,
to a certain extent. He is too particular
about the kind of a man for whom he la-
bors, what and how much he must do.
And if bis employer is a *“49er” and hap-
pens to say “d—n it” when the employe
makes a mistake, or don’t give him pie for
his dinner, he “ strikes” and leaves.
Now, Mr. Editor, say you *all thi
foreign to the topic and farfetched?” One
minute more; this I have observed gener-
ally and particularly : A young man came
up with me on the train Monday from Los

Angeles, bound esstward. He told me
that when he went out to hunt
werk, employers told him that they

preferred to ewmploy Chinese—* they were
more docile, faithful, ete.”” I could name
many other instances to sustain my ideas.
What I am comingtoisthis: You say
form

immigration societies to bring in
laborers. You are right. That step, com-
bined with * boycotting.” is the only

method that will ever rid this coust of
servile labor. Mark that! Dat when you
try to induce laborers to come here, tell
them beforehand just what (o expeet, so
that they will not be disappointed when
they come. Tell them that they will re-
ceive more pay and less social accommoda-
tions than in the East. Tell them that a
“ 49er”’ will swear sometimes. Tell them,
if they are not willing to work hard. to

stay at home. And so get good
“tiraber”” here. Then as to the other
side, the Chinese are _here and are en-
titled to the protection of the law.

Those who have leased for years ar. not
bound to give up their leases. Those Te-
hama and Butte men are not obliged to
employ white mien. But no white man is
obiired to buy or deal with any man,
Chisaman or white, unless he chooses to
do it. Thank God for that privilege. White
men who will, can say that they will not
deal with those Chinamen. White men
wio will, can say to these agricultural and
horticultural men, unless you show some
sympathy for the poor men of your own
race, by beginning this very season to give
employment to some of them (even at two
bits more per day for the same work), and
indicate that, as fast as possible, you will
displace Chinese by white labor, we will
not deal with you. I suggest that the agri-
cuitural and horticultural men of Tehama,
Buatte, Yolo, Solano and other counties,
meet and form an anti-Chinese society for
this purpose; to dispense with Chinese
labor as fast as possible, and then prove
their words by their actions. Will they do
it? The Chinese are not to blame for be-
ing Lere nor for staying here, if public
opinion permits it. It is those who employ
and patronize them. And we are all
creatures of self-interest to a large extent.
The writer is neither an employer, nor an
employe of any kind of labor, but expects
to be sooner or later, and is now a citizen,
taxpayer and voter. Let “* the greatest good
to the greatest number ”’ be the motto, and
let the right prevail. WM. H:
