THE ENCAMPMENT.

IMMENSE GATHERING OF GRAND
ARMY VETERANS.

Synopsis of the First Day's Proceed-
ings—Election of Commander-

Woman's Relief Corps.

Yesterday witnessed the tirst day of the
Nineteenth Annual Encampment of the
Grand Army of the Republic. Department

|of California. The sessions are being held
at Odd Fellows' Tenip)e, aiul a very large
number of delegates fromallparts of the
State and the portion of the coast included
in this Department are present. The hails
are full of the honored veterans, and a finer

j looking body of men never graced the cap-
j ital city. This la a noticeable ioature of the
gathering, and one which is generally re-'
marked. Every train arriving here yester-
day brought additional delegations, and

] still more willarrive during to-day.
The first regular session of the Encamp-

iment was held in the afternoon, commene-
;ing at U o'clock. Department Commander
jR. 11. Warlield delivered an address o)

welcome, and made a brief statement oi
the year's work. He said the Department

; had prospered, and now numbers fifty-two
:Posts and :;.."><ki comrades. No Post had'

surrendered its charter and none had been
dropped nor suspended. He spoke of the

| coming event of the National Kn-
• oanmraent, at San Francisco, and said it
!would be the grandest gathering oi

Union soldiers since the review near
Washington at the close of the war.

j The last Kncampment reduced the per
capita tax -Uper cent., and the department
has been able to run on the income realized
the more easily this year on account of the
increase in profit from the sale of supplies.
For the coming administration, and in
view of the Kncampment, it is suggested as
•rise to increase the per capita to the old

j rate, viz :50 cents instead ot 40 cents, pay-
able 15 cents per capita the fh>t and second
quarters, and 10 cents per capita the third
and fourth quarters. The Woman's Relict< kjrpa lias been fraternally encouraged

:upon every appropriate occasion by the
IDepartment Commander and stall, and

comrades throughout the department are
\u25a0 beginning to acknowledge their valuable

services, and to desire their womanly and
sisterly co-operation. The Veterans' Home
has 150 inmates. More arc seeking admis-sion, bnt the funds of the Association are
Insufficient to provide for them, and there
is no hope ofpermanent and adequate snp-

iport for the many worthy veterans on this
! coast who need help of this kind, tare in

the bountiful care of the Federal Govern-
ment There are fully .">O,OOO ex-soldiers
west of the Rocky mountains, of whom

!about 51X1 are in need of this aid. As age
:comes on and immigrants arrive, the num-

ber willincrease. They are not natives ot
| the Pacific States. They come from all the
Iolder States, and as they were soldiers and

sailors of the I'nion army and navy, it is
eminently proper that the treasury of
the Union should provide for them. The

The report «,f the Committee on Man-
agement recites the full history by whichan appropriation of $28,000 was second
from the last Legislature to induce the
National Convention to meet in California
in 1886, Itrecites the organization of the
Committee of Management to prepare Car
the assembling of the National Encamp-
ment. Itconsists of Chairman Samuel \VBackus, J. W. Staples, Stuart Taylor, C.
Mason Kinne. A. T. Eggleston, Edward S.Salomon, I).M. Cashin, W. O. Gould John
Lynch, T. K. Noble, J. M. Davis, H. T.
Hobbcrt, Jerome Deasy. W. H. Holmes
K. E.lloughton, S. J.Corbett. R. H. Orton
Horace Wilson, C. W. Beach, G. H. Stevens,
W.B.Hooper. J. T. Cutting, L. L.Dorr
Charles E. WOson and W. 11. Wharlf.

The report gives a long list of sub com-
mittees appointed to aid in the work, '2i in
all, with a membership of about 200. It
recites also the steps taken to secure low
transportation rates. It asks that $50,000
be raised tosupplement the legislative fund.
Itconcludes with a few details as to the
place of meeting in San Francisco and the
work before the committee.

The Inspector's report shows 07 Posts.
with 3,816 members, in the Department of
California—a gain of 1,007 members in a
year. There are 'J Posts uniformed and
equipped; 20 Posts own their muskets;
nearly allPosts pay sick beneiits; for char-
itable purposes in the past nine months
there was disbursed $2,:j"3 fiO. and therewas in the relief fund of 3$ Posts $2,<J71 51
September 30th.

