FONG LIN

IS ACQUITTED ON THE CHARGE
OF LARCENY.

She Prefers to Go With Her Hus-
band Rather Than to

the Home Mission.

At1p. m. yesterday the case of Fong Lin,
the Chinawoman who ran away from her
owner, but was brought back on a warrant
accusing her of petit larceny, in stealing
$Si 75. was called in Justice Henley's
Court. A large crowd of Chinamen had
assembled about the building, and thronged
the hall, but only a few of those more
especially interested in the case were
allowed inside the Court-room. There
were a few white spectators present, includ-
ing Rev. H. H. Rice and Mrs. Fnima F.
Wilder, a teacher at the Presbyterian Chi-
nese Mission BchooL District Attorney
Buckley and J. T. Carey appeared for the
prosecution, and Henry Starr for the de-
fense. The defendant seemed to be more
composed than OB the previous day. and
was seated next to Ah Lee, her husband,
who had his head shaved in honor of the
occasion until all but the crown (.-listened
likea billiard ball. His wifepaid noatten-
tion to him. ami she and her attorney did
not appear to have a speaking acquaint-
ance.

Judge Henley proceeded to business at
Once, ami the pnisecution commenced by
placing Ah Fay, who swore out the warrant
upon which the woman was arresied, on
toe stand. He testified that he lived on
Third street, between Iand J ;works out ;
bad known Fong Lin for four months;
rented a room inhi;house to her;last Sat-
urday night gathered together what money
he ha t. amounting to J23 75, intending to
go to SaltFrancisco in the morning; pot
the money on a table near the bed, and
about %O o'clock went to bed; Poos Lin
came into the room shortly afterwards, and
talked a long time with his wile: don't
know how late she stayed, but his wife
awoke bin) when she was getting into bed,
about 11:4'):got up at 5:30 next morning
and dressed to goto Ban Francisco: Celt bis
pockets to Bee it his money and papers
were all right ; did not find any money,
and then remembered placing it on trie
table: itwas not there; asked his wife if
she took it,and she sakl no; there had not
ip -i :i any one in the room the previous
night, besides himself and wife, except
Fong Lin and Tiu I'oy; asked Tin Fov
next day ifhe took the money, and he said
be did not : soon after aliasing the money,
se:u hi.- wifeto see Pong Lin; she was not
in her room, the back door was open, and
she had run away; gota warrant Cor her
arrest : Tin I'oyhas gone back to Walnut
Grove; he aime to see witness' wife about
some clothes she was making for him;
Fong Lin slept that night with her hus-
band, Ah Lee; they were married about
lour months ago by Chinese, and on Tues-
day they were again married in Court ;
witness intended to go to San Francis .-v to
make New Year's calls ;having no more
money, gave it up; there were other peo-
ple in the house besides those mentioned,
but not in the room that night; the room
was not locked; don't lock his door, as it
is a family house, and few came there.

ing about the house before sic- got up in
the morning; Fong Lin and her husband
never fought; don t know why she ran
away : witness' BBSband did not buy Fong

Ah I.cc sworn— ls the husband of Fong
Lin;was married to her over four months
\u25a0go in San Francisco, Chinese fashion, but
had no marriage papers, and some one ran
away with his wife; thought they had bet-
ter get married in Court, ami they were two
or three days ago.

Mr. Starr interposed an objection to :he
testimony lit' the witness, as he could not
testily against his wife, and the objection
was sustained.

Constable Swift was sworn and testified
as to the facts of the arrest at a residence
on N street, between Kighih and Ninth,
about 1o'clock Tuesday morning; she was
concealed is a small room op stain; did
ii"texamine to see whether she had any
money; started to take her to the county
jail, but they said they wonld give bonds,
and she was taken before Judge Henley:
DOOM examined to see if she had any
money.

The prosecution announced the case
closed on their side, and Mr.Starr moved
for the discharge of the defendant, as no
evidence had been obtained that would
convict.

Mr. Car>.y reviewed the testimony, and
thought ithad l>een established that a theft
bad l>een committed, and that Fang Lin
was the guilty party. Certainly the money
had disappeared and she had run away,
which was very strong presumptive proof.
He referred to the strictures upon the case
published in the papers, and nil(iirtulthai
it was not proper to consider the matter
from a prejudicial standpoint ofany kind—
the present public sentiment again<i tin-
Chinese, or from the reputation for falsify-
ing and low social condition which the
Chiuese had. When the Chinese had a
grievance, or it seemed that they had, their
stories regarding itbeing apparently truth-
ful, they were entitled to tbe remedy the
taw provides; they were entitled to justice
under the law. now that they are here ;the
matter should be looked at coolly from a
legal standpoint, and full protection af-
forded. He believed that the person who
would not extend protection to them is
lower than those seeking protection. In
this instance a theft had been committed,
the thief had run away, thus virtually ad-
mitting the theft, and the complainant was
entitled to a warrant for the fugitive, and
to have her tried and convicted. The pub-
licpress should not be allowed to influence
the matter, but the Court should consider it
according to strict legal principles.

Judge Henley informed Colonel Starr
that he need not argue the case. He was
sativ.ied that, though rjp^ifustanr'.^t cast a
sjjgpuiflß of«tittt'TlJ>ori the ckfendant, there
was not enough evidence ttlconvict. The
plaintifTs wife had not seel the money,
though sitting in the rooms«ving near the
table upon which a light walburning. and
even if the guilt was narrowed down be-
tween the defendant and llnI'oy. there
still wouldnot be evidence eiongh" to war-
rant her conviction. He wtfcd therefore
order that the prisoner be disi^iarged. The
case had attracted considerate public at-
tention, and been discussed iithe news-
papers. He would say that 1was his in-
variable custom, when a crinxtial prosecu-
tion was commenced, to protAptly notify
either the City Attorney or the 1':-t,,-; At-
torney, or both, directly after she papers
were issued, that they might ike cogniz-
ance of the matter ;and frequaltly refused
to issue the paper, when a warrant was ap-
plied for inthe daytime, untii eke or other
of those g ntlemen gave his satstion. On
this occasion the application faia warrant
was made at a late hour of the rlt^rbt. after
he had gone to bed ;the partiei came ac-
companied by a reputable attoriKy. whom

'.a

he had longknown and for whom he had
great respect, the case seemed a proper one,
and he issued the warrant more especially
because it was asserted that the defendant
was going to leave the city by the morning
train. To have refused the warrant undersuch circumstances mi^ht have been great
injustice.

After the prisoner had been ordered dis-charged, District Attorney Buckley re-
jquested the Court to have her detained
Iapart from the other Chinese for a few
Ui'nutes. as he desired to speak with her.
The Chinamen were excluded, and then
the District Attorney, on behalf of Rev.Mr. Ilice and Mrs. Wilder, Informed her

sired to know whether she would like tobe removed from her present surroundings
and become an inmate of the Home.
