CozrecrioN CoNcErNING Me. WHITLEY.
In justice to intending exhibitors at the
forthcoming American Exhibition in Lon-
don, in 1887, who reside in this vicinity, we
are asked to correct the following mistake,
from the columns of a recent number of
the San Francisco News-Letfer, and which
has been copied extensively : * We under-
stand that Mr. Whitely, Director-General of
the American Exhibition in Lendon, and a
member of the General Council, has made
arrangements to establish a Mining Bureau
in San Bernardino for the purchase and
sale of mines. Thegentleman further con-
templates organizing a company to work
several rich mines in the vicinity of River-
side. Assays from these properties run all
the way from $27 to $84 per ton.” The only
foundation for this rumor is in the propo-
sitions that are from time to time made to
Mr. Whitley, as to other capitalists, to en-
gage in enterprises of this character.
Among these has been a flattering proposal
of this nature from San Bernardino. But
it has not been accepted. The American
Exhibition in London next vear requires
all Mr. Whitley's energies.

The display
of mining ores will be exceptionally rich
and valuable, and, no doubt, will result in
a considerable enhancement of the value
