Washington’s Birthday in the East.

New Yorg, February 22d.—Washington's
birthday is being very quietly celebrated.
Beyond the numerous flags flying in all
parts of the city little or no demonstration
1s being made. The old Washington Grays,
a troop now known as the Washington
Light Battery, will hold the fifty-third
annual reception of its veterans, honorary
and active members at the Twelfth Regi-
ment Armory. The Mountain Toboggan
Club, composed of New York business
men, will meet at Summit Lake, Central
Valley, New York. Prizes will be given
for longest and straightest runs by singles,
doubles and fours, All the leading theaters
will give matinee performances, and numer-
ous balls in all parts of the city take place
this evening. -

Dexver (Col.), February 22d.—Wash-
ington’s birthday was generally observed
here. All public offices, banks and busi-
ness houses were closed. The different so-
cieties celebrate to-night, giving balls or en-
tertainments.

Derroir  (Mich.), February 224.—The
Michigan Club, a Republican organization,
having its membership throughout this
State, held its first anniversary here to-
night, in the shape of a banquet. Senator
Palmer, the presiding officer, sat in the
center of a raised table at one end of the
hall. On his right were Senators Evarts,
Conger, Manderson, Representative Horr
and other Michigan men. On his left sat
Senator Logan, Governor Alger and Gov-
ernor Foraker. A9 o'clock Senator Palmer
called the audience to order, and in his in-
troductory remarks he explained the ohject
of the club, saying that Washington, if
alive, would probably be present. He said
it is composed of those who believe that the
Republican party still has work to do,
terming it properly “ a party of God and of
morality.” William M. Evaris responded
to a toast in an eloquent speech.

A Weak Invention.

New Yorxk, February 224.—The World's
St. Louis special says: According to Wong
Chin Foo, a Chinese lawyer from New
York, who is here in the interest of crim-
inal prosecutions, the Chinese community
in St. Louis have received what is alleged
to be a genuine copy of an imperial procla-
mation, requesting that on or before the
fifteenth day of the fifth moon of the pres-
ent year (May 15th), ail subjects of the Tai
Tszing Empire now residing in the United
States of America return home, and in-
structing them that upon application to
their Consuls free transportation will be
provided from any part of the United

except the provinces of Quang Tung, whose
citizens, because of superior numbers, are
required to pay half fares. The proclama-
tion, while it embodies no threats, broadly
intimates that the Chinese Government
intends speedily to retaliate upon the
American export trade and American resi-
dents in China for the long-continued out-
rages upon the Chinese in this country, and
this design, if carried out, will destroy an
annunal export of $30,000,000 and expose
9,000 Americans to the terrors of imperial
persecution. Wong Chin Foo is a well-
educated Chinaman, who edited the first
Chinese paper ever published in New York.

not the intention of ?Jongress that mer-
chants and others should be treated in this
way. If nothing is dpne, the commerce
between the two courftries, amounting to
$80,000,000 annually, will be destroyed.”
Worthy Tribute to a Journalist.
New York, Feb 22d.—Charles A.
Dana says in the Sun $f yesterday: The
wire has just inform the world that
Colonel Kemble, edit the first ne
per published in San ncisco, has passed
away. So simple an ainouncement is an
tinadequate tribute to-tlle dead journalist, to
whom is due the Honor of having projected
and carried to success one of the most re-
markable newspaper enterprises of the cen-
tury. In the issue of the Star, March 6,
1847, may be found this prediction in a
leader by Kemble, and worthy of remark,
because at the time it was written neither
gold nor other metals to any considerable
extent had been discovered in California :
“The town of Yerba Buena is no doubt
destined to be the Liverpool or New York
of the Pacific ocean. At this point will be
concentrated nearly all commercial enter-
prises, and the capital engaged and invest-
ed in Pacific trades, all the products of the
gold, silver, copper, iron and quick-
silver mines, with which the country
abounds, must be concentrated here for
manufacture and export. In afew years
our wharves and streets will present.a scene
of busy life, resembling that of New York,
and men from all parts of the world will
flock here.” This announcement of news-
paper sagacity and enterprise anticipated
the Pony Express by many years. The
issue of the Star on the eventful 1st ef
April, 1848, consisted of six pages, and a
dozen copies of it, with a number of private
letters. were carried across the plains with-
in sixty days, advertised and delivered at
Independence, Mo., by Nathan Hank.
There was no regular line of steamships
and of course no railroad from San Fran-
cisco at that time, and the enterprise of
Kemble gave the Star to its Eastern readers
from one month to six weeks in advance of
the other means of distribution. Hank's
escapes from death at the hands of Indians
or from exposure and fatigue during his
perilous rides are alike marvelous.

