Deadlock in the United States Courts.

Sax  Francisco, February i. — The
newly-appointed United States Marshal,
John Christian Franks, has not yet re-
ceived any ofiicial notification of such ap-
pointment and confirmation by the Sen-
ate, and therefore ecannot qualify as
Marshal. Since 12 o'clock last Saturday
night, the time when the official term of
Marshal Drew expired, this State has been
without a United States Marshal or a
Deputy Marshal, as all the deputies went
out of office with their superior oflicer.
The consequence is that there is no legal
officer to serve processes of either of the
Federal Courts, to summon jurors or wit-
nesses. The Circuit and District Courts
met this marning ana adjourned for the
day without transacting anyv business.
Adjournments will be had from day to day
uniil the new Marshal is sworn in. For
the same reason the United States Grand
Jury did not hold a session here to-day,
nor will they transact official business until
a Deputy Marshal is empowered to bring
in witnesses. Felegrams have been sent
to Washington by Mr. Franks and the
Federal Judges, and it is hoped that At-
torney-General Garland will respond that
the commission of Mr. Franks has been
mailed to him, as on such information he
can take the oath of offiee. His bond, in
the sum of $20,000, is prepared, and the
bondsmen are ready to sign it.
