and without serious injury to home inter-
ests, itshould l>e done, and that even at
some discomfort. Where it is impossible
oi accomplishment withoutpunishing the
producers of California, it should not be
even suggested. Itis time enough to de-
mand substitution when we have organized
to bring and are bringing in the skilled
laltor to supplant the Chinese.

The result of continued radicalism is
easily forecast. There will be a reaction
among our own people that willset l>ack
the whole movement a decade, and make
our last worse than our former condition.
I'nlesß the two Conventions can be fined,
and a single voice go up from thispeople,
the reaction willset in on the 10th day of
Match, and augment rapidly from that
date forward. There is need for wise coun-
sel, calm guidance and judicious control,
|and the time for it i> near at hand.

Proposed Ocean Cable to AuMralia.
San Fbascisco, February 24th.— The

Board of Trustees of the Chamber of Com-
merce, at a special executive meeting held
this afternoon, considered the project of
laying a cable between Australia and this
coast. Mr. Ward, of Australia, who is ac-
companying the ex-Premier of that coun-
try,Sir Alexander Stuart, to Washington,
where they willendeavor to obtain favor-
able action on the scheme, was uresent.
Sir Alexander Stuart did not at-
tend the conference, but was

'
represented by Mr.Ward. Wm L.Merry
presided. A communication was read to
the Board, in which itwas stated that the
route of the cable will be viaHonolulu, to
connect with the Fiji Islands, Samoa and
Kew Caledonia. Itis estimated that it will
cost £2,000,000, and five per cent, of this
sum is desired as a subsidy for twenty-one
years. The Australian Colonies are willing
to subscribe on condition that the rates for
messages shall be lower than the present
cable rates. The cost of transmission now
is twelve shillings per word, and itis pro-
posed to charge on the Australian cable
two shillings and one penny per word. It
is thought that the cable will last twelve
years, and the subsidy asked is lobe used
as a fund for itsrenewal. The Government
of Canada, it was stated, prefers that tho
line should proceed from British Columbia
instead ofSan Francisco. 0. L. Taylor of-
fered the followingresolutions, which were
adopted :

The
company holds two concessions from the
Mexican Government for the introduction
of Chinese labor. The Sardonyx willcarry
from Victoria as many Chinese passengers
as she can accommodate, and willtake in
a cargo of lumber and coals for the Mazat-
lan gas works. AtSan Francisco she will
take on board flour and wheat for the Mexi-
can market. Mexico is going to Import
Chinese iabor on a large scale, and will
take all that British Columbia -and theUnited States reject.

The Nicolaus Chinese Affair.
Patrick Carroll, of Xicolaus, was in tlie

city yesterday, and speaking of the driving
out of the Chinese from that place recently,
stated that the substantial citizens there,
while they had taken part inpublic meet-
ings upon the Chinese question, and were
in favor of replacing the Chinese laborers
as rapidly as possible by white workers,
were opposed to all violent measures, and
had nothing whatever to do with driving
out, and sending away by steamer to Sac-
ramento, forty-two Mongolians. He was
'juite pointed upon tlie subject, and sajs
that hop-raising will probably have to be
given up there for the present, ifChinese
are not to be allowed to be employed, as
there cannot, at once.be found "white la-
borers sufficient who are experienced in
certain parts of the work in hop-growing
to successfully carry on the industry, The
fruit-growers lie also considers to be liable
to the same difficulties, and says that if so
violent a change is to be wrought, in going
over from the Chinese labot to employment
of all white work hands, it will create a
shock to many prominent industries of the
State, which will make out employing
classes heavy losers, and that the reaction
which will thereby be caused in the Chi-
nese exclusion question willgreat retard, if
not stop, the good work in that direction
which might be brought about by less over-
hasty action.

He claims that when industries have to
be given up on account of the sudden rup-
ture in the labor supply, the stopping of
these sources from which the demand for
labor arises will actually leave less work
for white laborers than is at present per-
formed by them. As an instance, he says
that be last year gave employment to quite
a number of white laborers

—
as many as

could be given work ontside of skilled
labor

—
in which they werenot experienced.

Xow, if he cannot employ Chinese to do
the portion of the work which they alone
nan perform, he willplow up his hop fields
and sow them to alfalfa, in which case he
would require no laborers of any kind.
This, he says, would be the next 6eel use
to which he could place his hop lands ;
and, as willbe seen, would not only cause
the discontinuance of Chinese labor, but
with it white laborers would also lose em-
ployment, and actually suffer thereby.

