The Arson Case.

In the Police Court last evening the case
of John Senich, arrested for arson in setting
fire to the Universal Restaurant, of which
he was proprietor, last Saturday morning
about 2:20. came up for examination, City
Attorney Anderson prosecuting and Growe
L.. Johuson appearing for the defense. The
evidence showed that an incendiarism had
been committed, but as against Senich it
was purely circumstantial, there being
nothing to indicate positively that he was
at the restaurant, or in its vicinity, after
the hour at which he says he went home—
10 o'clock the previous night—though it

| was in evidence that a man resembling

him in size was seen to dodge into the

i doorway of Hoyt's tinshop, a few doors

from the restaurant, as if to escape the ob-
servation of passérs-by, a few minutes
prior to the fire. The most damaging tes-
timony, if it is not contradicted or ex-
plained away, is that of Chief Jackson,
who, in narrating the statement made by the
defendant after arrest, testified that Senich
said that he bought the can of coal oil,
found in the basement of therestaurant, a
few days before the fire, to accommodate a
patron concerning whose name or identity
he could give little or any information.
The can was about half full of oil when
found after the fire. The testimony of
several witnesses was taken, and then, as
it was evident that the hearing could not
be finished that evening, as there were a
number of witnesses for the prosecution
vet to testify, with the defense also to hear
from, the case was continued
o'clock this evening.

The Writ OGrdered to Issue.
Judge McFarland yesterday afternoon
rendered his decision in the matter of the
application of the Funded Debt Commis-
sioners of the city of Sacramento for a writ

of mandate to compel the Board of City
Trustees to levy a tax of 10 cents on each
$100 of the taxable property for the funded
debt sinking and interest fund, which was
argued before him on Tuesday and taken
under advisement. He held that the Act
under which the Commission was created,
and the authority to request such an assess-
ment given, was constitutional, and, the
proceedings having been in accordance
with it, he ordered that the writ issue as
prayed for. As the assessment roll aggre-
gates this year $11,080,350, the 10 cent levy
will raise for the sinking fund something
over $11.000, which, with the amount the
Commission will bave on hand, will make
a good-sized fund to operate with. It
brings the city tax up to a healthy figure,
however—$2 20 on each $100.
