THE TRIAL OF ZELLER,

FOR THE KILLING OF W. H. HAR-
KIS IN OCTOBER.

Testimony of Witnesses for the Pros-
cecution- The Ante-Mortem
Statement.

The case of M. Zeller, charged with the
killing of William Henry Harris in Oc-
tober last, was resumed at 9 a. . yesterday,
before Judge Van Fleet.

Joseph Hopley was selected as the
tweifth juryman, and the panet was sworn
in to try the canse. The jury as completed
is composed of thefollowing-named well-
known citizens: J. T. Chinnick, E. Com-
stock, George Little, James Hamilton, J.
M. Overmier, 1. J. Darling, James Jackson,

Charles T. Jones made the opening state-
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THE EVIDENCE.
Dr. M. Gardner, a physician and sur-
geon, was the first witness called. He at-
tended deceased immediately after the lat-

mortem examination. He described the
wound, and stated that it was necessarily a
futal one. Death was caused by internal
hemorrhage.

Michael McCarthy said that on the night
of the shooting he was returning from a
party, and saw a crowd in front of the
Pacific Hotel, going toward Sixth street.
He went to the crowd, and saw two men
clinched, apparently fighting about a dog.
Harris was down, and a man on top of
him. He ook the man off of Harris, and
Singleton led him toward Sixth street.
Harris started to chase a little dog. Witness
did not see Zeller at that time. When Harris
came back chasing the dog witness heard a

pistol he turned and saw Harris standing
in the street with his hands to his breast.
Did not see who fired the shot. Witness
ran into the saloon on the corner, and
afterwards went down to Kohne's saloon.
Knew the defendant, but did not see him
that night. Did not hear Harris say any-
thing after he was shot.

Cross-examination—Was on Fifth street,
near the entrance of the French restaurant,
when he first saw the crowd. Went over
there; saw Harris and another man elineh,
and helped Dick Singleton separate them.
Prior to that was in the Jumbo saloon and
took some drinks. Was not under the iu-
fluence of liquor.

George T. Bealer said he was 14 vears
of age. Was working at that time at the
Metropolitan Theater, assisting the property
man. After the theater was out went to a
party, and happened to come along on K
street at the time of the difficulty. Saw
some men come out of the Pacific Hotel,
and others came out of the saloon on the
corner. Went across the street and stood
in front of the jewelry store. Saw Henry
Harris on the sidewalk in his shirt sleeves.
Saw some man with a pistol in his hand.
Could not see the man's face. Some men
were holding his arm up in the air. Harris
stood with his hands at his side when the
shot was fired. Harris immediately ran
out into the street, and up Fifth to J. ~ Saw
no fight. Did not see Zeller that night.
After the shooting went directly home.

Cross-examined—My father is a watch-
man in the employ of the railroad com-
pany. Can remember the circumstances
Just as well now as at the preliminary ex-
amination. Nathan Levy was of the party,
and stood about eight feet from me when
the shot was fired. Heard Harris say * he
wanted to fight,” just before the shonting.
He pulled off Lis coat and threw it upon
the sidewalk. The first person witness
told about the occurrence was his father

said the first man that came out of the
saloon he did not know. He afierwards
admitted that he bad testified before Judge
Henry that it was Harris. Other questions

testimony at the preliminary examination,
which he said were not propounded to
him and were not his answers. His en-
tire testimony was reviewed.

On redirect testimony he said he left
immediately for home after the firing of

! the shot.

AFTERNOON SESSION,

Edward Welch said he saw young Harris
with his coat off, wanting to fight some
one. He was standing in front of the
jewelry siore. Went across the street
where the crowd was, and stood on the
edge of the sidewalk
biting at Harris' pantaloons. Saw a man
with a pistol pointed upwards. Did not
know who he was.
the street. Cannot remember what was
said. Ran across the street because the
pistol was pointed toward him. Was in
the middle of the street when the shot was
fired. He then saw Harris ranning in the
direction of the cigar store, on the north-
west corner of Fifth and K streets. Thinks
he saw McCarthy and Singleton separating
partiecs who were fighting. Saw Harris
kick at the dog; heard him say something,
but don’t remember what it was. He fol-
lowed Harris after the latter was shot and
got a doctor for hini.

