JAPAN. g

Vaceination is being vigorous!v carried
on in the Town Hall of Yokohama, a daily
average of 100 persons being vaccinated.

Several capitalists in Osaka are consider-
ing the advisability of getting up a com
pany to illuminate the city with the electric
tight,

The allowance of 600 yen per annum as
table money to the Governors and Prefects
of the five open ports, which has hitherto
been paid monthly, will in future be handed
to the officials twice a year, and it is now
intended to give grants of a similar nature
to their chief suberdinate officers.

A project ison foot to establish an asso-
ciation for the preservation of old temples
at Kamakura, and several prominent resi-
dents of Yokohama are said to have ap-
proved of the scheme. The temples were
erected upward of 200 years ago, and pos-
sess features of artistic and antiquarian in-
terest. A considerable number of rare
pictures and art objects are preserved in
them,

The five universities, which it has already
been reported that the Government pro-
poses to establish, will be situated, 1t is
said, at Tokio, Osaka, Kagoshima, Kana-
gawa and Hiroshima.

Mr. Yamanouchi, a Secretary of the De-
partment 0f Communications, has been or-
dered to proceed to Corea on business con-
nected with the laying of telegraph lines
n that country.

Superannuated officials of the Treasury
Department who have served for not less
than five years are to receive gratuities
equal to three months’ salary.

Work has been commenced at the Osaka
arsenal upon seventy guns of heavy caliber,
ordered by the Headquarters Staff Office at
Tokio for coast defense.

The Japanese Geological Society has been
established at Hirakawacho Gochome,
Tokio, by Mr. Matsumura and several
other gentlemen.

CHINA.

Li is disbanding his old veterans. Sey-
eral camps have been already paid off and
sent to their homes, being replaced by the
troops lately under Tso Tsung-tang. Tso
having died, her Majesty has been pleased
to honor Li by giving him charge of them.

The Union Line steamship Corinth and
H. M. 8. Firebrand, Lieutenant Command-
er D. L. Dickson, came in collision between
Amoy and Formosa, and the Corinth was
sunk. No lives were lost and the crew of
the Corinth, who were taken to Amoy by
the Firebrand, were expected at Hongkong
by the steamship Douglas,

HONGKONG.

At a meeting of the Legislative Council,
held on the 20th of January, the Attorney-
General moved that the Council go into
committee on a bill introduced to regulate
the printing of newspapers and books, and
the keeping of printing presses in the col-
ony. Some opposition had arisen to the
terms of the bill, as it is believed by many
to place needless restrictions and provis-
ions upon pnnters and publishers, and the
motion was allowed to stand over.

The American bark Annie W. Weston,
which arrived at Hongkong on January
19th, from Newcastle, New South Wales,
brought a part of the crew of the British
bark Bothwell Castle, which was wrecked
on the isiand of Ngarik, latitude 6 north,
longitude 157.30 east, on the 21st of Decem-
ber, 1884. The shipwrecked men had been
on the island ever since. Part of the crew
had made their way to the Pelew Islands.

Attacks by parties of armed men upon
Chinese shops, and street’ and highway
robberies have been very rife in the colony
for some time past.

A serious breach of international law was
committed on the 22d instant by a party of
seamen from a Chinese gunboat in the har-
bor, who, under the direction of a Chinese
officer, landed and proceeded to a shop in
the city, seized a man who had been a resi-
dent in the colony for two months, hand-
cuffed him and put his feet in chains, and
would probably have taken him off to their
siup but for the fact that the master of the
shop sent for the police. The case against
the man-of-war’s men for assaulting and
attempting to carry off the man was re-
manded until next week, and, the Govern-
ment having been informed of the maiter,
is in correspondence with the British Min-
ister at Peking and with the Home Govy-
ernment.

