VIOLATION OF FISH LAWS,

The Secretary received a letter from Jas.
M. Donahue, of San Franeisco, President
of the S. P. and N. P. and 8. V. Railroads,
regarding the infringement of the game
laws in Sonoma county. Heinclosed a let-
ter from a prominent citizen at Glen Ellen,
from which the following extracts are
taken: * The people living in this valley
are paying no respect to the fishlaw. Daily
we see them fishing in the creek, taking
many trout, and by the 1st of April, when
it is lawful to angle, the fish will be mostly
caught. Can't you see the Commissioners,
or some member of the Sporting Club, and
have it stopped? We have every reason to
believe that the creek is well stocked with
trout, and if they can be left alone during
the close season there will besome sport for
law-abiding sportsmen. There is another
matter that should be brough: to the atten-
tion of the Fish Commissioners, and that is
the fish ladder at La Motte's dam. It isout
of repair so much that fish cannot get over
it. It was washed out early in the season,
and he has done nothing toward repair-
ing it.”

§ecremr_v Dibble’s reply to Mr. Donahue,
some extracts from which are given below,
will apply to many other counties in the
State where the law is flagrantly violated:

“The people in the valley, in” the com-
mission of the acts complained of, are
guilty of a public offense (a misderneanor),
and should be arrested, fined or jailed.
Section 633, chapter L., title xvi. of the
Penal Code is as follows: ‘Every person
who takes, catches or kills any ‘speckled
trout, brook or salmon trout, or any vari-
ety of trout, between the 1st day of Novem-
ber and the 1st day of April in the follow-
ing year is gnilty of a misdemeanor.” The
penalty is fixed and the distribution of
moneys collected for fines is declared in Sec-
tion 634, and is as follows: ‘One-half of all
moneys collected for fines for violations of
the provisions of this chapter shall be
paid to the informer; one-quarter to the
District Attorney of the county in which
the action is tried, and one-quarter shall
be paid into the Fish Commission fund.'
Informers should make complaint to the
District Attorney. The District Attorney
will institute proceedings before magistrates
for the arrest of persons charged, etc., (see
Section 3257, Political Code), and if the
charge be proven, conviction and punish-
ment shouid follow. In nearly all cases
tried during the last two years, prosecutions
have resulted in convictions, and the guilty
offenders have paid the fines imposed. One
or two convictions in any locality will pre-
vent future violations.”

A communication was received from S.
A. Brooks, of San Francisco, asking what
size mesh can be used in this State for sein-
ing salmon, and what months constitute
the close season. He was referred to Sec-
tion 634 of the Penal Code, which, among
other things, says: “ Every person who
shall, for the purpose of catching shad or
salmon in any public waters of this State,
fish with or use any seine or net, the
meshes, when drawn closely together and
measure, inside the knot, less than seven
and one-half inches in length, is guilty of
a misdemeanor.” The same section also
says: “ Every person who, between the
thirty-first day of August and the first day
of October of each year, takes or catches,
buys, sells, or has in his possession, an

fresh salmon, is guilty of a misdemeanor.”
This section also makes it a misdemeanor
to take saimon or shad by means of nets or

THE BLACK BASS PLANT.

The following correspondence relative to
black bass is self-explanatory :
Girass VALLEY, January 27, 1886.

President ?S’?ﬁnq Valley
Water Company—DEAR SIR: In the “ Report of
the Commissioueries of Fisheries, State of Cali-
fornia, 1880,” p..ge 12, referring to Black bass,we
find the following statement: * Twenty-two ma-
ture fish were brought from the East in Jaly,
1879, and placed by us in the Crystal Spring
reservoir of the Spring Valley Water Company,
in San Mateo county, with the assurance on the
part of the officers of that company that the
lake would be preserved and no fish allowed to
be caught until the Fish Commissioners granted
i)cnmssmn, and with the further promise that
f the fish increased the State could at all times
take them for public distribution. These fish
have done well and are rapidly increasing in
numbers. In another year the young can be
caught and distributed “to appropriate waters.”
This report was signed by the then Fish Com-
missioners—B. B. Redding, S. R. Throckmorton
and J. D. Farwell.
The present Fish Commissioners are desirous
of availing themselves, in the interest of the
State, of the understood right to take them for
public distribution.
We have been informed that the fish have
thriven well and greatly increased and that suc-
cessful plants of the young have been made in
private preserves.

The Secretary reported that the hatchery
on Hat creck was ready for hatching pur-
poses during the first run of salmon.
Reports from all quarters were to the
effect that there was a large and gratifving
increase of small food fish in all the rivers
and bays. The catch of perch, chab and
pike during the present season was larger
than that for ten years past,and the catch
of catfish was correspondingly smaller.
Commissioner Sherwood said if there

perch it should be done. He regarded the
perch as the very best fish in California
waters—vastly superior to the Truckee
trout.

Commissioner Buckingham said the
Truckee trout were nothing more or less
than a species of land-locked salmon,

Commissioner Dibble said the increase in
the number of food fish, especially the
smaller varieties, was largely due to the
police patrol, that bad in a great measure
stopped illicit fishing in the rivers and
bays.

Commissioner Buckingham was of the
opinion that the breaking of the levees on
Sherman Island had caused the immense
increase of perch. Ithad opened up a vast
and excellent spawning ground. He esti-
mated that 10,000,000 young perch were lost
in the tules of Yolo county annually, as
well as vast numbers of salmon fry.

Commissioner Dibble said the increase of
food fish chowed the value of and the ne-
cessity for a police patrol, and it should ke
continued. Some Greeks and Italians were
illicitly enga in Z in San Pablo
and San Francisco bays, but they will soon
be routed by the Governor Stoneman and
her valiant crew, under the command of
the new Commodore. The Commission is
now ready to fill all orders for carp.

After a lengthy informal discussion of
matters of minor importance, the Board
adjourned to the first Saturday in April.
