THE CAUSE AND THE REMEDY.

A San Francisco journal, commenting
yesterday upon the failure of self-govern-
ment in cities in this country, attributes it
4o the fact that in American cities the re-
wards of political success are greater than
clsewhere. In of the “bhoss”
evil a few days ago, the ReEcorp-Unrox

expressed the same thought.

a review

There can
be no question concerning the soundness of
the statement. The secret of bossism in
munieipalities is to be found in the direct
rewards that inure to the victors. When
the two correspondents who a few days
ago moaned so loudly’ in these columns
over the degeneracy and listiessness of the
voter, and with one voice declared that if
he would do his duty, the rule of the boss
would come to an end, we pointed out that
their remedy was of no value. If every
voter attended every primary and caucus
of party, and voted on election day, the
reform resultant from such zctivity would
be but temporary. But a brief time would
clapse before the spoils system would de-
velop new bosses born of self-interest and
human greed, and then the reform would
of necessity have worked over
again. So would  have a
succession of municipal political revo-
lations. The true
failures municipal governments
the divorcement of such governments
from politics. Cities are but groups of cit-
izens, who, for mutual protection and com-
fort, need good streets, lighted highways,
police regulations, health rules, and a sys-
tem of local courts and the clerical officers
needed for city bookkeeping, collection of
revenue and
needs,
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remedy for
in

its disbursement for local
When the administrators of such
a gystem are accountable to influences that
serve celf-interest insiead of the common
good, the community must suffer. When
they are accountable to political influences
that place party dominance before mu-
nicipal economy, the community takes
harm.  Says the San Francisco Chroniele :
* But all this would amount to little if the
inhabitants of cities as faithfully dis-
charged their duty of registering and
voting as men do in the country.” This is
fallacious. The most exact and unremit-
ting diligence will accomplish no reform
so long as the politicians are permitted to
choose their candidates. When the people
take that preliminary away from party
management, and sclect candidates with
an cye single to fitness and honesty, candi-
dates who have neither to pay tribute to

party or its bosses, nor to use their offices |

to further political ends, we shall have in-
dependent municipal administrators, and
not until then. The (hronicle touches the
quick of the question when it says:
The stronghold of the bosses is the party sys-
tem. Men are run for Mayor, or Aldermen, or
Superviso:s, not because t ey are honest men,
skilled in municipal affairs, but because they
are prominent Democrats or prominent Repub-
Yicans. Of course, a man's views on the tariff,
or on Presidential appointments, or on the Fitz
Johu Purter case, or on any of the controverted
uestions at Washington, are no criterion of his
iness to deal with questions of water rates and
gas rates and street cleaning and drainage and
licenses; but we have fallen into the habit of
ruxmlnf our municipal elections on the lines of
Federal campaigns, and this is where the bosses
have us.

This statement of fact carries with it the
suggestion of remedy ; divorcement of pol-
itics from municipal government, and the
only tribunal to enter the decree is that of
the people who reside within municipal
bounds. When they have the courage to
cut loose from party and select the execu-
tors of their will as the business man
selects his clerks and agents, bossism will
die.  Until then party caucmses and party
primaries in cities will sontinue to be the
screaming farces they now are,

CIVILIZATION NOT, PREJUDICES.

Those who make themselves busy to stir
up race and religious prejudices in this
country, and to array classes against each
other, are enemies of the American Re-
public. Take the case of the Chinese agi-
tation. It is not a question of races at ali.
It is an agitation against a system which,
manifest in any race, wonld be equally as |
objectionable as in the Chinese. In some
quarters it is assumed that the opposition
to the Chinese springs from the antagonism

of other foreigners. But suppose this to be |
true, for the sake of argument, it is still
simply a question as to whether it proceeds
upon a right principle. Are Americams to
estimate the virtue cf a reform movement
by the personality that inspires it, or
rather by the standards of truth and jus-;
tice? When it comes to a question as to
what is best for the common good, it mat-

ing man to do is to measure his own action
by his conviction of right. There is
enough of race prejudice among poople
naturally, without any influences being
exerted to intensify it. The whole scheme
of the American republic is opposed to the
fostering of such prejudices. In its incep-
tion, theory and practice it is directed to
the breaking down of hatreds born of
prejudices against peoples because of creed,
nationality, descent or condition. Amer-
ican citizenship in its purity knows no
race, religion or nationality. All effortsto
engender animosities between citizens be-
cause of birth or faith, are assaults upon
the American principle, and which, once
undermined, will bring down the whole
structure of the republic in hopeless ruins.
In the case of the opposition to the Chi-
nese, the sentiment of this people is against
their system of civilization. It is not be-
cause the Chinaman is the native of a par-
ticular guarter of the globe; not because
he is an idol worshiper ; not because he is,
in short, a Chinaman, but because the
scheme of his civilization is inconsistent
with ours. Because his system is in such
direct opposition to ours that the two can-
not exist on the same soil, and both main-
tain their integrity. The fittest must tri-
umph, and that it tends to push the weaker
and least meritorious to the wall is but
natural, and indicative of its superiority.

