FOURTH WARBD.

The Fourth Ward caucuns was of the
liveliest description. It was seen at the
outset that it was to take the place of the
primary. The First Ward caucus was
called at 7, the Third Ward eaucus at 7:30
and the Fourth Ward at 8. Long before
the last named hour a large crowd collected
in front of the hall on K, near Tenth street.
When the doors were opened the room was
filled with a rush to its full limits, only
the recess back of the rostrum and to the
rear of the chair being left vacant. It was
understood before the doors were opened
that W. F. Huntoon had been selected as
Chairman, and a Jeading Republican of
the ward so informed our reporter. Chas.
Cooley, of the Central Committee, called
to order.

E. K. Alsip nominated Clinton L. White
as Chairman. M. M. Drew nominated W.
F. Huntoon. Mr. Cooley put the motion
on Huntoon’s election first, amidst loud
protests that it was unparliamentary. He
declared Huntoon elected, but great confu-
sion arose, and it was loudly protesied that
First, Second and Third Ward men were
thick in the hall and voting, and this was
true. A division was demanded and taken
by directing the Huntoon men to stand on
one side and the White men to stand on
the other. Prominent Third Ward Repub-
licans were noticeably active in pulling re-
luctant voters over to the Huntoon side,
and one leading White promoter was forci-
bly kept on the opposite side. The major-
ity was clear for Huntoon, and it was
so announced, but it was impossible
to say how the vote stood as be-
tween genuine Fourth Ward Repub-
liams, so inextricably mixed were they
with First, Second and Third Warders.
But from the subsequent proceedings, it is
fair to assume, that a majority really were
for Huntoon. Elwood Bruner was unani-
mously chosen Secretary. M. A. Howard
moved that the Chair name a committee of
seven to select and report thirty-eight per-
sons to be voted for at the primary as dele-
gates to the convention of Thursday next.
Clinton L. White objected. He thanked
the friends who had voted for him. He
had been beaten, thanks to the efforts of
the volunteers from the First, Second and
Third Wards. But he respected the Chair-
man and asked him to see that there was
fair play. To have the Chair name the
committee would look like a cut and dried
job, and not redound to his credit. It
woulid be better to let the house choose the
committee. He moved to amend to elect
—and he looked slowly about, selecting as
he spoke—M. M. Drew, E. K. Alsip, G. P.
Royster, F. T. Johnson, Geo. Leitchardt,
S. W. Butler and R. J. Fletcher. He
declared that he did not know how these
men stood as to candidates, but was will-
ing to trust them. M.S. Green, Robt. Miller,
M. A. Howard and others addressed the
caucus. There was confusion and protest-
ing, and finally after an attempt to vote
viva voce, a division by separation was had,
and the amendment lost. Numbers of the
defeated shouted for their friends to leave
the hall, and some did. During this con-
fusion, it is said the Chair named the com-
mittee; but so far as the bulk of the audi-
ence was concerned, the first they knew of
it was when Mr. Howard spoke, saying he
wished his name taken off, and moved to
elect the committee named by Mr. White.
There was some debate when the Chair an-
nounced the committee, to which the house,
on motion of Howard, added M. M. Drew
and E. K, Alsip.

Liberated from Prison.
Governor Stoneman has commuted the
sentence of two convicts so that they are
released from prison, as follows: George
