reojile or Buttc City and Vicinity in a
Dilemma.

The people residing in the vicinity of
Butte City, one of the main grain-shipping
points on the upper Sacramento, and loca-
ted about live miles above Princeton, un-
dertook some time ago to straighten the
river at Call's Bend, a short distance above
Bntte City, by cutting a canal. Call'sBend
is in the form of a horseshoe, the river
making a sharp turn to the west, curving,
anil then returning almost due east, l'ol-
-1 'win^ the course of the river, a boat lias
to travel lour miles, while if.the river was
made to run straight the distance would
only bo half a mile. In that half-mile,
however, there is a lall of seven fret, and
the I'nited Suite:- authorities, fearing that
the straightening of the river would cause
rapids wnich would injure or destroy navi-
gation for several miles below, and in the

iimmediate vicinity of Butte City, where
there is now comparatively deep water and
an excellent lauding, put a stop to work
upon the canal by arresting Mr.Bounds
and others, who were engaged in construct-
ing it. The lattergentlemen state that they
were not working in the interests of travel
by shortening the route, so much as they
were to save Uatte City from being left in-
land by the action of the river. A short
distance below the landing the river makes
a gradual bend to the west until itreaches
Princeton. About midway between the
two places there is on the west side of the
stream the bed of an old slough, or possibly
an old bend of the river, which is also al-
most in horseshoe form, and there is but a
short distance between itand the south side
of the Call s bend horseshoe. The action
of tin- river i> gradually culling away the
land below the utter, and it is deemed by
the residents only a question of time when
the river willbreak through into theslough
and then make its way back into the main
channel below Butte City, leaving that
place beyond the reach of steamers and
virtually ruining its prospects, to say noth-
ing of the in. \u25a0 mvenienee the farmers who
have hauled their grain to that point for
shipment may be put to. The United
spates Court at .San Francisco tendered a
decree in the case last Monday, however,
enjoining the defendants from constructing
t!i'' canal, believing thatitwould be adetri-
ment to navigation, and the residents will
have to take their chances of the river's
making the threatened l>reak.

About fi o'clock last evening Ah Loy
rushed to the station-house and called upon
officers Sullivan and Arlington to attend
to a trouble on Third street, between Iand
J, in a Chinese house of ill-fame. The
officers went there and found two China-
men in possession, who, it was said, had
fired two pistol shots at another Celestial.
A bullet hole was found in the floor, but
there was no trace of another shot. The
men were arrested, and their armament of
two pistols and two large knives captured.
None of the Celestials could or would tell
what the trouble had been about.
