REPUBLICANS' DUTY.

To-morrow a local contest will be begun
and decided for a portion of the municipal
offices. So long as parties are to maintain
their present relation to municipal gov-
ernment, the choice of the voter must be
between the candidates of the two great par-
ties, the one representing the dominant
political power in the nation, the other
the party that preserved the Republic in
the hour of its supremest peril, and on the
principles of which has been built the na-
tion as it is to-day, unstained by human
slavery, and recognizing the rights of man
in all their fullness. The dominant party
has, until recently, been simply that of op-
position. Its end and aim has been the
gaining of power for the sake of office. So
far as it rises, it does so only upon the
errors of the Republican party. It has no
basic principles upon which to found a
great party. All that it
claim to represent as fundamental prin-
ciples which shsuld enter into the admin-
istration of the affairs of the country and
influence its councils, are and have been
those that the Republican party has
either maintained or successfully refuted
and shown to be chimerical and unwise.
In even a municipal election, therefore, the
importance of proving true to the party

can possibly

so long as the party is in the municipal
field, should impress itself upon all Re-
publicans. The time will come, when, in
the choosing of municipai administrators,
city elections will be cut loose from party
considerations. But this is not now the
rule, nor will it be for an indefinite period.
The present duty of Republicans is to be
loyal to the party. Every reason that for-
tified its existence in the past remains to-
day. It is, as it always has been, the party
representing the broadest thought of true
democracy, and the very highest plane of
liberty. It has, like all human organiza-
tions, had its errors, and been deceived in
its administrators here and there.

To-morzow the people of this city are to
give an advitory vote upon the question of
high license. Itis to be a vote to indi-
cate to the City Trustecs the sentiment of
the people upon a purely economic and
regulative measure. This journal, some
years ago, in common with some of the
best and foremost papers of the land, dis-
cussed thisquestion in all its phases, arriv-
ing at the unqualified conclusion that it is
a species of regulation worthy ot consider-
ation and adoption by all commuWities.
Since then we have noted its progress and
s:en it adopted into the p#licy of States

_and cities with positive, success and with
No sentimentalism has

befogged, and prejudice appealed to for
and against it, we have heard no reason to
induce us to believe that it is not a wise
policy. We believe that, so far from being
a sentimental question, it is simply one of
municipal regulation and economy—as
much in the interests of those engaged in
the liquor traffic as those of the consumer.
Indeed, it has all along appeared to us that
the men who should especially favor the
policy are those gwhose business is most
directly affected by it. Let it be decided
to-morrow, without heat or appeals to
prejudices, as a question of regulation;
without implicit faith in the speculations
of either its friends or its opponents. For
there is this about it, that, if adopted, it
applies only to the retailing of liquors
over bars, and not to sale by drug stores or
in bottles, and jf it is found to be so dire-
ful as some of our citizens anticipate, it is
the simplest thing in the world to abandon
it and return to the present system. The
question presents an issue of excess supply.
The most thoughtful among our dealers,
as well as citizens generally, admit that in
a city with a bar to every sixteen voters—
as shown by the Collector’s books—there is
supply in excess of public demand, and
therefore such wrong in our system as
to demand a new adjustment. The
question, in short, is not one, according to
our view, to justify the heat that appears
to have been evolved; noris it one that
should be permitted to descend into busi-
ness antagonisms or any attempts—always
despicable—to hobble the free thought
and expression of the people one way or
the other.

We all remember reading in our boy- |

hood days of the Revolutionary tea party, |

and recollect how our yoathful blood |

would boil and bubble when we thought |
of how the English Government imposed i
and forced the collection of an unjust and i
unwarranted tax upon the Colonists. It
was unjust, and in consequence met with
the proper resentment. which cost Eng-
land theloss of what since has become
the fairest land upon the earth. Our Gov-

ernment owes its origin to the fact that her
people rebelled against unjust and dis- |
criminating taxation. That same feeling |
has grown with her growth, and increased
with her strength, until to-day the United
States stands forth among the nations of
the earth like a mighty meteor, a beacon
light for the downu'oﬁdeu and oppressed of |
every country. -

The imposition of a high license at this
time upon Sacramento means to her finan-
cial rwin. This, it is true, is a broad
statement, and must fall, if it can-
not be upheld by strong, undeniable
and convincing argument. If you will ad-
mit the space you have so generously ex-
tended, 1 will briefly, and as tersely as pos-
sible, endeavor to defend my assertion. In
the first place, a large number of good, Tre-
spectable, loyal, honest, law-abiding citi-
zens are engaged in the business sought to
be destroyed. The imposition of this tax
to them is an insurmountable barrier;
means embarrassment, financial loss and
inevitable ruin; it will, as the advocates of
high license love to boast, close up many
places of business. Admitting this to be
true, as it most certainly is, you will readily
concede the fact that it means the vacating
of many of the business houses on J and K
streets. The vacating of any number of
such buildings means a lowering of rents;
a lowering of rents means a depreciation of
the valution of the real estate. The depre-
ciation in the value of real estate means a
lessening in the amount of taxable prop-
erty, and a lowering in the amount of tax-
able property means an increased rate of
taxation. Then the direct result of high
license is an increased tax rate. Can our
city stand more in that line than she is
carrying now? Would it not be the last
straw that would break the camel’s back,
send coin abroad for investment, check all
classes of improvements, and precipitate
our fair city into a business stagnation,
from which it would take usa decade to
extricate or resurrect her?

In the second place, it would bring pov-
erty, want and destitution upon many a
now bappy home. Children—bright boys
and girls neatly dressed, well fed, some of
the brightest pupils in our public schools—
would be driven to want and beggary, be-
come charges upon the county, inmates of
charitable institutions and waifs upon the
cold, cheerless and unfriendly world.
Mothers, now the center of a happy and
charmed family circle, would become
seamsiresses in competition with Chinese
labor and those incapacitated by poor
Lealth, or the many maladies incidental to
their sex, will be compelled to give their
children to other people to raise, care for
and educate. This is no: overdrawn, for in
Sacramento there are no less than twenty-
six such families, where the father is
physically incapacitated to perform any
other kind of labor, and to him the busi-
ness he foilows, legitimate and honest as it
is, is the only thing that stands between
him and want.

The above open, frank and proper com-
munication from two prominent citizens
addresses questions to this journal. Itap-
parently solicits responses from the Rrc-
orp-UnioxN to the four propositions put
forth. So interpreting it, we concisely ex-
press the belief conscientiously entertained
by the advocates of the affirmative.

To the first proposition we understand
the friends of high license to reply that
the experience of other communities nega-

tives the position, and that experience must
be accepted as against conjecture.

That high license gives increased rey-
enue, which lessens taxation and conse-
quently increases realty values and invites
capital investment and é}opulation. That
the closed stores on J and K streets are due
solely to the elimination of a large pay-roll
by the reduction of the labor force at the
railroad shops. That the occupancy of any
number of places by retail liquor business
produces nothing, as they must subsist
wholly upon the earnings of labor in other
vocations, and that hence the absence of
saloons cannot affect, materially, the ag-
gregate product of labor in the community.

To the second they reply that the undue
number of drinking bars invifes more
families to ruin, and brings them to want,
than can result from lessening the number
of bars, and that a drinking bar to every
100 ot the entire gsopulation, or one to every
sixteen voters, justifics this conclusion, to
say nothing of the testimony the records of
the charitable associations affords gs to the
cause of poverty.