The Judge Advocate's report is brief, and
not ofpublic importance. Only one appeal
was referred to him. The records of three
Courts-martial were referred to him in the
year, tor examination as to regularity.

The Chaplain's report relates wholly to
matters regarding records of deaths, Mem-
orial Day observances, and a social visit to
the Veterans' Home.

The object of prime interest in connec-
tion withthe Encampment, and upon which
all interest centers, is the election of Com-
mander. According to the rules, the elec-
tion ofofficers should take place on the last
day of the Encampment, but this ia not al-
ways done. It is quite probable that the
election ofCommander will be reached to-
day. The candidates are Stuart M.Taylor,
\V. R. Smedberg, W. H. L.Karnes and J.
H. Harbour, ofSan Jose. Governor Stone-man is also very strongly talked of by
a portion of the delegates. The center
of the contest last evening was between
Taylor and Smedberg, withso strong par-
tisans and ranks for each that the prospect
may be said to be in favor of some other
candidate, or perhaps a dark horse. Gen.
Barnes has some warm supporters, and his
friends claim he is surely the growing man.
The San Jose and Santa Cruz delegates are
a unity for Barbour, and when they find
he cannot get it, will sit by and
watch to see who they prefer to have
the honors, for the balance of power
is conceded to rest with them. The strong
probability is that they will, ifBarbour
tails to come to the front, finally turn their
support to Governor StonemanJ The entire
contest ia \u25a0 warm one, and is waged with
almost as much zeal and determination as
the veterans evinced in the field twenty odd
years ago.

There are numerous candidates for the
other positions to be tillet), but the efforts
for success in these is entirely lost to sight
in the contest over the Commander.

Tickets have been furnished the presiding
officers, but ifany delegates have failed to
receive them, they willbe admitted on ap-
plication, the ticket being rather the form
ofcompliment than an absolute essential.
While at the ArtGallery the guests willbe
permitted to visit the* School of Design
rooms, the finest art school rooms, by the
way, on tbe continent.

To-morrow night the local Posts give a
banquet to the visitors at ArmoryHall. It

THE WOODLAND HOMICIDE.

rOXTIXUATIONOF TESTIMONY BE-
FORE JUDGE RUGGLEji.

Further Evidence of Eye-witnesses—
Objections Overruled—Excep-

tions Taken.

[SPECIAL BY TELEGBAPH TO THK RECORD-O'ION.J

Woodland. February 18th.— The prelim-
inary examination of Harlan and Barnes,
charged with the murder of E. L.Craft on
Sunday, February 7th, was resumed this
morning at 10 o'clock. The Court-room
was crowded withspectators.

The first witness called in continuation
of the testimony for the prosecution was
James J. Fiske. He said : Ireside at the
Byrns Hotel. Was present February 7th,
at 2 i.m., when the shooting took place.
Was standing at the north end of the office
counter, facing the east, or toward the
bootblack stand. Saw Craft and Prender-
gast on the bootblack stand, Craft in the
north or corner chair. Noah Meyer was
standing on my right. Heard some one
open the door; looked around and saw
Harlan enter, turn to the left suddenly and
tire at Craft. Saw Craft rising from the
chair when Istarted to go back of the
counter. Heard other shots. Turned side-
ways. Saw Craft running by, thrusting
his hand intohis coat or back pocket. His
hand came out of the pocket with a pistol
init. After Craft fell Harlan walked past
me to where Craft l.ad fallen. 1 was stand-
ing at the south end of the counter, by thehotel register, when Harian stood over
(.'raft. As he lay turned upon bis back,
motionless, Harlan stooped and shot him'
in the head. Saw no motion of Craft's
body alter he fell.

Noah Meyer testilid:Was present at theshooting, standing to the right of preceding
witness. His testimony was a 'complete
corroboratiou of that of Fiske. Saw Har-
lan the time the first shot was tired. Was
four feet from Craft. The witness ran for
the wash-room for personal safety. Heard
fouror five shots. Looked around. Saw
('rait falland Harlan walk up and shoot
him in the head.