Idaho Mormons Removed from Office.

WasHINGTON, February 22d.—Shortly
after the arrival of United States Distriet
Attorney J. H. Hawley and United States
Marshal Fred. F. Dubois, of Idaho Terri-
tory, in this city, the Mormon Receiver of
the Land Office at Oxford was removed
and also eight Mormon Postmasters. These
offices will be replaced by nine Democratic
Gentiles forthwith. The two officers have
left for their homes, fully convinced that
the Administration will adhere strictly to
the policy laid down in the President’s
message to Congress,

The Killing of Captain Crawford.

Cricaco, February 22d.—The News' El
Paso special says: Andrew Ames, a Gov-
ernment secout, who was all through the
recent Indian outbreak. gives additional
facts connected with the killing of Captain
Crawford by the Mexican troops. Ames
says that he met Perez and his forces near
Las Varas,about eighty or a hundred miles
east of where Crawford was killed, on De-
cember 31st, and located for him the posi-
tion of both Crawford and Davis, and
warned him to be very careful. On Janu-
ary 5th Ames met twenty-three Mexican
scouts of Perez’ command following on Da-
vis’ trail, and told them what trail they
were following, but they heedlessly con
tinued on until they reached Piedras Ver-
das, about two miles west of Casas Grandes.
The scout says that there was no occasion
for an engagement had not the Mexicans
sought it, and he declares that Perez knew
well whom he was attacking when he fired
upon Crawford’'s command.

As regards the clsims made by Perez in
his report that the United States Indian
scouts had been committing depredations
in Canton de Guerrero, Ames says he
knows that statement to be false, as both
Crawford’s and Davis’ commands were one
hundred miles or more away from that
place. When asked what he thought
about Geronimo’s surrender, Ames replied
that the Chief had promised to surrender
by the 21st inst., and even should he fail
to do so, it would be easy to effect his cap-
tare, as he is now nearly on the line com-
ing this way. Ames said that had Craw-
ford lived Geronimo and his band of hos-
tiles would never have surrendered, but
would have been “ good Indians” by this
time. If he failed, Davis wonld "have
caught and kilied them.

Terrible Powder Explosion,

Lexinerox (Ky.), February 22d.-—A spe
cial to the Press from Winchester, Ky.,
says: At noon to-day a powder explosion
occurred in the grocery store of Mary
Wills. A clerk was in the act of weighing
some powder from a can, when a man
standing near the counter struck a match
to light a cigar. This ignited the powder,
which exploded with terrible violence.
The house was badly wrecked, and eight
persons severely wounded. Two of them—
James Hopper and Will Murray—are in a
dying condition, and several others will
not probably recover. The man who
struck the match escaped unhurt, Mary
Wills and two others were also unhurt.
The house took fire, but the flames were
soon extinguished. The injured are Bird
White, Thomas Martin, James Newkirk,
James Hopper, W. Murray, John Kudy,
James Carrick and Buford Smith.

Rescued Castaways.,
New York, February 22d.—Captain
tobert Clark, his wife and daughter and
fourteen seamen, survivors of the Ameri-
can ship Frank N. Thayer, which was
burned at sea on Januarv 4th, 700 miles
from St. Helena, reached this city to-day
from Liverpool. Captain Clark is a typical
American sailor, very tall, with coal-black
beard, hair and eyes, and were it not that
he occasionally placed his hand on an ugly
plaster, which covered a cut upon his right
cheek, no one would suspect that he still
suffered from the effects of his encounter
with the two crazy Manila seamen, who,
before firing the ship, endeavored
to wipe out every white man on
board. When your reporter spoke to
him his eyes brightened, and after a
long pause he said: “ I am not in a mood
to tell you all about my experiences, for 1
am still suffering great agony. After my
arrival in England I went to some of the
best physicians, but bevond covering my
wounds they did nothing. My wife, here,”
(pointing to a small, pale, but pretty wo-
man) “is just as bad as I. She has no
wounds, it is true, but her mind was so up-
set by the mutiny and its horrible effects,
that I fear she will never recover.” ** Were
the Manila sailors ill-trested before the
attack?”’ the Captain was asked.

The Senate Committee on Epidemic
Diseases.