Mr. Carrol] was very candid in his re-
marks upon the subject ;declared that he
desires to see all Chinese labor replaced
with white la!ioras fast as itcan possibly
be brought about without injury to our in-
dustries and our own people, and that he
would assist all movements tending to that
end. He is an intelligent and prominent
farmer at Nicotao*, and says all the leading
property-owners in that vicinity entertain
tbe views he has here expressed.

Santa Cbcz, February 24th.— An anti-
Chinese club, with 130 members, was or-
ganized inAptos last evening.

Xapa. February 24th.— Alarge and en-
thusiastic meeting of the Xapa Anti-Chi-
nese League was held last night in Hott's
rink. The Committee on Enrollment re-
ported a pledge which persons must sign in
order to become members of the League,
to the effect that they will,just as soon as
possible, discharge all the Chinese now in
their employ and put white men in their
plates, and that byall lawful and peaceable
measures they will help to rid the com-
munity of Chinamen. This was adopted
amid cheers, and the committed was in-
structed to canvass the city far signatures.
]t was decided not to issiie credentials to
any delegate to the State Convention at
Sacramento who wouldnot sign this pledge.
The meeting adjourned to meet next Sat-
urday evening and hear a further report of
the committee.

Cherokee (Butte county), February 24th.
The Anti-Chinese Club of Cherokee had its
regular meeting Monday evening, and was
addressed by H. J. Emiiions, from Chico.
who spoke principally of the virtues of the
present agitation, and was followed by Mr.
Gamble, from Durham. Great enthusiasm
prevailed, and a delegate was elected to the
Sacramento Convention on the 10th of
March. •

PKjiTZ (Butte county), February 24th.—
Ap Anti-Chinese Club was organized at
Pentz Tuesday evening. Thomas Locker-
man was elected Chairman, and George
Cheshire Secretary. A Committee on
Resolutions was appointed, consisting of
Jesse Wood, C. Clarenbach and Mr.Ches-
shire.

Ghuai Valley, February 24th.— C. P.MoQlashao, of Trockee, held a meeting
here last night in Empire Hall, which was
crowded to hear himspeak on the anti-Chi-
oese question. About ISO men signed the
anti-Chinese pledge. There are not over
100 Chinese altogether here, employed- in
laundries and gardens, so that we do not
feel the effects of their presence as much as
other towns do.

Yrkka, February 24th.— An anti-Chi-
nese meeting at .Sawyer's Bar indorsed the
action of the Supervisors, in appointing
delegates to the Sacramento Convention,
and organized a club for the purpose of
using any reasonable measures to rid Sal-
mon river ofthe Chinese.

San Dikuo, February 24th.—The new
settlement of Escondido, in this county,
has takes a hand in the anti-Chinese cru-
sade by ordering the Chinese to leave, giv-
ing them until the 25th inst. to comply
with the demand. An orderly citizens'
meeting was held.

The Fugitive Murderer.
San Francisco, February 24:h.- Chief

Crowley still believes that Ang Tai Duck,
the murderer of the VickenhaaM, willbe
brought home for trial. There is yei a
chance that he will be secured in Yoko-
hama; if not lie will be welcomed bya,
warrant at Hongkong.

This morning tho Chinese Consul-Gen-
eral lure received a cablegram from the
Chinese Consul at Yokohama, in response
to a cablegram sent Saturday. The mes-
sage, of which a copy was sent immediately
to the Chief of I'olice, reads: uAng Tai
Duck arrested by Japanese Government
Atpresent, Secretary of State determined
to release him to go to Hongkong."

It
was identified as that of Ah Gin. The
head was almost severed by a cut with a
cleaver across the back of the neck, and
both sides of the skull were mashed. Ah
Son, a partner of Ah Gin, and his room-,
mate, has been arrested for the crime. The
evidence against him is very conclusive.
Ah Gin lias been missing several weeks,
and the condition of the body shows that
the crime was committed about the time of
hi> disappearance. Hobbcry is supposed to
be the motive, as $SOO that Ah Gin had
cannot be found. An inquest was held by
Judge Xorman. The body will be taken
to Oroville and buried, by request of his
cousin, who lives inMarysville.