Cross-examination—Witness said he was
raised in this State and was 20 years of aze.
Was not engaged in any business; worked
about three months last year; has not
worked since; had not attended school for
about five years. Left the party he was at-
tending that night about midnight; had
only two drinks that night; went to the
party after he left the Clunie Opera House;
did not notice George Bealer or Nathan
Levy at the party:; did not see any one
come out of the Canada Saloon: all the
men stood in a crowd. except Harris, who
was a little nearer Sixth street; might have
been thirty peopie; was there eighti or ten
minutes. Heard no one making remarks
except Harris, who wanted to fight; he
said he could " lick somebody ;" was about
ten feet from Harris. The dog that he saw
he thinks was a bulldog; don’t think he
would know the dog again if he cshould see
1t; don’t remember of hearing any one
saying anything except Harris; did not
notice whether he had a hat on or not, and
don’t remember the position of his hands:
he could see the pistol glisten.

Re-direct—George Bronner is his guardi-
an. His father Jeft him an estate, and he
don’t have to work unless he wants to,

Re-cross—The estate left him amounts to
about $1,300 ; lived until recently with his
stepmother, Mrs. Donnoven, at Third and
L streets.

Frank Adams said he heard the noise in
front of the Pacific Hotel. e was stand-
ing on the northwest corner of Fifth and
K streets ; saw a man in the crowd in his
shirt sleeves throwing his arms up and
down; heard a shot, and directiy after-
wards a man came running by him in his
shirt sleeves hiolding his hand to his breast,
Witness asked him what was the matter,
and he said he was shot. Witness followed
him to J street. The wounded man said
he wanted a doctor. Witness found a doc-
tor for him ; found out who he was, and
took him home in a cab.

Robert Enright said he was a collar

maker, and employed in Van Voorhies'

Ed. Holmes said he was a painter, and
knew the deceased. Was with John Tobin
on the night of the shooting. Was stand-
ing on the northwest corner of Fifth and K
streets.  Heard a shot, and a man ran by
us in his shirt sleeves, He said he was
shot. Did not notice how he held his
hands. i

J. J. Tobin said he was on the corner of
Fifth and K at the time of the shooting ;
heard the shot, saw the crowd open and a
man run out in his shirt sleeves and by
| where witness was standing with some
| friends. He was asked what was the
j matter, and he answered, “I'm shot.”
Fhere were twenty-five or thirty in the
crewd in front of the hotel, -

Robert Goode, a special officer, said he
knew deceased; was on the corner of
Seventh and K when he heard the chot ;
went down there immediately, and en-
tered the saloon in the Pacific Hotel ; de-
fendant came in shortly afterward, and
leaned up against the bar ; witness was
asking the barkeeper who did the shoot-
ing. This testimony, on motion of Mr.
Johmnson, was stricken out.

J. D. Kent, a police officer, said he was
on K street, between Second and Third, at
the time of the shooting. Soon as he
heard of it he went to the Canada Saloon 2
don't remember of seeing the defendant
there.

THE SISTER'S TESTIMONY.

Mrs. Kate Moron said she was sister of
the deceased. Was at that time living in
my father's house. When Henry was first
brought home, he said, * Kitty, I was shot
down like a dog, and I'm going to die, and
going to my mother and my Savior.” He
said bhe knew he was going to die: he
knew he could not get well. The doctors
visited him twice a day. They told him
| he was pretty badly shot. The doctors

He did not know the man who shot him.
: He described the appearance of the man.
Said he had some difficulty with others,
but not with the individual who shot him.
He had a mark on his right arm that he
had held up in front of him, which he said
was made by the bullet. Mrs. Hickey was
in the room when he made this statement.
I staid by bhis bedside all the time. He re-
peatedly said to me, “ Kittie, I was shot
down like a dog; you don't know how
much 1 suffer.” (The latter portion was
stricken out.) He told me he was not
armed. He came home without coat, hat
or vest,