OCOREA. “

The foreigners at Chamulpo had a
time duaring the late holidays.
There were no fewer than four men-
of-war in the inner harbor, viz: the
British sloop Albatross, Captain Hicks,
R. N.; the American gunboat Palos,
Captain Nelson, ¥. 8. N, and two
Chinese gunboats, besides a number of Jap-
anese schooners and Chinese and Japanese
and Corean junks. In the outer anchorage
there were the Japanese corvette Kongo
- Kan, two Celestial Arm cruisers and
the steamers Tokio. Maru and Mino Maru,

General Bidwell has decided to discharge
the Chinese on the Rancho Chico—between
forty and fifty in number—as fast as he can
get reliable white men to take their places.

The 8alt Lake Tribune of the 20th said
that not an orange was to be had in that
city, as all the shlg;;)sents over the Central
Pacific were for tern points, and that
city was left out.

A California lion attempted to cross the
track in fronk of an Oregon and California
train near Albany, the other day, and was
hurled into a ditch. Lion flesh, blood and
hair was found on the pilot of the locomo-
tive when it reached Salem.

A San Bernardino hunter, while in the
mountains recently, caught sight of a Iion
crouching for a spring at him. He hastily
fired, the bullet striking the animal while
in mid-air and killingit. It measured over
eight feet from tip to tip, and weighed over
100 pounds.

Last year Colusa county built a fine iron
bridge over Stony creek, but during the
resent season the course of the stream
as been so changed that the structure is
entirely useless. The water is now running
on each side of the bridge, and it cannot be
approached nearer than several hundred
yards.

The Austin (Nev.) Reveille says that
Frank Dixon, while cutting logs for the
Manhattan Mining Company, came across
a freak of nature. He cut the trunk of a
tree, which was a foot in diameter, into
slabs, and was surprised to see a limb of
mountain mahogany running through the
center of it. The pine had grown com-
pletely around the hard wood and imbedded
it as solidly as if it were a part of it. How
it got there is a mystery.

The Perkins-Baldwin jury. when they
went out last Friday, took one ballot to as-
certain how they stood. This was unan-
imous for the plaintiff. They then bal-
lotted as to the amount of damages to
award her. The first ballot cast to settle
this showed seven votes for $250,000 and
one for $20,000. The other four were for
from $50,000 to $150,000. On the second
ballot there were eight for $150,000. The
$20,000 man would not vote at all on the
second or third cast. It took four votes
to get the twelve jurors fo agree to the sum
finally brought in of $75,000.

MINING NOTES.

Taylor mining district, Nevada, has been
boomed to such an extent that numbers of
miners are there out of employment.

Prospecting has been renewed at Jack-
sonville with increased ardor, now that a
quartz mill is soon to be established in that
town.

Sulphurets from the Amador Queen mine
a{ Jackson, Amador county, are being
hauled through to Sutter Creek, where they
are reduced and the gold extracted.

There is covnsiderable excitement in the
mining districts of Churchill county, Ne-
vada. It isexpected that some healthy de-
velopments will be made in T X L district
this summer.

The Tuolumne Independent says: A very
rich strike has been made in John Snyder’s
claim at Brown’s Flat, on Bald mountain.
Some $1,500 were taken out, one piece
weighing $300.

The Uncle John mine at Spanish Dry
Diggins, El Dorado county, is coming to
the front as an excellent producer. A small
mill will soon be erected to work the ores,
which now run from $50 to $60 per ton.

Jack Jolly has struck a good thing in
silver-bearing lode, which he discovered
south of Moose creek, near Butte, M. T.
The vein is twenty feet in width, and car-
ries from fifty to sixty ounces in silver with
traces of gol(i.

The Walker Lake Bulletin says: An-
other development has been made in the
Lapanta, the rich white quartz which ap-
peared on the surface, and which is the
best in the mine, now shows in a large
body in a new place.

Some of the citizens of Soledad are ex-
cited over the reported discovery of gold
and silver near that place. It is located up
the gulch which starts near Carnahan’s
ranch house, some three miles to the east
of Chalone Flat, and runs right back to the
hills. Itis re{»orted that a strip of country
four miles in length has the same gold-
bearing appearance.