MR. WOODBURK'S BILL.

Mr. Woodburn’s bill for the throttling
of polygamy appears to cover the whole
ground and to meet the necessities of de-
cency and good morals in Utah. It pro-
vides:

Whoever shall directly or indirectly counsel,
encourage or advise others to marry, have
consort, or cohabit with any person other than
his or her lawful wife or husband, whoisa
wmember of or shall contribute to the support
of any organization or association of any de-
scription whatever, which authorizes, counsels,
encourages or permits any of its members to
marry, have consort or cohabit with more than
one woman at the same time,shall not vote at any
election held in any Territory in the United
States, or be eligible for election or appointment
to, or be cntitled to hold any office or place of
publie trast, honor or emolument in the Union,
or for any Territory of the United States of
America, or under the United States in either
of said Territories : nor shall any such person
be entitled to locate or make seitlement upon
or acquire title to any of the lands of the public
domain of the United States of America, or be
eligible to serve as a juror in or forany Court in
either of said Territories.

It also provided that as a condition pre-
cedent to registration, if one is challenged,
he shall swear that he is not ineligible
because of any of the prohibitions above
recited, and whoever falsely takes such
oath is to be punished for perjury. Per-
sons elected or appointed to office in Ter-
ritories are to® required to take an oath
covering the prohibitions mentioned, and
like requirements are provided for those
who seek to locate public lands. The bill,

HIGH LICENSE.

A Mechanic Replies to a Business Man—
Free Water and Paxed Whisky.

Eps. Recorp-UNioN: The communica-
tion in the Bee last night on high license
from a business man, is so full of nonsense
I beg some space to reply. I am for high
license. Tam for it from my conviction. I
take my toddy, and I likeit. Iam not a
teetotaller nor a drunkard.

Now, “Business man" says, first, he is
against high license because he has found
out that some of the very dives it eught to
close up will be able to'pay it and so con-
tinue to drug and rob, and ‘employ women
to rope in suckers., Well, suppose that is
s0, how will beating high license make it
any better? *‘ Business Man " must think
ordinary readers are big asses to be induced
to vote against high license because some
low dens will be able to pay it. By not
compelling them to pay high license, how
much better off will the city be? If these
“sinks” can pay it, in God’s name why not
make them? Why not make them con-
tribute something to the cost of govern-
ment which they help to pile up?

Secondly. ** Business Man ' says: “Un-
der a high license any man could come
into Sacramento, and, if he had a little
money oven the vilest den of infamy and
undoubtedly make it pay.” In the name
of the Prophet, figs. Does ** Business Man
mean to say that under low license no man
can come 1into Sacramento and open *‘ the
vilest den of infamy and make it pay ?”
In heaven's name, dces this * Business
Man” do business as he talks about high
license?

This wonderful reasoner also says, that
he has found out ** some of the corner gro-
ceries on the outskirts of the town actually
sell more whisky (and of the most poison-
ous kind) over the counter in their little
back corrals, than do many saloons on J
street.” Well, is that any reason why they
should wnot pay a high license? Why,
* Business Man,” don’t you know that the
butcher that sells the "necessary of life,
beefsteak, and does not rope in suckers,
drug liguors, nor make policemen neces-
sary, has to pay a license of $5 a month,
and the whisky-man has to pay no more
for selling a luxury and raising the devil in
the community.

In coming down town tomy shop, eleven
blocks long, and making three turas, I ard
my boy pass twenty-four dram-shops.
Nowif high license would shut up one-
half of these, don’t ** Business Man '’ think
that my boy and I eould get all the whisky
we want at the other twelve? The twenty-
four now pay into the city box $120 a
month ; the twelve, under high license,
would pay $600 a month; and if high
license shut up eighteen out of the twenty-
four, then the remaining six would pay
$200 a month, and I guess there would be
plenty of whisky for those that want it. too.

But here is * Mr. Business Man” putting
up something that would hit the saloon-
man more than high license. He wants
the saloons limited to one in 2 block ; or,
that no saloon should be established unless
all the property-owners consent. This

‘would be “ rough on rats;” the highest

high licenser would not ask for anything
like that, to give one man alone the power
to say whether a saloon should be estab-
lished or not. Why, under such a system,
a fellow could make more money by sell-
ing his consent than by owning the prop-
erty and the beauty of it would be that
the city would not be the gainer.