Sheriff Beanier. recalled, said that he had i
known defendants for many years, and beunderstood they were brothers-in-law.

William H. Soule said he was on Main
street, opposite the Byrns hotel, at the time
of the shooting. Am not acquainted with
Harlan. Crossed the street alter the shoot-

'
ing. Was standing on the sidewalk in
front of the hotel when Harlan came out,
walking rapidly, with a pistol in his hand!
Harlan said,

"
Ifyou get in my way Iwiil

shoot you, too." Atthat time'did "not see
Barnes.

Counsel for prosecution recalled UnderSheriff Prendergast.
Counsel fordefense objected, saying that

Prendergast had testified and could not be
recalled, as no foundation was laid for it.

The objection was overruled and the ex-
ception noted.

Witness said he was in the office when
Mr.Harlan surrendered himself.

Counsel for the prosecution asked for the
conversation witness had with Harlan.

Objected to and objection argued at
length. Overruled.

Witness said: Mr. Harlan said r. me
that be "considered any man bad a right
to defend the honor ot bis family.'.1 lam
not positive, but my recollection is that lie
stated that his daughter had been slandered
und he thought he had a ri^-ht to defend
her.

The examination was resumed at 1:4-5
r.M.

Peter Krellenbeig testified that he was
the Coroner of YoiOOOOnty. Was slightly
acquainted with the deceased. Took charge
of the body the day oftbe homicide; found
it :it the Oflk t the Byrns; Hot,;!. He de-
scribed the position En which the body lay.
The witness produced the overcoat worn bj

'\u25a0 eased at the time of death. The same
rfEered in evidence. Counselon both

sides examined the boUflt-ltolea in the gar-
ment.

On cross finiiilnaHm.liesaid tbe cloth-
ing, except the overcoat and shirts, were
n turned with the body to his parents. The
snirts were a ye c 1 with Mood, and be
burned them.

Counsel tor defense objecfla to the over-
coat being received in evidence, ai being
Incompetent, so long as tbe other clothing
worn by ii. ceased :i! the time of the killing
was inaccessible. The po'.nl was ably argued
by counsel for prosecution, who'claimed
that the clothes found on the body oi de-
ceased wereperforated with bullets at the
point indicated by the physicians as theplaces where the wounds were received.

The Court overruled the objection and
exceptions were taken.

Witness, continuing on direct examina-tion, said he took the body from the Byrns
Hotel to his office and had a post mortem
examination held. Thenex* he turned the
body over to Mr.Craft, tbe father of de-
ceased. On the right inside pocket was a
red silk handkerchief, which was offered in
evidence. The same objection and the same
ruling.

Cross-examined— Produced the revolver
which he found under Craft's right hand.
The pistol was of a similar pattern to the
one used by Harlan

—
a Smith tt Wesson

live-shooter, 28-caliber. One chamber was
discharged, the hammer resting on an
empty shell.

The pistol of deceased, also the bullet
extracted from his head and the one taken
from bis back, were offered in evidence..

J. Audette testified that about fifteen
minutes before the shooting Harlan and
Barnes were standing in front of the Bank
of Woodland. Mr.sill, son-in-law ofBar-
lan, came up and whispered something to
them. Witness was standing a tew feet
distant, conversing with Mr. Stevens.

E. William!testified that he knew Frank
Barnes :that on the day after the homicide
he heard him make a statement regarding
tbe killingof Craft.

Witness was asked to detail the conversa-
tion.

Counsel for defence objected; first, be-
cause no foundation was laid for it : that
Barnes was in no way connected with the
killing, and no evidence of conspiracy had
been elicited; secondly, that it na Dot
made in the presence of'defendant Harlan.

Mr.Highton|madea!i argumentative, elo-
quent address in favor of the objection. He
claimed that no evidence had been intro-
duced to connect Frank Barnes with the
homicide in the remotest degree. He
should be discharged by the Court, and the
latter should apologize to him for the ar-
rest.