WasHiNeToN, February 22d.—The Senate
Committee on Epidemic diseases, of which
Senator Stanford is a member, has been in
session to-day, and has listened to the
statement of several prominent physicians
as to the means which should be adopted
to prevent the annual occurrence of yellow
fever and other epidemic diseases. No
definite action has yet been taken upon the
subject of authorizing a commission to
visit Mexico and investigate the method of
inoculation for yellow fever, but it is be-
lieved the project is favored by a majority
of the committee.

Among the guests were Viscount and Lady
Wolseley, Earl and Countess Spencer, a
number of resident and visiting Ameri-
cans, and other notable persons.
The Proposed German Colonization of

Poland.

Bgrus, February 22d—In the lower '

honneoi_themetto-da&in'the debate on
the second reading of the Polish bill, Herr
Wirzhinski passionately d the
German colonization of Poland.
e declared that Poland would not perish,
although a life or death struggle was im-
posed upon her. Minister Lucius said that
the bill was an act of necessity and self-
defense. The Poles, he said, were unwill-
ing to become Prussian aubf;ects, and
dreamed of the restoration of Poland, al-
theugh they owe their prosperity to Prus-
sia. The Government was fully aware of
the difficulty of the task it had undertaken,
but trusted to the sn‘pport of the Diet and
to the patriotism of the country. Nine-
teen members gave notice that they wounld
speak in behalf of the measure, and nine-
teen anneunced that they would speak
against it.
German Protectorate.
Loxpox, February 22d.—Count Von Hatz-
elt, German Embassador, has notified
iord Rosebery of the establishment of a
German protectorate over Marshall, Provi-
dence and Brown islands.
The London Police Department.

Loxpox, February 22d.—In the House of
Commons, to-day, Childers, Home Secre-
tary, announced that the riot committee
advised a thorough and immediate over-
hauling and reorganization of the police de-
partment of London.

The Home Rule Question.

Loxpox, February 22d. — Archbishop
Walsh, of Dublin, has written to Gladstone
that the Irish Bishops consider that the re-
sult of the elections answered Gladstone’s
appeal to the Irish people to * speak out.”

e says the Bishopsbelieve that homerule
would notaffect the union or the supremacy
of the Crown, and urges the suspension of
evictions till the land question has been
settled.

Necossary Assistance Ordered.

Loxpox, February 22d.—It is stated that
Morely, Chief Secretary for Ireland, hasin-
structed the police and military authorities
to render all assistance needed, as without
it it is virtually impossible to effect evic-
tions.

Lord Randolph Churchill in Belfast.

Bevrast, February 22d.—Large bodies of
Orangemen, wearing regalia, displaying
banners and Leaded by bands of music,
met Lord Randolph Churchili at the depot
here. He was escorted by a huge proces-
sion to Ulster Hall, where addresses were
presented him. Replying, he said he
wished those contemplating a dissolution
of the union were only present. They
would then perceive that Belfast would
never submit to disunion. The town is
excited. Extensive police precautions have
been taken to prevent rioting.

A Cold Day for the Captain,

Loxpox, February 22d.—Captain O'Shea
met with a chilling reception in the House
of Commons. Mr. Parnell flatly refused to
introduce Colonel Nolan, and Mr. Blake
reluctantly undertook the task. Mr. Big-
gar openly avowed his disgust and cow-
tempt on the occasion.

Summons Refused—The Dilke Case,

Loxpox, February 22d,—The Court has
refused to grant a sunimons for the editor
and publishers of Punch, whom the Social-
ist leaders desired to have committed for
contempt of Court.

It is understood that the Queen’s Proctor
will intervene in the case of Sir Charles
Dilke. The latter has intimated that he
desires to submit all the information in his
possession to disprove the allegation that

The exation of Burmah.

Loxvox, February 22d.—The annexation
of Burmah waé confirmed by the Govern-
ment in the House of Commons and House
of Lords this évening. It was voted that
the cost of the Burmah expedition be
charged to the Indian revenue.

Mo~TREAL, February 22d.—Superintend-
ent Stephenson, of the Grand Trunk Rail-
way, recently made application to the
Treasury Department at Washington to
have the customs regulations which apply
to passengers and baggage now in force in
New England extended to the Middle,
Southern and southeastern States. The
application has just been granted, and on
and after the 1st of March next all passen-
gers destined for any point in the United
States over the Grand Trunk Railway can
have their baggage examined by a United
States custom officer located at Montreal,
Prescott, Toronto, London and Stratford,
after which the baggage will go through
without further examination at the United
States frontier.