Cross-examination—He made those state-
ments to me at different times. He said he
had been drinking some. He said that
they had all been drinking. Don’t remem-
ber his saying that the man who shot him
drank with him. He did not know the
man ; he described him. He thought the
man who shot him was the one who
shoved McCants through the door. He
said he was in the crowd with the rest of
i the boys. They were all together and hay-
{ ing a good time. On Sunday he said, “ Al
were fighting and I got info it.” I think
he described the person who shot him as
being a big man and as wearing a light suit
of clothes. He told me the man came right
up to him and fired. He said he was on
the edge of the sidewalk: had kicked the
dog, and the man came up, put the pistol
ripﬁn against him and fired.

Mrs. W. A. Hickey said she sdw deceased
shortly after he wasshot. He difl.not think
from the first he could get well. He said
he thought he was going to die. Heard him
make no dying statement that was reduced
to writing. Described the mark upon his
right arm, which he said was made by the
bullet that hit him in the breast,

John Cavanangh—Knew deceased. Saw
him Sunday night, after he was shot. Was
with him most of the time after hawas shot
until hedied. He told me he was going to
die, and never expressed any hope of get-
ting well. Told me Le was shot down like
a dog. Had hisarms up to defend himself,
and showed a mark on his arm produced
by the same bullet that entered his breast.
Did not say who shot hkim. Wound on his
{ arm was a sixteenth of an inch in depth.

Cross-examination—Was a friend of the
i deceased and am a friend of his father.
{ Admitted that he had spoken to Mr, Harris
: regarding one individual who was drawn
| as a juryman.

Wm. E. Hickey sworn—Am a Deputy
Sheriff of Bacramento county, and a special
| officer of the railroad company. Was called
| to the Harris residence early Sunday morn-
{ ing, and found Henry Harris in bed, suf-
i fering from a gunshot wound. He said he
was pretty badly wounded, and was going
| to die. Said he was shot for kicking a dog.
{ He said he did not know the man who
i shot him. He described the man. Said
{ be was kicking a dog that was biting his

pants. There had been a row in the sa-
i loon, Jin which MecCants was mixed up.
( He said he had no difficulty with the man :
| was backing away from him when he was
[ shot. Witness corroborated the statements
t of other witnesses regarding the wound in
| the arm,
| Cross-examined—Said he was a warm
| personal friend of the father of deceased,

and had assisted him in preparing for the
{ trial,
I 0. C. Jackson said he knew defendant.
{ After his arrest I charged him with the
| shooting. He stated there was a difficulty
at Fifth and K streets. Harris put his
hand back as if to draw a pistol, and he
shot him. Witness identified the bullet as
being the one extracted from the body of
thedeceased. Alsorecoznized the pistol with
which delendant said the shooting was done.
He made no threars nor held ont any in-
ducements to obtain the statement from
defendant. Was present when Henry Har-
ris made a dying statement, which was re-
duced to writing. 7

THE DYING STATEMENT.
Mr. Buckley read the following state-
ment, which was offered in evidence, and
which Mr. Jackson said was correct -

I have given up all hopes of living. Iknow I
have got to die. Fifteen or twenty were fight-
i ing together at Fifth and K streefs. 1 got into

the fight the same as the rest. A little Scotch
terrier got hold of my pants. Jran around the

zang, and as I wasat the edge of the sidewalk a
ellow put the pistol to my breast and shot me.

It was right up against me. He was a big man,

with dark-gray vYnthcs; black mustache. T did

not attexnpt to pull a pistol. Ihad no pistol.

The dog looks like officer Hickey's dog, or the

Slaughter boy's dog. Johnny Perry and Tom

McCants were there, also m Lewis. I was

drinking, so was the man who shot me. I did

not strike the man who shot me, The dog kept

catching hold of my pants, and I kept kicking
| the dog. 1was 2l years oid last January.,

i night I was shot between 12 and 1 o'clock. Don't
bother me any mor.—1 have got to die, and
what does it matter to me.