I am for high license, because it will
meake a luxury pay what it ought to for
support of the Government and relieve the
general taxpaver. It will bring our city
taxes down from $2 10 to $1 10, and as
taxes go down property values go up. 1
heard a voter say to-night he'd vote against
high license because it would make a mo-
nopoly of the liquor business. Well. in
God’s name, who cares? Who will it hurt ?
Who of my fellow-workers will be hurt by
that? I heard another man at the same
time say he would vote against it because a
part of the money gained would go info
the bondholders’ interest fund, and make
bonds more valuable. Well, as to that. the
part that don’t go into the interest fund
would be a clear gain te the taxpayers,
wouldn’t it, and the part that does would
help to pay off the debt. But the interest
fund will stop pretty soon. Then, too, the
Trustees are not bound to put on bigh li-
cense right off’; they can wait until they
get the compromise fixed up with the bond-
holders.

If we are never todo anything to improve
our city, and make it prosperous, and re-
duce taxes and run it cheaper, for fear these
things will give value to the bonds of our
creditors, then, to carry the thing out, we
ought to cut the levees, shut off street lights,
blow up the water-works, and raise hell
generally, so as to make the bondholders’
securities worthless, no matter how much
it may hurt us meanwhile.

No, sir: T am for dear whisky and cheap
water. Let us take off all tax on water,
and furnish it free to all, and make whisky,
by high license, pay the cost of running the
water-works. Adopt high license, and then
g0 to work to have water rates abolished.
and so the bondholders’ interest fund
won’t get any 55 per cent. out of the surblus
rates.

HARLAN AND BARNES.
Their Cases Before Juadge Garoutte on
Habeas Corpus.
[Woodland Democrat, February 28th.]

Hon. Joseph Craig, on Friday afternoon,
filed his petition with Judge Garoutte of
the Superior Court, asking that Harlan and

Jarnes be brought before that Court for
consideration of the qnestion of admitting
them to bail. It will be remembered that
defendants are held tunder a commitment
from Justice Ruggles’ Court, where they
are jointly charged with the killing of
Everett L. Craft.

Promptly at 1 r. M. Saturday, the time set
for hearing the petition, the defendants
appeared in Court with counsel, viz.:
Highton of San Francisco, and Ball, Craig,
Goin, Grant and Baker of Woodland. Re-
spondent was represented by Distriet At-
torney Sprague and Messrs. Clark and
Bush.

Mr. Sprague moved for a continuance of
the case until Monday morning at 10
o'clock, setting forth as reasons therefor
that he had not sufficient notice of the
issuance of the writ to be able to make a
proper return and prepare his answer, and
further, that certain papers having been
taken from the Clerk’s oflice by counsel for
petitioners ; he had no opportunity to ex-
amine them, all of which was necessary in
order that the respondendent be properly
represented.

Mr. Highton objected to a continuance,
and stated that petitioner was under no ob-
ligation to notify the counsel on the oppo-
site side. The Court held the showing of
the District Attorney sufficient to warrant
a continuance, which was ordered until
7:30 p. M.

On reassembling the Court-room was
well filled with spectators, who by this
time had become aware of the proceedings
in Court and were anxious to hear the
issue.

Mr. Sprague opened the case by filing a
demurrer on_preliminary motion to quash
the writ on the ground that the petition did
not state facts which would justify the
granting of a writ. He then read the peti-
tion, which set forth briefly that the peti-
tioners, Harlan and Barnes, are held in
custody by Sheriff Beamer, and that they
are denied the right of bail ; and then sets
forth the evidence taken before the Coro-
ner’s jury.

It was argued that the petition was in-
sufficient in not stating that the prisoners
were entitled to bail ; or that the presump-
tion of their guilt is not great, nor the
proof evident ; and farther, in showing that
there was no sufficient legal reason for their
detention. It was further argued that the
testimony before the Coroner could cut no
figure in this case, since the records show
the prisoners are not held because of any
proceeding had before the Coroner, or on
account of testimony given before him;
and that it could not form any part of the
case as to Barnes especially, since his name
was not mentioned in that testimony. Mr.
Highton, in reply, argued that in matter of
law the Court had jurisdiction to hear the
matter, if there was no petition at all; but
that the petition was sufficient: that the
allegation that they were denied the right
to bail was equivalent to saying that they
were entitled to bail; and if so, then the
presumption of their guilt could not be
great nor the proof evident. He further
contended that ail offenses are bailable at
law, except where the State makes out a
case within the exception ; and that it de-
volves upon the prosecution in this case to
show that these prisoners are not entitled
to bail.

The Court ruled that the petition should
be amended to conform to the above facts.