District Attorney Spragtic responded
with spirit. He said there was not a man
within the sound at bis voice who did not
believe that Frank Barnes stood by, aided
and abetfed in the murder of Craft. He
said the evidence showed that Darncs had
followed Craft that day, and with drawn
pistol followed up HfciHn when the latter
was firing the fatal shots. A man who
aids and abets a murder is guilty of mur-
der himself. If we have not proven a con-
spiracy, great God! can't we do itnow?
Are we to be prevented from proving that
they both conspired to killCraft. Idon't
want to persecute anyone, but desire a fair
and impartial examination, and resent all
the innuendos thrown out by counsel for
the defense against myself and associate
counsel.

Counsel Clark, of the prosecution, fol-
lowed the District Attorney, reviewing the
testimony, claiming that the objection of
the defense had no force. The facts and
circumstances surrounding the death of
Craft directly connected Barnes with the
murder. Harlan and Barnes were co-de-
fendants. Xo conspiracy was claimed.

Mr. Highton, in reply, read the com-
plaint, in which Harlan and Barnes are
jointely accused of the crime of murder.
The State had to prove two facts, the com-
mission of the crime and the connection of
the defendants in its commission. No evi-
dence showed that Barnes had anything to
do with the murder. They do not, nor
cannot, pretend to say that Barne3
shot Craft. Not one particle, nor a
scrap of testimony has been adduced
to connect in the remotest degree Barnes
with the murder. Barnes is here not as a
criminal, until he La shown to be guilty of
some crime. Tbes

-
must show some union

of intent between Barnes and Harlan, or
one or both must go free. This is not a
Court oflast resort, but a hearing before a
committing magistrate, to ascertain if a
crinn; has been committed. Mr.Highton
read many authorities, and made an elo-
quent address on the rights of defendants,
the powers and duties of the District Attor-
ney and committing magistrate in such
cases.

The arguments lasted from 2 to 4 o'clock,
when the Judge overruled the objection,
and witness was asked to relate the remark?
he had heard Frank Barnes make on the
day following the homicide.

He said :
*

Mr.Barnes' daughter asked

her father if there was no one present atthe time of the homicide who tried to pre-
vent the shooting. Frank Barnes replied.No; and if there had been they would
have had me to contend with.'

"

At4:30 counsel for the prosecution said
they would likelyget all their testimony in
by noon to-morrow, and the Court ad-
jourued to 10 a. m.

KEEP MOVING.
But Be Ready to Fill the Vacancies as

the Chinese Go.
[San Francisco Alta.]

The people of this State have determined
to change their labor system to a whitebasis. It cannot be done in a day nor a
year, but it must be done. Theneceasiij
forsucb. change in vividly shown in the
case of our fruit-growers, which we haveheretofore stated. The fruit industry has
grown up under Chinese labor. Our sparse
rural population does not furnish the labor
required in the orchards. That labor must
be trained. Every orchardist knows that
unskilled labor inhis tree-tops willnot only
pick his year's crop, but at the same time
destroy next year's crop also by destroying
the buds from which itmust issue. We
invite the attention of the East to this fact
to prove the complete domination of Chi-
nese labor here. Here is an industry with
an investment of $."H),000,000 which finds
Itself unwillingly at the mercy of Chinese
labor because white labor cannot be bad,
and to save itself from ruin and the State
from gr?.at financial damage it is compelled
to ask time in which to shift its labor to a
white basis.

The Anti-Chinese League of Marysville
has sounded the key-note of the situation,
and there should be no letting down. That
League declares that the purpose of this
anti-Chinese movement is to get ridof that
labor and to furnish labor and employment
ta whites as rapidly as is consistent with
the best interests of employers and white
employes. That means all there is in the
situation. We must not letgo. Having
pat oar hands to the plow, we must not
look back. We must not bring white
labor here to set it tramping. The Marys-
villeplan is full of the useful spirit of this
wliole movement, which intends to help
rather than hurt the State. Ifwe put into
this movement the hectic features of a
passing excitement, coerce right and left
without reserve or discrimination, there
willcome a reaction which will greatly in-
jure white labor and greatly discourage
those who are intent upon seturin^ a white
foundation for the prosperity of California.
